9.0  New Business -TA Veloski asked the BOS if the Finance Officer could change her hours of work for a short period of time.  The change would be 7:30 am to 4:00 pm Monday Wednesday, Thursday and Friday, and 7:30 am to 12:30 pm.  The BOS approved the change.





     

 





10.0  Authorize Payroll & the Accounts Payable Register – The BOS reviewed payroll and the accounts payable register, a copy was made available for public inspection.    There were 4 checks of $5,000 or more: 1 to the school district for $420,000, 1 to MA Bean for the jersey barriers on Hermit Woods Road, 1 for DES for $18,957.68, and 1 to NH Retirement for $18,763.05.
11.0 New Business (cont.)
11.1 Budget update - The TA advised the BOS that spending should be monitored over the next few months as some departments have lines over budget.
11.2 Warrant for the upcoming March election – The BOS signed the warrant.
11.3 Transfer of funds – The BOS signed a transfer of general funds to the Sewer Special Revenue Fund.
11.4 Transfer of funds – The BOS signed a transfer of funds from the Police Special Revenue Fund to the General fund to offset expenditures, leaving a balance of approx.. $27,000.
11.5 Metrocast Telephone Service Contract - After review by the Town’s Attorney and in light of the reduction of costs to the Town for telephone service and moving to fiber optic.  Selectman Ober made a motion to have Chairman Giunta sign the contract, seconded by Selectman Nickerson.  The vote was 3 aye, 0 nay. 
11.6 Transfer of expenses – The TA suggested transferring some expenses from the DPW overtime to the Transfer Station, where DPW employees had worked at the Transfer Station. Selectman Ober made a motion to transfer the expenses from the overtime budget to the Transfer Station, seconded by Selectman Nickerson.  The vote was 3 aye, 0 nay. 
11.7 Town Moderator - Patsy Wells sent a letter resigning as Town Moderator.  The BOS expressed their regret at the resignation, the Moderator is appointed by the Supervisors of the Checklist.
11.8 Reschedule Review and Approve Minutes
11.9 Recreation Department draft Job Descriptions -
TA Veloski gave the BOS copies of up dated job descriptions for the Recreation Department for their review and comment at a future meeting.
11.10 Transfer Station Personnel Action Form – The BOS signed a PAF to hire Michael Adams to work at the Transfer Station 2 days per week to alleviate the problems of closure and eliminate the need for a DPW employee to fill in at the Transfer Station.
  Selectman Ober made a motion to sign the PAF hiring Michael Adams part time at the Transfer Station, seconded by Selectman Nickerson.  The vote was 3 aye, 0 nay.


12.0 Correspondence – The BOS reviewed.   

13.0 Accept Donations under RSA 31:95 – None at this time.













14.0 Selectman's Reports - Selectman Ober presented the BOS with some pictures from the Conservation Commission as possible for the cover of the annual report.





15.0 ADJOURNMENT – Selectman Ober made a motion to adjourn at 4:40, seconded by Selectman Nickerson.  The vote was 3 aye, 0 nay.  The Board of Selectman’s meeting adjourned at 4:40 p.m.
