SANBORNTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN’S MINUTES
March 26, 2014

The Board of Selectmen convened in regular session Wednesday, March 26, 2014 at 4:30 p.m. at the Town Office. Selectmen in attendance were Dave Nickerson and Guy Giunta. TA Veloski was also present. Karen Ober was absent.        










PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE – All in attendance recited the pledge of allegiance.

1.0 Public Comment – None.   








   






2.0  Bill Cutillo, Steele Hill Resort Re: Maintenance plan for Steele Hill Road – Bill Cutillo, Doug Cutillo and Justin Cutillo were present. Bill Cutillo expressed concern with what is being planned to maintain Steele Hill Road because he will start the build out to the resort in September and wants to be sure his customers have good access. Bill Cutillo stated he has been seeing a lot of deterioration in the road and he needs to understand the plan and how the Town intends to protect its investment long term through annual maintenance. Bill Cutillo noted the road is the Towns now and the State no longer will be involved. Selectman Nickerson replied you (Bill) are right, the Town had a plan two DPW Directors ago and it was suppose to be redefined but he left then a new DPW Director was hired and the plan went out the door. Selectman Nickerson noted he has been remiss as a Selectmen because we as a Board have not been asking for a lot of things we should have been. Selectman Nickerson stated the roads have caught hell this winter and he had tears in his eyes when he saw the pavement at the “Y” project. Interim Director Bordeau stated the old plan was mainly for new construction but he understands the concerns and has scheduled to meet with a few crack sealing companies next week. Bill Cutillo asked if the Town has a consultant to prioritize road sections. Chair Giunta replied they have one consultant, Jeff Jenkins, that lives in Town but an engineer would need to be hired, which would be very expensive. Selectman Nickerson noted the Board hopes to take better charge of its Department Heads and is currently looking at the DPW Director's qualifications, which may mean the Town needs a “white shirt and tie” guy. Bill Cutillo stated the road needs to be looked at now and Selectman Nickerson replied he and Interim Director Bordeau have looked at the road. Bill Cutillo stated he would check back in a month for a schedule. Chair Giunta suggested Bill Cutillo keep an eye on the road and keep in touch with the Town. 











3.0  Non-public Session under RSA 91-A:3 (c) – The BOS entered non-public session at 5:00 p.m. Motion by Chair Giunta, seconded by Selectman Nickerson. Roll call vote, Nickerson - Aye, Ober - Absent, and Giunta - Aye. TA Veloski, Jon Olmstead and AS Rollins were also present. The non-public session ended at 5:08 p.m. Chair Giunta announced that no decisions were made and a vote was taken to seal the minutes.              3.1 Non-public Session under RSA 91-A:3 (c) – The BOS entered non-public session at 5:10 p.m. Motion by Chair Giunta, seconded by Selectman Nickerson. Roll call vote, Nickerson - Aye, Ober - Absent, and Giunta - Aye. TA Veloski and AS Rollins were also present. The non-public session ended at 5:19 p.m. Chair Giunta announced that no decisions were made and a vote was taken to seal the minutes.  



   




























4.0  Department of Public Works Update – Interim Director Bordeau stated he will be reviewing some of the Town's roads for quotes from crack sealing companies and will have them for the BOS next week. Chair Giunta suggested State vendor prices be checked and TA Veloski offered to do so. Selectman Nickerson noted crack sealing may be expensive but the Town may have some funds after July 1st. TA Veloski stated the Town Office's parking lot needs to be looked at as well. Interim Director Bordeau stated the department broke through snow banks today with the backhoe because rain is forecasted for the weekend. Interim Director Bordeau reported the grader's tires are bald and there was a $9K estimate but Stratham Tire and Northeast Tire has given quotes under that, with Stratham Tire a cost of $7,455 dollars for six tires mounted & balanced, which is a good deal. Interim Director Bordeau noted the tires for the grader has to be purchased or it wouldn't have passed inspection. Selectman Nickerson discussed other DPWs using retreads and those Directors say they have been working well, all that is needed is a good casing. Interim Director Bordeau provided the BOS with a break out of weekly purchases and noted that when the Budget Committee sees the weekly ledger, they will be able to see what & why. Interim Director Bordeau explained he checked with Johnny VanTassel regarding Town roads that were suppose to receive a 1 1/2 inch top coat and those roads have all been completed. Interim Director Bordeau explained the Hunkins Pond Road bids were reviewed again after concerns that the gravel figures were not included but they were. Selectman Nickerson made a motion to award the Hunkins Pond Road Phase I & II bid to Pike Industries in the amount of $768K. Chair Giunta seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. TA Veloski referred to a DOT letter date 3/19/14, that says the State Aid Highway fund contribution will be 80% for Lower bay Road and the engineering can take place in 2016. Interim Director Bordeau noted the funding will need to be budgeted for in the near future and the project doesn't cover Lower Smith Road to Leighton Estates. Selectman Nickerson requested a schedule of the department's safety meetings.
