   1.1 Nina Gardner Re: School formula study committee – Nina Gardner explained the School's formula study committee will be reformed and she has been a part of the school board since 1985. Mrs. Gardner requested to be reappointed to the committee as the Town's citizen representative. Mrs. Gardner thanked the BOS for their support at the School District Meeting. Chair Giunta made a motion to appoint Nina Gardner as the Town's citizen representative on the study committee. Selectman Nickerson seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Mitch Lewis Re: DPW – Mr. Lewis inquired how things at the DPW are progressing because he would like to know they are and what is being done. TA Veloski replied the DPW has been using the york rake to dry out the roads and a road management plan is being developed. Selectman Nickerson noted they are currently chasing the mud and so far have been doing a good job, a small amount of gravel was used on Oak Hill Road and the road is now passable. Mr. Lewis asked if there was a time limit for the position to be filled. Selectman Nickerson replied the Board has been discussing giving the Interim DPW Director more time or other projects moving forward but we will be discussing the issue further tonight with a full board. Mr. Lewis cautioned the BOS to take their time and find someone who is a good fit.

Andy Sanborn Re: Candidates night – Mr. Sanborn asked if the BOS would agree to hold a candidates night on May 2nd at the Town Hall at 7:00 p.m. (rain date of May 3rd) The BOS suggested Mr. Sanborn check with the Library, due to the Town Hall's heating costs and get back to them. 







 




2.0  Police Department update – Chief Hankard – Chief Hankard provided the BOS with a statistical comparison for the past two years. The BOS reviewed. Chief Hankard stated the guys have been doing great and have been busy. Chief Hankard reported a NIXLE alert went out regarding a burglary on New Hampton Road and Lieutenant McIntosh has some leads. Chief Hankard stated all of the department's vehicles have been inspected and it cost $1,400 dollars to get the Expedition back on the road but it was needed for mud season. Chief Hankard noted the cruiser is being repaired tomorrow. Chief Hankard explained he had discussed with the Board that he had not budgeted for two of his Patrolmen's pay increases and he would like for the Selectmen's budget to reflect the change as well. The BOS reviewed the increases. Chief Hankard reported the department's tactical vests were outdated but Sargeant Howe found a company that was willing to outfit the back & chest plates for $200 dollars. Drug Take Back Day is scheduled for April 26th from 10:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m. at the Police Department. Chief Hankard stated he has renewed the radio licenses. Chief Hankard stated he has been playing phone tag with Fish and Game regarding the OHRV Grant and feels there may be hidden costs involved but he will follow up with the BOS as soon as he gets more information. Chair Giunta made a motion to adjust the Patrolmen's salaries. Selectman Nickerson seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.






3.0  Budget Review – TA Veloski provided the BOS with a copy of the budget and warrant. TA Veloski stated the Budget Committee's Public Hearing on the budget is Tuesday, April 8th at 7:00 p.m., with the business portion to start at 6:30 p.m. TA Veloski asked the Board to review the budget for changes.             











4.0  Interim DPW Director Re: Department update & job description – Interim Director Bordeau reported the department has been using the york rake on the Town's dirt roads, which has helped a lot by drying the surface out. Interim Director Bordeau stated they have been using the Town's york rake behind truck four. Interim Director Bordeau explained gravel sheets have been created to keep track and he will have something for the Board. Interim Director Bordeau noted all of the trucks have been inspected. Interim Director Bordeau explained the highway garage's roof was leaking and the Fire Department did a quick patch. Interim Director Bordeau reported that the company that built the garage provided an estimate for $3,200 dollars but would also be getting one from Dan Chapman. Interim Director Bordeau reported an emergency culvert replacement took place on Hale Road and he coordinated a road closure with the Police & Fire Department. Selectman Nickerson requested a safety meeting summary.             3.1 Non-public Session under RSA 91-A:3 (c) – The BOS entered non-public session at 5:11 p.m. Motion by Chair Giunta, seconded by Selectman Nickerson. Roll call vote, Nickerson - Aye, Ober - Aye, and Giunta - Aye. The non-public session ended at 6:41 p.m. Chair Giunta announced that the BOS appointed Brian the DPW Director ($55K), effective immediately and a vote was taken to seal the minutes.
