SANBORNTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN’S MINUTES
April 9, 2014

The Board of Selectmen convened in regular session Wednesday, April 9, 2014 at 4:30 p.m. at the Town Office. Selectmen in attendance were Dave Nickerson, Karen Ober and Guy Giunta. TA Veloski was also present.         










PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE – All in attendance recited the pledge of allegiance.

1.0 Public Comment    








   1.1 Bill Whalen Re: DPW – Mr. Whalen stated he feels the Department of Public Work’s Interim Director has been doing a great job, plowing was great and the use of the york rake on the Town’s roads has been fantastic. Mr. Whalen noted he feels the BOS made a great move by appointing Brian Bordeau as Director.

Katy Wells – 91-A Requests & Resignations – Ms. Wells respectfully requested answers, as to why a non-public session was called for her position as Zoning Board Secretary/Clerk. Ms. Wells stated Selectman Ober was not present, so she gets a pass. Ms. Wells addressed Chair Giunta and stated she is truly heart broken that he, as the Chair, could allow this behavior to exist in this Town because she was in the audience when roll call was taken and then sat in the lobby. Ms. Wells explained she has had access to the other side of the alleged complaint that the Board was addressing against me, which under RSA 91-A II (a) & (c) would have given you better direction and me the right to have the discussion in public. After seventeen years of employment in this Town, whether it be elected, appointed, volunteer or hired, I am completely offended by your actions, shame on all of you. Ms. Wells stated it is of her opinion that this meeting was held about her, to address a complaint and concern, after you Secretary reviewed my paycheck and invoice with my personally identifiable information on it, which constitutes invasion of privacy. Ms. Wells stated it is of her opinion that this non-public was held after a budget hearing where she was vocal to Selectman Nickerson and feels this was in retaliation of the conversation that took place at the budget session and the meetings before, where I have continually reminded him to know his place, as the discussion is unrelated to the work of the Budget Committee. Ms. Wells stated she is of the opinion that the complainant, April Rollins has made her complaint because she & I interviewed for the ZBA position and I was chosen, she was not. Ms. Wells called for the resignation of Selectman Nickerson because in her opinion, he is a disgrace and doing the Town a disservice by breaching non-public information by facilitating these complaints. Ms. Wells stated she hopes the Board seriously consider the termination of the employee, April Rollins, who has invaded my right to privacy and I find this breach highly offensive. Ms. Wells noted this breach, violates the Town of Sanbornton's personnel policy's code of conduct under H, I & J. Ms. Wells stated this issue has caused her undue stress and holds the BOS responsible for poor management practice and finds them cowards for placing this on the lap of the Chair of the ZBA. Ms. Wells provided the Board with a one page document containing four RSA 91-A requests, her resignation as the back-up custodian, the ZBA Secretary/Clerk, as Alternate to the ZBA and the Secretary to the Capital Improvements Committee. Ms. Wells noted her W-2 from 2013 says $2,361 and there are allegations she is over charging the Town and doing them a great disservice and apologizes. 






        






  







 




2.0  Jane Goss Re: Workforce Housing (CPG grant) – Mrs. Goss stated she has concerns with how the grant was handled and the grant's application stated there will be an Outreach Program for the underrepresented population. Mrs. Goss read the language from the grant. Mrs. Goss noted there was a Public Hearing held but outreach for those groups (seniors) was not conducted and she will be making a 91-A requests in writing. Mrs. Goss referred to an e-mail from Ben Frost (Housing & Urban Development) stating the grant's work could be sole sourced unless the Town has its own policy. Mrs. Goss stated the BOS didn't waive the bidding process and outreach should have been completed throughout the grant process, not after the fact. Mrs. Goss explained that she listened to the 2013 Town Meeting tape and the work was presented as a study. Mrs. Goss suggested the BOS hold an emergency meeting with the Planning Board for all of the Zoning Amendments to come off the Ballot because it has to. Mrs. Goss noted she doesn't understand some of the amendments and she works at the office every day and then found out that workforce housing would be allowed in all of the zones. Jody Slack stated a study is needed to see if the Town needs this or not because what little we know, says the Town is in compliance. TA Veloski noted he is working on Mrs. Goss' 91-A request from April 4th. Mrs. Goss stated the Ballot needs to be printed by the middle of next week. Planner Ward stated the under-served would be for an urban minority i.e. Latinos, etc. but Sanbornton is homogenous Caucasian. Planner Ward noted all of the PB's meetings & minutes have been posted but he didn't meet the 5% underrepresented, so two meetings have been scheduled soon for an outreach effort. Evelyn Auger stated she will be speaking as Evelyn and not a member of the PB, Mrs. Auger explained she was involved in welfare for a long time and has sent Ben Frost (HUD) a list of ten questions because she has seen housing like this become low-income housing, so she abstained on approval of the two WFH amendments but agrees with the rest of the changes. Mrs. Auger stated our Legislators have fed us the story of the “builder’s remedy”, which the State has put into law to protect Towns but I feel the State of New Hampshire is taking advantage of us. Mrs. Auger asked what is the Town’s “fair share”….. nobody knows! Mrs. Auger read the statute. Judy Rich stated clearly no one knows what is going to happen, I have one mile of water front and could put 4-5 houses but I am not going to. Mrs. Rich suggested the amendments be postponed for another year, so everyone can get educated. Chair Giunta asked if there would be any harm in delaying the work. Planner Ward replied he would need to check with Ben Frost, the grant is supposed to be completed by June of 2014 and all of the funds have been spent. Planner Ward noted the grant was consultant based and we would create more work for ourselves. TA Veloski noted the PB would have to withdraw the amendments. The BOS agreed to hold a joint meeting with the Planning Board on Monday, April 14, 2014 at 6:30 p.m. at the Town Hall. OPW VanTassel stated she has attended workshops regarding the difference between low-income and workforce housing, then asked who would be managing these properties. Mrs. Auger replied HUD, LRPC or the Town in perpetuity. Mrs. Auger stated when she gets her ten questions back, if the majority are answered yes then this is low-income in disguise.            










