SANBORNTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN’S MINUTES
April 23, 2014 

Town Office


The Board of Selectmen convened in regular session Wednesday, April 23, 2014 at 3:30 p.m. at the Town Office. Selectmen in attendance were Dave Nickerson, Karen Ober and Guy Giunta. TA Veloski was also present.         










PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE – All in attendance recited the pledge of allegiance.

1.0 Department of Public Works







  1.1
Hunkins Pond Road project – Director Bordeau stated the Hunkins Pond Road project's contract has been reviewed by the Town's Attorney. Director Bordeau stated there are a lot of things for the project that an engineering firm would have handled but we decided not to do that and there is a lot of paperwork for the permitting process of a project of this magnitude. Jeff Jenkins explained that the owner/contractor are required to file a “Notice of Intent” (NOI) permit with the EPA along with a “SWPPP” permit, if the project covers more then one acre and the project is 10,000 feet, which is six acres. Mr. Jenkins stated usually the prime contractor pays a third party to conduct the “SWPPP” and it totals around $1,500 dollars but the requirement for the permits is not a new law (2003). Mr. Jenkins noted the contract says, “the contractor will get all of the necessary permits” and a change order is needed for a reasonable amount of money. Jared Hebert stated the Town is typically covered for annual maintenance under the “Road & Railway Maintenance” permit through DES but when there is complete road reconstruction then more will be required and once the “SWPPP” is approved then the “NOI” can be filed. Mr. Jenkins replied there is language in the contract and permits were discussed at the pre-bid meeting but the permits probably should have been listed in the original bid. Jared Hebert stated they would hire a 3rd party because everything should be done by the book but the “SWPPP” would add substantial time. Mr. Jenkins noted the Town is juggling a two payment cycle between budget years and a couple of extra weeks would be okay but months would not be. Jared Hebert replied he would review the contract for a potential change order and address the permitting issue but is ready to go at anytime. Mr. Jenkins noted there are federal grant funds associated with Hunkins Pond, so it is a touchy area.            








  1.2 Intent To Cut for Tax Map 21, Lots 64 & 75 – Director Bordeau stated he would like to see the cut bonded and for the logging trucks to go the other way because it effects the VanTassels (Threshing Mill Road) and the property owner of the logging. TA Veloski checked to see if the Disorderly Action Ordinance was approved but found that it was voted down in 2010 at Town Meeting. Selectman Nickerson made a motion that Timber Wolf Logging post a bond of $10K before logging commences and trucks are to enter from the Whestones side of the road and not to come directly up Threshing Mill Road to the Calef Hill extension. Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. Chair Giunta made a motion to not allow all future logging operations the use of motorized equipment before 7:00 a.m. After a brief discussion later in the meeting,  Chair Giunta rescinded his motion. Selectman Ober made a motion to make a suggestion that this logging operation not permit mechanical operations before 7:00 a.m. Chair Giunta seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.   

              1.3 Roller rental – Director Bordeau suggested the Town find the money to rent the roller for the same time frame (2 1/2 months) at the cost of $6K, which is less (-$875 dollars) than last year and a wider roller. Director Bordeau stated he feels it is important because then the DPW would not have to re-grade the roads, which would save on fuel and cutting edges for the Town's grader. Selectman Nickerson recalled the old roller being sold and asked if some of the funds could go back into the DPW's budget. TA Veloski replied the BOS would need to decide where those funds go and he would need to be able to review the department's year to date spending. Selectman Ober expressed concern with dipping into Town funds because every time we do that, it takes away from our plans of things to be done. Mr. Jenkins reported equipment could be borrowed from the State (District #3) and if they do not have anything, they may know where to get it. TA Veloski noted a clearer picture of funding would be reviewed in the beginning of July. 

     








  1.4 Catch basin connection at Church – Director Bordeau reported he had a request to connect the catch basing from the Church to the system and DES is okay with the request but his only concern is if it is an oil burner system. Glen Worsman replied the containment system would be double walled and there are no hazardous materials stored in the basement of the Church. Fire Chief Dexter noted the Church has annual inspections because it is a place of assembly. Selectman Nickerson made motion to allow foundation work to start with a letter to be approved by the BOS next week. Chair Giunta seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. 




      1.5 Classes – Director Bordeau reported that he passed the Culvert Maintainer class, the Level I Facilities Operator class and the Effective Performance Evaluations class. Director Bordeau noted he will be attending more classes in the future. Selectman Ober asked who would be attending the Hazardous Waste Day meeting because the Transfer Station is like a ship without a rudder and there is a meeting on Monday, April 28, 2014 in Northfield, someone needs to attend. Director Bordeau offered to attend. Director Bordeau noted interviews for the sixth man will be conducted next week.  Melanie VanTassel stated she called Director Bordeau to express her concerns regarding the road and he came out on a Sunday to meet with her, she appreciates his professionalism and quick response.

4.0  Ralph Rathjen Re: Signs – Mr. Rathjen requested permission to place two “A” frame directional signs for a farm stand and pick you own blueberries, one near the Winnisquam traffic lights and another at the intersection of Bay & Upper Bay Roads. Mr. Rathjen stated the signs would remain up from mid June through October/first frost. The BOS suggested Mr. Rathjen discuss the signs with Planner Ward. 






5.0  Public Hearing Re: Lucas Device (Chest compressions) – Chair Giunta opened the Public Hearing at 5:03 p.m. Fire Chief Dexter provided a presentation and a brief explanation of what the device does. Chief Dexter stated the device was donated by Lakes Region General Hospital through the “Red Dress Gala” and other surrounding municipalities have received the same donation. The Public Hearing was closed at 5:42 p.m. Chair Giunta made a motion to accept the donated Lucas Device from LRGH in the amount of $17K. Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

    6.1 Transfer Station job description (full-time & part-time) – TA Veloski stated the changes are in bold  and italics. The BOS asked Director Bordeau to review for his comments. Johnny VanTassel stated the Transfer Station's Operator is in charge of filing all the DES permits and should be a “Level III” due to the Transfer Station's size but everything depends on the Selectmen's expectations. Johnny VanTassel noted he currently has full-time support staff which helps tremendously. Jeff Jenkins stated the DPW Director should be the back-up to the Transfer Station and the budget/paperwork should be in their hands. Selectman Ober explained the person would be full-time at the Transfer Station and handle building maintenance/snow shoveling and crossed trained to do some flagging or plow parking lots. Johnny VanTassel stated when he was the Operations Manager, John Tahyer only stopped by the Transfer Station and he reported to him. DPW Director Bordeau stated if he had to do both highway & transfer, it would effect the quality of work and the DPW has enough to do, he would be all for a Manager down there. Selectman Ober noted the Board would need a salary. The 2007 Town Report reflected a salary of $34K-$35K. Selectman Nickerson suggested that a non-public be conducted next week regarding personnel. TA Veloski to get job descriptions from Northfield, Tilton, Bristol & Hopkinton for next week.

Road ban – Selectman Ober stated she had received some calls regarding an emergency septic situation while the road ban is still in effect and the Town should have something in writing or a procedure for an emergency situation, to cover ourselves. Director Bordeau offered to draft something for the BOS and noted the road ban would be lifted this Friday, 4/25/14.
