Judy Burlingame-Rich - Ms. Burlingame Rich brought concerns to the BOS regarding the minutes of April 14, 2014 and how they are being recorded.  There was a lengthy discussion over the minutes and their content.

2.0 DPW – Brian Bordeau – 
2.1 Paving Contract There was an update from Brian on the projects around Town and the paving contract for Hunkins Pond Road.  Brian has talked to other Towns and the State regarding the need for a SWPP for Hunkins Pond Road.  Because we are using Reclaimed Asphalt Process and staying on the current road way which is a stable base we do not need a SWPP. 
2.2 Glen Worsman re Second Baptist Church Drainage – Mr. Worsman presented the BOS with a letter outlining the agreement between the Church and the Town regarding permission to tie into the Towns culvert.  
Selectman Nickerson made a motion to sign the letter on behalf of the Second Baptist Church tying the perimeter drain into the catch basin.  Motion seconded by Chairman Giunta, motion passed 2 aye 0 nay.
2.3 Intent to cut – There was a discussion over the need to develop a policy to cover bonds for trucks on Town Roads.  Brian is working with Robb Jutton to develop the policy and will get back to the BOS in a couple of weeks.
2.4 Uniforms – Brian would like to purchase DPW uniforms out of next year’s budget.
2.5 Household Hazardous Waste Day – Brian informed the BOS that he had gone to a meeting on household hazardous waste day and it will be on July 26, 2014 in Franklin.  Brian will be getting flyers and putting the information on the web-site.  
2.6 Selling the vibrating roller and Zebco Tactor-    There was a discussion over the sale at the White Farm and where to place the revenue from the sale.  T/A Veloski to talk to Attorney Boldt.
2.7 Mark Curtain response- There was a discussion over the response and Fire Chief Dexter noted that the Town Attorney wrote that the Fire Chief has the authority and was within his rights to enter property.  Chairman Giunta made a motion to sign the letter to Mark Curtain, Motion seconded by Selectman Nickerson, motion passed 2 aye 0 nay.
