SANBORNTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN’S MINUTES
May 7, 2014

The Board of Selectmen convened in regular session Wednesday, May 7, 2014 at 3:30 p.m. at the Town Office. Selectmen in attendance were Dave Nickerson, Karen Ober and Guy Giunta. TA Veloski was also present.         










PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE – All in attendance recited the pledge of allegiance.

1.0 Public Comment    








    1.1 Curt McGee Re: Autumn's End – Mr. McGee asked the BOS if there was any new information regarding Autumn's End and the outdoor entertainment permit that was sent to Town Counsel. TA Veloski replied he would check his records and get back to Curt. 

       








2.0  Timothy Lang Re: Town Meeting and Warrant Articles – Mr. Lang, the BOS and TA Veloski reviewed the Warrant Articles to decide who would speak to each one and the format in which Town Meeting would be conducted. Mr. Lang requested that any amendments be provided to residents before voting took place, if possible.  
  






3.0  Cheryl Somma, Sanbornton Central School (SCS) Business Administrator Re: Drainage – Jared Hebert (Pike Industries) and Jim Piscopo were also present. BA Somma explained she met with DPW Director Bordeau today regarding the alterations to the drainage in front of the SCS. BA Somma asked the BOS if they would interested in sharing the cost to repair the drainage (3 catch basins, approximately 400 feet). BA Somma noted she would not know exactly how much the SCS will be willing to commit towards the costs until after she meets with the School Board on June 19, 2014. Jared Hebert stated the project would cost $20K-$25K but would be providing better figures.



4.0  Pike Contract – Hunkins Pond Road, Phase I & II – DPW Director Bordeau reported that a pre-construction meeting was held today at 1:00 p.m. and a preliminary schedule was set. Jared Hebert explained there are a few things in the contract that need to be removed. The requirement for the skidder and boom truck, the erosion control language (“SWPPP”) and the retainage for an Engineer. The BOS agreed. A brief discussion took place regarding funding and TA Veloski noted the project's funds can be encumbered. Mr. Hebert stated they would like to finish the project before the school buses start running again (9/1/14). Mr. Piscopo requested permission to use a “slip lining” (DOT specifications) culvert that may require additional funding in the amount of $10K. TA Veloski replied a Change Order would need to be approved by the BOS. Steve Ober expressed concern over the “Y” project's roads and wants to be sure this project will not fall apart in one year because the Town will be repairing the “Y” project's roads soon. TA Veloski asked Jared Hebert to attend a meeting with the State & the project's Engineers on May 22nd. Chair Giunta asked if the roads carried a warranty and Mr. Hebert replied one year. Director Bordeau asked what the center line joint adhesive would cost and Mr. Hebert replied around $3K,  the adhesive can be used anywhere. Chair Giunta made a motion to approve and sign the Pike Contract with the three changes discussed for the Hunkins Pond Road project. Selectman Nickerson seconded the motion and the motion passed. Selectman Ober abstained. Director Bordeau noted Perkins Road will be graded as needed for the project, in case of road closure.



  4.1 Truck #6 – Selectman Ober made a motion to authorize the BOS Chair sign the Truck's title. Selectman Nickerson seconded the motion. Discussion; Selectman Ober rescinded her previous motion. Selectman Ober made a motion to authorize the DPW Director to sign Truck #6's title, so it can go to auction. Selectman Nickerson seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. 




      4.2 Tractor – Selectman Nickerson made a motion to authorize DPW Director Bordeau to sell the tractor “as is”. Chair Giunta seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  









     4.3 Highway Garage roof – Director Bordeau reported Dan Chapman repaired the leak and the roof is now code compliant.

Chief Hankard noted the Town would need a policy to allow signs inside the Transfer Station gates. Selectman Ober stated she this has never been allowed before and received many phone calls because it was interfering with business. Doug Surette asked if the other Selectmen were contacted and Guy & Dave replied no. The BOS reviewed a Police Report. Jeff Jenkins explained he placed signs up at the Transfer Station and they were removed by a Town Employee then six of his opponents signs replaced them. Jeff Jenkins stated the second Town Employee to remove his signs, was due to pier pressure felt from a Department Head, which is a bigger issue. Selectman Nickerson noted the violation is a misdemeanor or jail time, do not mess with people's signs.
