SANBORNTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN’S MINUTES

The Board of Selectmen convened in regular session Wednesday, May 21, 2014 at 3:30 p.m. at the Town Office. Selectmen in attendance were Dave Nickerson, Karen Ober and Johnny Van Tassel. TA Veloski was also present.

1.0 Public Comment   








    1.1 Dave Nickerson Re: BOS Nominee for Chair – Selectman Nickerson welcomed Johnny Van Tassel as the newest Selectmen and stated a lot of things became clear at Candidates Night regarding Johnny's experience in personnel, the Town's roads, the Transfer Station, the budget and relationships with Department Heads. Selectman Nickerson explained since last Wednesday night he has had many residents call and ask if he would support Johnny as the Board's Chairman, which he feels confident and comfortable with. Selectman Nickerson made a motion to appoint Johnny Van Tassel the Chair of the BOS. No second was made. Selectman Van Tassel replied he appreciates the comments but would like to see things from this side of the table and learn a little more from you (Dave) & Karen.  Selectman Van Tassel stated in the future he would entertain being Chair but cannot accept it at this time.  





    1.2 Craig Davis Re: Electioneering Policy – Mr. Davis stated there were issues this year at the Town's Transfer Station but candidates can have signs on cars & outside of the gates. Mr. Davis stated the Town can develop an ordinance and requested that the BOS look at it. Selectman Nickerson replied there is no policy for the election signs but this issue is something the Board will be discussing. Mr. Davis suggested the Board limit the number of signs per person and try to keep the electioneering to the gazebo side of the Town's property. TA Veloski suggested making travel at the Town Hall “one way” during that time. 



  

       



   1.3 Marla Davis – Library Trustee – Trustee Davis stated they held a meeting last night and Linda Van Valkenburgh resigned. Trustee Davis stated that Steve Ober been sworn -in as an Alternate to serve in Linda Van Valkenburgh’s position until March of 2015 and requested Barbara Whetstone be appointed as an Alternate. The BOS requested that candidates meet with the BOS for appointment.



     

 1.3a Marla Davis – Town Clerk / Tax Collector (TC/TC) – TC/TC Davis reported she would be changing her office hours and now will closed on Mondays and open on Wednesdays from 8:00 a.m. to 6:30 p.m. effective June 2nd, for security reasons and the interest of the public. TC/TC Davis stated she has no funds to advertise the change in hours. TA Veloski suggested contacting the Echo (Donna Rhoads) & Laconia Daily Sun (Gail Ober). Selectman Ober noted some of the deputy’s salary line could be used. TC/TC Davis expressed her gratitude for the support of the Office staff, the Police Department & the Fire Department.

3.0  Lakes Region Partnership (LRP) for Public Health update – Lisa Morris and Susan Laverack were present. Mrs. Morris explained they are present this evening so the Board can learn something about them because they have only recently started to serve Sanbornton as part of the region. A brochure was provided of the work that has been provided to other communities. Mrs. Morris stated the LRP looks at health in the region which is based on data collection and discussions with those communities. Mrs. Laverack informed the BOS that a representative from Sanbornton is needed, along with fifteen other Towns to discuss Emergency Preparedness. Mrs. Laverack explained they need to build medical surge capacity protection, so they are looking for dispensing sites, alternate care sites and emergency response teams for emergencies or day to day operations. Mrs. Laverack noted that the Town’s Fire Chief, Police Chief and Health Officer are intrical to this work and the BOS can be trained.

Chair Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  DPW Director Bordeau provided a brief department update.
