1.0 Public Comment   








    1.1 Carmine Cioffi Re: Trustee of the Trust Funds –  Trustee Cioffi provided the BOS with the resignation of Norma Colp effective immediately and stated he would like the Board to appoint Curt McGee, who is willing to serve temporarily. Trustee Cioffi noted this is a crucial reporting month for them and has not had any contact with Gail Morrison to date. Selectman Nickerson made a motion to appoint Curt McGee as a Trustee of the Trust Fund on a temporary basis. Chair Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. Selectman Van Tassel swore-in Curt McGee.          





    




      




2.0  Police Department update – Chief Hankard –  Chief Hankard provided the Board with a statistical comparison for the past three years and the BOS reviewed. Chief Hankard stated Officer Terry is now a certified Defensive Tactics Instructor, Officer Benoit is a certified Drug Investigator and AA Denitto has been following up on the renewal of dog licenses. Chief Hankard explained they have been doing police details on Hunkins Pond Road and the road will probably be closed for paving when school gets out. Chief Hankard noted he will be instructing classes to certify Officers to provide police details for the State's road projects. Chief Hankard stated Bike Week starts next weekend and he will be out during the weekends on patrol. Chief Hankard explained he would provide the final figures for the department's new SUV soon and the new cruiser needs a Motorola radio & final set-up at Irwin Motors. Both are scheduled to ready by July 1st.

    3.1 Transfer Station job description (full-time & part-time) – TA Veloski reported new drafts of the job descriptions have been e-mailed to the BOS. Chair Ober stated a direction is needed and eventually would like to see the positions moved out of the DPW. Chair Ober explained one of the job descriptions created was for a building & grounds and Transfer Station Manger without an extra appropriation. Selectman Nickerson asked if the Board wants two full-time people at the Transfer Station but feels this person (Manager) should report to the DPW Director or TA Veloski. Selectman Van Tassel replied other Towns do it the same way, to avoid having another Department Head. Chair Ober suggested the BOS look at the Transfer Station's organization and schedule a non-public session in two weeks.

ZBA Clerk/Recording Secretary job description – Chair Ober asked if there was an original description. ZBA Chair Olmstead replied the ZBA reviewed the original and then he met with AA Jutton and TP Ward, in order to update what the position is responsible for. Chair Ober made a motion to accept the amended job description. Selectman Nickerson seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.    
  3.3 Bid for Legal/Attorney Services – TA Veloski asked if the BOS would like him to advertise the bid. Selectman Van Tassel suggested the advertisement be shortened with a contact for more information, to reduce advertising costs. Selectman Nickerson asked if Lawyers have a web-site they utilize, i.e. NH BAR or NHMA because the Town needs a municipal lawyer. TA Veloski to research web-site and provide for a 30 day response time (7/30/14).

Doug Surette noted he has been looking for a way to become active and has checked the Town's web-site but has not seen anything. TA Veloski to follow up with Boards/Committees regarding advertising vacancies.

    4.1 Transfers Out – Chair Ober made a motion to approve the transfer of $14,726.65 dollars out of the Facilities Repair & Refurbish Capital Reserve Fund (CRF) and the transfer of $92,500 dollars out of the Roads & Bridges CRF. Selectman Van Tassel seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. 



  4.2 2014 Budget – TA Veloski reported the part-time executive line is over by $4,400 dollars and asked what the BOS would like to do into 2015. Chair Ober replied they will need to decide how much time can utilized at the DPW, if any and may have to stop requesting documentation. TA Veloski replied the BOS would then be losing history and he feels the line can be off-set. TA Veloski noted advertising is over budget, heating fuel is over and the DPW's salt line has been refunded but will still be over budget. TA Veloski stated there appears to be -$100K in allocations not to be spent overall but he still needs to look at the revenue.  







  4.3 Anthem – Health Insurance – The BOS reviewed an increase of 26.3%. TA Veloski stated he would be meeting with Bill Bald to discuss the increase and requested a Selectman be present. TA to schedule.
