    1.1 Don Foudriat Re: Black Brook Watershed & “BMPs” – Mr. Foudriat provide the BOS with an e-mail regarding the Black Brook Watershed Management Plan and asked if the BOS had any interest in proceeding with phosphorus cleanup for Lake Winnisquam. Mr. Foudriat and the BOS discussed reapplying for grant funds (40% Town, to include in-kind services – 60% Grant0 and the funds ($5K CRF) that were appropriated for milfoil eradication. Chair Ober stated she would like to review the original grant before reconsideration. Selectman VanTassel noted the spirit of the Town Meeting vote was for milfoil and not the “BMPs”. TA Veloski to locate original grant for the BOS to review.               1.2
Evelyn Auger Re: Non-public sessions and DPW job descriptions – Mrs. Auger expressed concern with some of the Board's issues being discussed in non-public when they shouldn't be and the sealing of those minutes. Mrs. Auger suggested the BOS consider taking votes on non-public issues in the public portion, so people know if the vote was unanimous. Mrs. Auger stated the Board needs to be careful because salaries go with positions. Mrs. Auger asked why the Board is requiring a high school diploma as part of the DPW job descriptions. Mrs. Auger stated someone could be a great truck driver with a good record but then be turned down. Chair Ober replied a high school diploma or G.E.D. is required for other positions in Town and the Board has discussed this issue. Chair Ober noted the word “prefer” could be added. Selectman Nickerson stated he agrees with Evelyn.
