3.0  Paul Dexter Re: Highway Study Committee (Privatization) vacancy – Paul Dexter asked the BOS to accept Curt McGee's resignation from the HSC. Chair Ober made a motion to accept the resignation of Curt McGee from the HSC / DPW Privatization Committee. Selectman Van Tassel seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. Paul Dexter provided the Board with an advertisement to fill the vacancy, which will be posted on the Town's web-site, the Town Office, the Post Office and the Library. Chair Ober suggested the language “the position will remain vacant until filled”, be added to the advertisement.

Chair Ober stated the BOS need something advisory whether a committee is formed or it is handed off to an existing committee, so the issue of water quality is not lost.
