The Board of Selectmen convened in regular session Wednesday, July 16, 2014 at 4:30 p.m. at the Town Offices. Selectmen in attendance were Karen Ober, Dave Nickerson and Johnny Van Tassel. TA Veloski was also present.

2.0  Senator, Jeannie Forrester Re: Update – Senator Forrester stated she is part of the Public & Municipal Affairs Committee and was recently elected the Chair of the Senate Finance Committee. Senator Forrester reported that 242 bills passed out of 700 and noted some of the major legislation that was passed. TA Veloski asked if the flood control funding was going forward and Senator Forrester replied yes, from 2013 but the Attorney General's Office will be handling the negotiations, which will be a battle. Chair Ober asked where Health Insurance and Medicare are going. Senator Forrester replied the Medicare expansion bill was passed and explained that if the Federal Government's funding stops the State has a plan with various triggers involved. Chair Ober discussed the lack of Health care providers in the State for competitive prices because the Town has received an increase of 26.3% this year. The BOS thanked Senator Forrester for her time.

              3.1 Craig Davis – DPW Privatization Committee - Chair Ober made a motion to appoint Craig Davis as a member of the DPW Privatization Committee. Selectman Nickerson seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. Selectman Van Tassel swore-in Mr. Davis. 





  
              3.2 Jody Slack – Planning Board Alternate - Chair Ober made a motion to appoint Jody Slack as an Alternate member of the Planning Board. Selectman Nickerson seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. Selectman Van Tassel swore-in Mr. Davis.  












4.0  Fire Department update – Chief Dexter – Chief Dexter provided the Board with a statistical comparison for the years of 2013 & 2014. Chief Dexter stated he has received a letter from the New Hampshire Fire Committee on Merit for the incident involving lightening strikes at the Boy Scout Camp, recognizing Michael Skeats, Anna McLoon and Ginger Chapman. Chief Dexter noted he would be attending a workshop on EMS Billing & Collection in Derry on 7/29/14, to better the Town's collection rate. Chief Dexter and the Board reviewed an EMS account reconciliation report. Chief Dexter stated $51K out of $74K was collected last year and the balance was carried over ($23K) to this year, with a total of $48K outstanding to date. Chief Dexter requested to be placed on the Selectmen's agenda for the first week in August, to discuss the legal opinion regarding dry hydrants. The BOS agreed. Chief Dexter provided the Board with three Personnel Action Forms (PAFs). The resignation/retirement of Gary Courtney, the resignation of Lori Steadman and the resignation of Gary Schaeffer. The BOS signed all three PAFs. 





 































5.0  Public Hearing for “Open Air Permit” – Boy Scout Camp (Dulac Land Trust) – Scout Leader, Andrew Murphy was present. Mr. Murphy explained he had originally applied for an Open Air Permit but the camp will now be under fifty people and more like thirty-five people total (kids & parents). Mr. Murphy noted the camp will start on August 11th and go through August 15th from 8:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m. without a “PA” system. The Public Hearing was opened at 5:20 p.m., no comments were made and the Public Hearing was closed. Selectman Nickerson made a motion to approve the Boy Scout's Open Air Permit.
