The Board of Selectmen convened in regular session Wednesday, July 23, 2014 at 4:30 p.m. at the Town Offices. Selectmen in attendance were Karen Ober, Dave Nickerson and Johnny Van Tassel. TA Veloski was also present.

2.0  Old Business 









  2.1 Health Insurance – TA Veloski reported he spoke with School Care and informed them that the Town would be staying with the same agency. 



  2.2 Capital Improvements Program Committee – The BOS agreed to let the CIP Committee appoint a Chairman.   






  2.3 Town Office renovations – TA Veloski stated he has spoken with Dan Chapman regarding building some cubicles and Planner Ward has offered to relocate to the Finance Officer's station, then a wall can be added at a minimal cost. 



  2.4 Shelving at the Library – Dan Chapman will be asked to help move the shelving out of the Library. 









  2.5 Gazebo lights – TA Veloski reported that Will Ellis has provided a quote for the lights in the amount of $1,279 dollars. Chair Ober asked if some of Priscilla Bodwell's donation would cover some of the costs. TA Veloski replied yes, the Town would need to come up with approximately $600 dollars. TA Veloski was asked to contact Peter Bacon regarding the completion of the gazebo's lattice work. 








3.0  Department of Public Works update – Director Bordeau – Director Bordeau discussed the repairs needed at the Church, which would cost around $60 dollars an hour for three employees, the use of the backhoe, some crushed gravel and asphalt. TA Veloski to discuss cost sharing of the project (1/3rd Church & 2/3rd Town) with the Church. Director Bordeau provided cost sheets with any additional expenses for the Hunkins Pond Road project, Phase I & II. The BOS reviewed an estimated final figure of $801,880 dollars. Director Bordeau noted there is a Change Order for a sewer line repair in the amount of $2K. Selectman Nickerson replied it is the contractor's (Piscopo) responsibility to check before they start digging. Selectman Van Tassel stated “Dig Safe” doesn't cover that and the Town would need its own ticket, so the contractor paying for the error makes sense. Selectman Nickerson made a motion not to approve/authorize the Change Order for $2K in sewer line repairs. Selectman Van Tassel seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. Chair Ober made a motion to allow Director Bordeau to purchase enough erosion stone to finish Hunkins Pond. Selectman Van Tassel seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. Director Bordeau informed the Board they have ditched 3,600 feet of Cram Road and the reclaimed section looks great but may leave the road graveled for the winter. Director Bordeau discussed repaving an eighty foot section on Lower Bay Road near Philbrook Road, to stop the sand from getting into the catch basins. Director Bordeau noted he is waiting on quotes for Weeks Road's 1 1/2 inch overlay and asked if he should bid the project. Chair Ober suggested he bid all three roads (Weeks, Philbrook & Cram). Director Bordeau expressed concerns with funding for all of the roads to be completed and replied he would start the bid process. Director Bordeau noted he is still working on the road bond policy and they will be mowing in the month of August. 






     3.1 Fire Department – Chief Dexter informed the BOS of a smoke detector/egress issue that came up over the weekend concerning a rental property. Chief Dexter explained the renters didn't have the property owners information, so he contacted the rental company for that information and made them aware of the problem. Chief Dexter noted he was given the addresses of six to seven other properties and would be conducting inspections over the next few weeks because if the properties are being rented, they have to be to code. Chair Ober asked if winter rentals were being addressed as well and Chief Dexter replied he has been working with OPW Van Tassel on those.
