The Board of Selectmen convened in regular session Wednesday, August 6, 2014 at 4:30 p.m. at the Town Offices. Selectmen in attendance were Karen Ober and Johnny Van Tassel. TA Veloski was also present. Dave Nickerson was absent.         










PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE – All in attendance recited the pledge of allegiance.

2.0  Police Department Update – Chief Hankard provided the BOS with a statistical comparison of the past two years. The BOS reviewed. The Board signed a Personnel Action Form for part-time Officer Weisensee, to be moved up to the regular part-time rate of $16.91 an hour. Chief Hankard reported he has looked in to obtaining potential grant funds for the cleanup of the shooting range but has found nothing to date. Chief Hankard stated he is also looking into purchasing a custom built mobile storage unit for inside the Police Department to replace the existing one and will be emptying the storage trailer soon. Chief Hankard explained that the 2013 police cruiser has LED headlight flashers ($800 dollar option) that have failed and is contact with Ford to fix them. Chief Hankard noted the department's budget is good and the salary lines are where he wants them to be. Chief Hankard reported the 2014 Interceptor has been in service for a few weeks now and the new truck needs to be “line X”, the tool box aded and decals. Chief Hankard stated he would be budgeting for a new car, if needed. Another “Drug Take Back” day is scheduled for September 27th from 10-2 pm at the Sanbornton Police Department.      









   








3.0  Attorney Regina Nadeau Re: Dan Downes' Property –  Attorney Nadeau stated Mr. Downes has had a conceptual discussion with the Planning Board but there is no formal application before them and she feels the cart is being put before the horse. Attorney Nadeau stated without their knowledge there was a discussion of Mr. Downes' property being annexed to the City of Franklin. Chair Ober replied the main issue is the road and the road standards were being discussed when one of the Board's members made that suggestion, which would need to go before the legislature because is affects the county line and the taxpayers. Chair Ober explained no decisions were made, it was a hypothetical conversation. Attorney Nadeau asked how would you like it if you woke up one day and found out your children were now going to the Franklin School District? Evelyn Auger admitted she had made the suggestion for the Selectmen to research because the Board was looking at ideas/solutions to try and help the applicant but no one has said this should be done. Attorney Nadeau replied she appreciates the intent but the discussion was held in a public forum without her client at the meeting and requested the Board refrain from any pre-judgement without an invitation to be there for the discussion. Chair Ober assured Attorney Nadeau they would receive notification in the future.

  4.1 Health Insurance – TA Veloski will post an advertisement on the Town's web-site looking for two residents to serve on a committee with 3 Department Heads, 1 Budget Committee member and TA Veloski. The deadline for interested candidates in 8/20/14. Chair Ober noted the committee will only have four weeks to come up with a recommendation. 









  4.2 Transfer Station – Job Descriptions – The BOS will request the employees of the Transfer Station attend a joint meeting with them, to discuss the job descriptions. 
  4.3 ”Y” Project – TA Veloski reported he has received a $7-$10K estimate for boring samples of the road but if the sampling is bid there may not be enough time to crack seal the road before winter. The BOS agreed to bid the sampling and that the bids be back by the first week in September for crack sealing by October.  



  4.4 Budget 2015/2016 – TA Veloski provided the Selectmen with budget sheets and explained that Katy Wells has reported discrepancies in the numbering of the budget line items. TA Veloski noted some of the lines have been deliberately numbered a certain way for historical purposes or tracking of expenditures. After a brief discussion the BOS agreed that the lines (100-150 total) should be changed to match other lines.

Kudzmitch Property – TA Veloski reported the Town Attorney has suggested placing an ad in the paper, to cover the Town. TA Veloski to move forward with the ad. 4.6 Propane pricing – TA Veloski stated Rymes has a rate of $1.779 per gallon and Irving has a rate of $1.774 per gallon, which could be set as the Town's fixed rate but the per gallon price changes weekly. The BOS asked TA Veloski to get two more quotes from other propane companies for next week. 





     4.7 1.5% COLA – Selectman Van Tassel requested stipend positions bring any proposed raises to the BOS and the Budget Committee for review. Chair Ober asked TA Veloski to get a list of permanent part-time positions only for the BOS to review. Chair Ober noted these positions use to have some leave (sick/vacation) time in the past but providing insurance was never discussed.
