SANBORNTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN’S MINUTES
August 20, 2014

The Board of Selectmen convened in regular session Wednesday, August 20, 2014 at 4:30 p.m. at the Town Offices. Selectmen in attendance were Karen Ober, Dave Nickerson and Johnny Van Tassel. TA Veloski was also present.          










PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE – All in attendance recited the pledge of allegiance.

2.0  Transfer Station Employees Re: Changes – Mike Adams, June Plummer and Andreas Romero were all present. Chair Ober explained that something needs to be done about the Transfer Station being under the Department of Public Works (DPW) because the DPW needs to focus on road work, so the Selectmen have been discussing taking the responsibility of the Transfer Station & building maintenance away from the DPW. June Plummer informed the Board she made a six page list of problems at the Transfer Station and gave it to DPW Director Bordeau. Chair Ober explained the Board is looking at different options and they make take some of the employee's recommendations and may not. OverSeer of the Public Welfare, Melanie Van Tassel asked if the employee's hours would be reduced and Chair Ober replied the Board doesn't know yet, it is still being discussed. Mike Adams asked if June Plummer would be involved in the Board's discussions and Chair Ober replied Director Bordeau is still in charge but they would keep them informed of any decisions. June Plummer asked if building maintenance needed to be included because it wasn't before. Chair Ober replied they are not sure, it was just part of the preliminary discussion.           









   





3.0  Joshua Gammon Re: Mayo Property (20.062 acres) access from Town Property (town park) –  Mr. Gammon requested to have a right-of way (ROW) through the Town Park’s driveway to access his property (abutter). The BOS reviewed the Town’s Tax Map of the area, which also showed a Class VI Road. Chair Ober stated the Planning Board needs to be consulted. Mr. Gammon informed the BOS that he grew up in Sanbornton on this road (Shaw Hill Road) and is also looking into having the “LeSaults” give him permission for a ROW. Selectman Nickerson stated he has an issue with the use of the Town’s private drive as a ROW and concern with potential issues due to future development, in this area. Mr. Gammon noted he does not want to uproot/widen the snowmobile trail. The BOS will consult with Town Planner Ward.     













4.0  Fire Department Re: Dry Hydrants, Fire Alarm Ordinance & light bar – Chief Dexter stated he has been having issues with dry hydrants and referred to an e-mail from Town Counsel that recommends the Town’s hydrant’s be licensed or hold easements, licensing being the easier and less costly option. Chief Dexter explained the license also gives the property owner the flexibility to remove the hydrant but for insurance purposes, he doesn’t see that happening. Chief Dexter stated upon the issuance of a license, the department would explain the need for maintenance access. Selectman Nickerson made a motion to go forward with issuing licenses for the Town’s dry hydrants, per Town Counsel’s recommendation. Selectman Van Tassel seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. Chief Dexter stated he presented the Fire Alarm Ordinance to the BOS and then to the PB, who wanted nothing to do with it. Chief Dexter provided the BOS with a copy of RSA 154:18, which explained the posting & adoption procedures for this type of ordinance. Chief Dexter stated he would bring the Fire Alarm Ordinance back to the BOS in September after Town Counsel has reviewed it. Selectman Nickerson stated if the statute is fully read, it starts to get into Building Codes and has created some problems in Town. Chief Dexter replied he has not received any reports to date. Chief Dexter noted this ordinance would only be for homes with fire alarm systems. Selectman Van Tassel made a motion to authorize Chief Dexter to spend $3K for a new light bar on Car #1. Selectman Nickerson seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Trustee of the Trust Funds, Chair Ober suggested Lynn Chong be appointed, after the staggered terms are established and training is discussed with Terry Knowles. Health Insurance Committee, The following were selected; Ralph Rathjen (Budget Committee), Police Chief Hankard, Recreation Coordinator Julie Lonergan, TC/TC Davis, Finance Officer Peg Petraszweski and TA Veloski. Selectman Nickerson offered to contact Bill Whalen to see if he would serve as the Citizen’s Representative. Pay Matrix Committee, The following were selected; Fire Chief Dexter, John Olmstead (Budget Committee), Assessing Assistant Robb Jutton, TA Veloski and Craig Davis as the Citizen’s Representative. Meeting for the Pay Matrix and Health Insurance Committee will be held during the daytime.

  5.6 Quote for Town Park – Fire escape & shelving – Selectman Nickerson made a motion to authorize Dan Chapman to install a fire escape & shelving at the Town Park’s buildings, in the amount of $625 dollars.  Selectman Van Tassel seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

6.0  Department of Public Works – Update - Director Bordeau informed the Board the last coat of pavement has been placed on Hunkins Pond Road and shoulder gravel will be done by next Tuesday, which makes the project 99% complete. Director Bordeau reported a wash out on Perkins Road, due to the heavy rain, Fall grading has begun and road side mowing will start soon. Over Road, Weight Limit Policy, Selectman Nickerson asked if the proposed policy would affect everyone and Director Bordeau replied yes. Chair Ober asked how people would know and Director Bordeau replied the roads would be posted for 40 tons. Director Bordeau noted this is not designed to take out the small guy/contractor out of the picture but if they are affecting the roads, they should be monitored because the Town cannot afford to keep up with them. Selectman Nickerson suggested discussing “weighing” of the trucks with Police Chief Hankard and the Town’s jurisdiction. DPW Director Bordeau to check the Town of Meredith’s policy and enforcement procedures. A brief discussion was held regarding road striping, the removal of bent delineator posts and road issues on Lakeside Drive, which is private.
