The Board of Selectmen convened in regular session Wednesday, November 5, 2014 at 4:30 p.m. at the Town Offices. Selectmen in attendance were Dave Nickerson and Johnny Van Tassel. TA Veloski was also present. Karen Ober was absent.            










PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE – All in attendance recited the pledge of allegiance.

1.0 Public Comment 









     1.1 Rachel Page Re: Transfer Station – Ms. Page explained that she started to volunteer less than one year ago and feels that the recycling & re-purposing of items at the Transfer Station is important for the community. Ms. Page noted she has ten pages of signatures in favor of keeping the Transfer Station the way it is currently operated.

Mike Papera Re: Transfer Station – Mr. Papera stated he also volunteers at the Transfer Station on Saturdays and this past Saturday, a snow blower was dropped off without even a scratch on it and Andreas crushed it in the metal pile. Mr. Papera stated people are upset with the Board's ruling and it doesn't make sense.   


   





          






2.0  Peter Drouin Re: Transfer Station – Mr. Drouin stated the BOS is in a dilemma. Mr. Drouin asked what the reason is for the sign going up, after how many decades. Selectman Van Tassel replied the sign was put over the sand but the discussion has lead into everything else. Selectman Van Tassel explained the Insurance company was consulted and nothing was about the “swap shop” (clothing), the State endorses it. TA Veloski reported he has received a verbal response from the Insurance company and if the Town allows residents to take items from the metal pile, it will be held liable. Selectman Van Tassel asked if it was just the metal pile and TA Veloski replied yes. Selectman Van Tassel stated the Board needs to figure where to go from here and the Transfer Station may be able to set items aside then recycle them, if they are not taken in 2-3 weeks. Selectman Van Tassel indicated he doesn't want to see things completely stopped but the Board needs to work with the DPW. Mr. Papera stated he was told the police would be called if items were taken from the metal pile. Mark Carr asked if a “enter at your own risk” sign could be posted, to cover the Town. Selectman Van Tassel replied they could check with the Insurance company and the Town's Attorney but for the time being, don't take from the metal pile. Selectman Nickerson referred to Selectmen's meeting minutes October 13, 2004 and read the decision made in that meeting. Mr. Drouin recalled fencing being discussed in 2004, to secure the area and feels the BOS could rescind the vote. Mr. Drouin stated areas could be designated in the Transfer Station and there should be no problem with the iron pile, toys & clothing. Selectman Nickerson replied the Board doesn't know that, the Attorney was only consulted about the metal pile. The BOS tabled discussion for two weeks, until the Insurance company & Town Attorney are contacted further and all of the Selectmen are present.       










3.0  Non-public Session under RSA 91-A:3 II (a) – Selectman Nickerson made a motion to enter non-public session at 5:15 p.m. Selectman Van Tassel seconded the motion. TA Veloski, Julie Lonergan and AS Rollins were also present. Roll Call vote; Ober: Absent, Nickerson: Aye, Van Tassel: Aye. The BOS reconvened the public session at 5:19 p.m. Selectman Van Tassel announced no decisions were made and a vote was taken to seal the minutes. 








4.0  Non-public Session under RSA 91-A:3 II (a) – Selectman Nickerson made a motion to enter non-public session at 5:22 p.m. Selectman Van Tassel seconded the motion. TA Veloski, DPW Director Bordeau and AS Rollins were also present. Roll Call vote; Ober: Absent, Nickerson: Aye, Van Tassel: Aye. The BOS reconvened the public session at 5:40 p.m. Selectman Van Tassel announced no decisions were made and a vote was taken to seal the minutes.         






 









5.0  Harmony Grange, Darlene Sellars Re: Old Home Day – Mrs. Sellars informed the Board that the grange held a meeting on October 7th and she was directed to ask if the Trustees of the Trust Funds can manage the Old Home Day monies ($2,328.96 dollars). Mrs. Sellars stated she discussed the matter with Terry Knowles and the monies should be placed in a specific account. TA Veloski stated the request should go to the Trustees first then back to the BOS for acceptance.        














6.0  Fire Department Update – Chief Dexter reported the final draft of the Hazard Mitigation Plan is ready for the BOS to adopt (2 weeks) and then it can be sent to FEMA. Chief Dexter noted the Town's Emergency Operations Plan is next. Chief Dexter stated October is “Fire Prevention” month and they have interacted with over 300 students. Chief Dexter reported Senior Safety Day also took place, twelve homes were visited to check smoke detectors, trip hazards and update the “Vile of Life” information. A brief discussion was held regarding the railing at the Town Hall needing to be moved closer for seniors. Town Hall Steward Ober to be contacted. Chief Dexter noted a “Super Box” has been placed at the DPW, Transfer Station and Town Beach. The Fire Department's call volume is up by 50-60 calls.
