SANBORNTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN’S MINUTES

June 24, 2009 

Town Offices


The Board of Selectmen convened in regular session Wednesday, June 24, 2009 at 6:30 p.m. at the Town Office. Selectmen in attendance were David Nickerson and Steven Ober. TA Veloski was also present. Andrew Livernois was not present.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE – All in attendance recited the pledge of allegiance.


1.0 Public Comment









    1.1 Melanie VanTassel Re: Old Home Day – Mrs. VanTassel encouraged residents to attend Old Home Day on July 17, 18 and 19.  Mrs. VanTassel stated there would be a chili cook off, live bands, a talent show and antiques.  Old Home Day information is posted on the Town’s website.  




  






2.0 Caring Community Network of the Twin Rivers (CCNTR)– update – Rick Silverberg, Donna Quinn and Jim Richardson were present. Mr. Silverberg informed the Board that CCNTR is a private non-profit agency that responds to public health needs in this region through state and federal grant funding. Ms. Quinn stated there is a medical response core team and if needed, CCNTR can provide support. A form will be mailed to the Town.  Selectmen Ober asked CCNTR to provide an example of actions they would provide.  Ms. Quinn stated shelters would be opened, the medical response core team would be activated with an acute care center staff i.e. 08’ ice storm.  Jim Richardson referred to the Town’s Emergency Preparedness Plan and noted CCNTR could help supply and staff an emergency situation with people of a certain skill set.  Chair Nickerson asked how many people CCNTR is staffed with and their qualifications.  Ms. Quinn replied CCNTR staff is made up of 13 – 14 EMTs, Paramedics, Dentists and Veterinarians, mostly retired.  Ms. Quinn noted Veterinarians are used, due to recommendations from the American Red Cross. Fire Chief DeSilva stated CCNTR is a positive component to have.  Chair Nickerson asked what the time frame for response would be and Mr. Richardson replied approximately 2 hours, 1 hour to stock supplies in to the 24 foot trailer and 1 hour to determine needs.  Mr. Silverberg stated the region is made up of 14 towns and noted that a “Letter of Intent” would be very helpful. The BOS reviewed a draft letter prepared by Mr. Silverberg.  Selectmen Ober made a motion that Sanbornton continue to support CCNTR 100%.  Chair Nickerson seconded the motion and the motion passed.  The BOS signed the “Letter of Intent”. www.ccntr.org/bringing_people_together.asp
3.0 Transfer Station update – John Van Tassel 
3.1 NH the Beautiful – Mr. VanTassel stated the organization is run by a 60-point system, in order to purchase signs without a cost to the Town. Mr. VanTassel informed the Board he has ordered five plastic signs, one for each different pile at the Transfer Station.    








  


3.2 Reflective vests - Mr. VanTassel stated new level #2 vests have been handed out to Transfer Station employees.   







  3.3 Closing for Old Home Day – The Transfer Station will be closed on Old Home Day but will be open until 7:00 p.m. on Monday, July 13th and Wednesday, July 15th.

Joint Loss Committee – inspection - Mr. VanTassel stated two recommendation were made upon inspection, 1) brackets for the fire extinguisher and 2) a new exit sign.  Chief DeSilva stated the exit sign would need to be lighted (exterior or interior). 
  3.5 Wood Building - Mr. VanTassel informed the Board that he would like to paint the wood building to match the metal building, to make things look more uniform.  The BOS agreed painting would be okay.

NRRA Program – load consolidation - Mr. VanTassel informed the Board he notifies the NRRA when the Transfer Station has 10 loads of any commodities, which saves the Town money on trucking costs.  





  3.7 Emergency Action Plan - Mr. VanTassel reported that he is working on a contact list.  










  3.8 Safety Meetings – To be held the 1st Monday of every month.  


  3.9 Hazardous Home Waste – Scheduled for the last Saturday in July and the first Saturday in August. Belmont and Franklin have detailed lists of accepted items.  
  3.10 Brush chipping - Mr. VanTassel informed the Board he would be receiving a quote on Saturday from Mr. Clark but would pursue others. 




   3.11 Burning of construction and demolition debris – Will not be allowed at Transfer Stations effective 12/31/2010.  






            3.12 Solid waste contract - Mr. VanTassel noted he is working with Casella and Waste Management to review the bid figures.  





            3.13 Job Title - Mr. VanTassel asked the Board if he was the Transfer Station’s Department Head because he would like to be included in Department Head meetings and preparation of the Transfer Station’s budget.  Chair Nickerson replied there is no job description for the position, which needs to be discussed when there is a full Select Board present.  To be discussed next week.
