The Board of Selectmen convened in regular session Wednesday, July 8, 2009 at 6:31 p.m. at the Town Office. Selectmen in attendance were David Nickerson and Steven Ober. TA Veloski was also present.
Andrew Livernois was not present 











PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE – All in attendance recited the pledge of allegiance.


1.0 Public Comment









    1.1 Paul Colp Re: Bid for the Town Hall’s bathroom – Mr. Colp stated he has seen the advertisement for the Town Hall’s bathroom and asked what the name of the firm was that designed it.  Chair Nickerson replied the University of New Hampshire designed the bathroom.  Mr. Colp asked if the drawing for the new bathroom was given to the Building Committee, to receive their approved recommendation. Chair Nickerson replied yes, he was at the Building Committee’s meeting when it was approved.  Mr. Colp asked if the Historical Society reviewed the plans as well.  Chair Nickerson stated he was not sure.  Selectmen Ober noted that the bathroom had to be located in the back of the Town Hall because all of the existing pipes are in that location.  Mr. Colp asked if there was an estimated cost associated with the project and Chair Nickerson replied no.

Wayne Tardiff Re: Town’s road projects – Mr. Tardiff asked what the status of the Shute hill Bridge project was.  Chair Nickerson stated the Board is waiting for water flows and DES permits/approval.  Chair Nickerson noted the Indian Preservation study has been completed with no findings.  Mr. Tardiff asked the status of the Gray Road project and Chair Nickerson replied there has been nothing to date.  Mr. Tardiff asked if there would be work needed for Lake Winnisquam’s Milfoil project.  Chair Nickerson stated the Town has funded the project together with Laconia and Meredith but the Town of Laconia would be in charge.









2.0 Review and Approve Draft Minutes 7/01/09 draft - Members of the Board reviewed the draft meeting minutes of Wednesday, July 1, 2009. Selectman Ober motioned to approve the draft meeting minutes of July 1, 2009 with one change. Chair Nickerson seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously. 




     
3.0 Authorize Payroll & Accounts Payable Registers – The BOS reviewed/signed the payroll & accounts payable registers.








4.0 Police Department update – Chief Barton – Selectmen Ober asked Chief Barton if there were any complaints received on the 4th of July and Chief Barton replied none, he stated he was expecting one place to be a problem but nothing happened. Chair Nickerson asked if speeders were an issue on Huse Road and Chief Barton replied no, there were no speeders or violations.  Chief Barton provided the BOS with motor vehicle stop figures, in 2009 the department has had 929 motor vehicle stops and in 2008 the department had 325 motor vehicle stops.  Chief Barton informed the BOS that the increase in stops has come from having a stable department and every Officer being certified.  Chief Barton noted that he would like to see Officer Howe become the next Firearms Instructor.  Chair Nickerson provided Police Chief Barton with a letter from Bill Cutillo of Steele Hill Resorts regarding the posting of signs to redirect travelers from taking in-passable roads to get to Steele Hill Resort, which are the directions that a GPS system would give them.  Chief Barton stated he is aware of the issue and will be discussing the matter at the next Highway Safety Committee meeting to provide the BOS with a recommendation.  Chief Barton noted that Mr. Cutillo has offered to pay for all of the signs and to post them.  Chair Nickerson stated the Noise Ordinance has to be looked at again and provided the Chief with a copy of the Town of Pittsfield’s Noise Ordinance. Chief Barton stated he used the Town of Tilton’s ordinance but would review Pittsfield’s and would check the definitions then review with the BOS. Chief Barton noted that the ordinance would need to go to Town Meeting because it is a global disorderly conduct ordinance and referred to a memo from Town Counsel dated 5/22/09.  Chief Barton stated circumstances would apply on a case-by-case basis determined by several factors, which would be the same for the Fireworks Ordinance.  Chief Barton stated there have been 21 motor vehicle accidents to date, which is below previous years.  Chair Nickerson asked how the Officers have responded to the position that was cut at Town Meeting.  Chief Barton replied the response has been positive and they feel secure knowing the Board is behind them in the decision.  Chief Barton noted that now that the Officers are being paid well he is expecting to see some initiative and that they conduct themselves professional manner.  Chief Barton stated he has been checking on tree removal companies and so fat Asplundh is the only problem.          

5.0 Public Hearing on POW WOW – Janet Robinson and Judy Maynard were present.  The Public Hearing was opened at 7:09 p.m. Mrs. Robinson stated all of the items on the Open Air Permit have been met and a map of the area’s fire locations has been submitted. Mrs. Robinson stated the issue seems to be the “PA” system being turned off by 9:00 p.m.  Police Chief Barton stated the Town has requested that the “PA” system be turned off at 10 p.m. in the past but the request was not adhered to, so now the request has been changed to 9 p.m. which gives the Operator of the “PA” a buffer to finish up with any announcements. Chief Barton stated this year someone would be arrested if Officers were called to the event past a certain time.  Chief Barton noted the request would not apply in an emergency situation.  Mr. Whalen stated there seems to be a communication problem between those attending the POW WOW and those running it.  Chief Barton noted he has worked for the Town for 19 years and the “PA” system has been the only problem because the sound carries. Mrs. Robinson assured the BOS and Chief Barton that the “PA” would be turned off at the proper time.  Chair Nickerson made a motion to sign the “Open Air” permit for the POW WOW and Selectman Ober seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