3.0  Don Duval, Surveyor Re: Reclassification of Isaac Road (Matilda Maija) – Surveyor Duval, Realtor Alice Noyes and Matilde Maije were all present. Surveyor Duval explained the property contains 105 acres with 200 feet of frontage on Isaac Road and Ms. Maija would like to develop the Class VI portion and bring the road up to Class V standards. Surveyor Duval asked what they would need to do to get the road accepted. Chair Giunta replied the Planning Board decides the road standards and it is up to the BOS to accept the road. Selectman Nickerson stated he wouldn’t be inclined to accept the road because the Town has taken over a few of the State’s roads. Chair Giunta noted the road could be developed as private and maintained by the property owner but the Selectmen’s decision would be based on what comes from the Planning Board. Surveyor Duval noted the application would be a gamble and the BOS agreed.               











4.0  Final Budget Review – TA Veloski stated the Budget Committee made some recommendations last night and the highlighted sections are the differences. 
Executive Administration – Chair Giunta made a motion to approve the Executive budget at $113,500 dollars. Selectman Ober seconded and the motion passed unanimously.  Elections & Registrations - Chair Giunta made a motion to approve the Elections & Registrations budget at $8,892 dollars. Selectman Ober seconded and the motion passed unanimously. 
Financial Administration – Selectman Ober stated two employees were moved up one labor grade, one has been here for six months and the other has been here for ten years, which is part of the inequity in pay. Chair Giunta replied the Finance Officer has the experience. Chair Giunta made a motion to approve the Financial budget at $114,361 dollars. Selectman Nickerson seconded and the motion passed. Selectman Ober was opposed. 










      Town Clerk & Tax Collector - Selectman Ober made a motion to approve the TC/TC budget at $98,223 dollars. Selectman Nickerson seconded and the motion passed unanimously.   









    Revaluation of Property – Chair Giunta made a motion to approve the Revaluation budget at $27,001 dollars. Selectman Nickerson seconded and the motion passed unanimously.  









          Personnel Administration - Chair Giunta made a motion to approve the Personnel budget at $578,273 dollars. Selectman Nickerson seconded and the motion passed unanimously.

Fire Department - Selectman Ober made a motion to approve the Police budget at $354,411 dollars. Chair Giunta seconded and the motion passed. Selectman Nickerson was opposed.

      Town Bridges & Street Lighting - Selectman Ober made a motion to approve both of these budgets at $3,637 dollars. Selectman Nickerson seconded and the motion passed unanimously.  









        Transfer Station - Selectman Nickerson made a motion to approve the Transfer Station budget at $88,136 dollars. Selectman Ober seconded and the motion passed unanimously.









       Landfill & Wastewater - Chair Giunta made a motion to approve both of these budgets at $63,501 dollars. Selectman Nickerson seconded and the motion passed unanimously.        Health / Welfare - Selectman Ober made a motion to approve the Health/Welfare budget at $9,502 dollars. Selectman Nickerson seconded and the motion passed unanimously.     Health & Community Organizations - Selectman Nickerson made a motion to approve the Health & Community Organizations budget at $10,271 dollars. Selectman Ober seconded and the motion passed unanimously.

      Debt Service – Interest & Principal - Selectman Ober made a motion to approve the Debt Service budget at $574,739 dollars. Selectman Nickerson seconded and the motion passed unanimously.    








      Capital Outlay - Selectman Ober made a motion to approve the Capital Outlay budget at $541,500 dollars. Selectman Nickerson seconded and the motion passed unanimously.      Operating Transfers Out - Chair Giunta made a motion to approve the Operating Transfers Out budget at $200,000 dollars. Selectman Ober seconded and the motion passed unanimously.
