The Board of Selectmen convened in regular session Wednesday, July15, 2009 at 6:30 p.m. at the Town Office. Selectmen in attendance were David Nickerson and Steven Ober. TA Veloski was also present. Andrew Livernois was not present 











PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE – All in attendance recited the pledge of allegiance.


1.0 Public Comment









    1.1 Bill Whalen Re: Police Chief’s replacement upon retirement – Mr. Whalen stated that traditionally the Town has promoted the Lieutenant and recommended the BOS consider promoting Lieutenant Hankard to Police Chief, which would save the Town on money and time as well.  Chair Nickerson stated the BOS has not discussed the matter yet but would be soon with Chief Barton.  Mr. Whalen noted promoting from within the department would be good for morale.

Andy Sanborn Re: Internet services on Knox Mountain Road – Mr. Sanborn stated his internet service choices are dial-up or satellite and the quality of those services is poor.  Mr. Sanborn asked the Board if they would reach out to Metrocast because people who live on his road are losing out on business.  Mr. Sanborn noted that there is a one-mile stretch of road without any home but after that, there is density.  Chair Nickerson asked TA Veloski to draft a letter on behalf of the Board.  TA Veloski stated the Town could negotiate through the next contract.






2.0 Recreation Committee update – Juliana Lonergan – Mrs. Lonergan reported that “Duck Itch” is gone, the Winnisquam Beach’s raft is damaged and out of the water, swim lessons are full, the lifeguards are doing a great job, the new shed has been ordered and Summer Day Camp is going well.  Mrs. Lonergan noted she is working on the permit for sand and now has someone helping her.  Mrs. Lonergan stated there are “No Smoking” signs posted at the beach but she could designate an area at the Town Park. Mrs. Lonergan informed the Board that the roof of the building at the Town Park would need to be re-bid and TA Veloski would need to set criteria with her.  Mrs. Lonergan stated the Boston Post Cane is to be awarded on Sunday at Old Home Day.   




3.0 Department of Public Works update – Director Thayer reported that he is working the Philbrook Road culverts currently then would be moving to Tower Hill Road and Shute Hill Road. Director Thayer stated Jason has been attending grader training and spending time with Norman. Director Thayer noted that Bruce would be going to training next. Director Thayer informed the Board that the roller is being repaired, truck #1 needs repairs, the new F550 is at E.W. Sleeper and he has contacted Jim Ramsey regarding the International. Director Thayer informed the Board he has met with Jim Bouchard regarding the “Y” project and bids could be ready as soon as 8/22/09. Director Thayer stated he has been working on bids for some paving. Director Thayer stated he and John VanTassel have discussed a job description, which has been drafted. Director Thayer noted that they have agreed to keep things the way they have been working. Director Thayer provided the BOS with a copy of the plans for Shute Hill Road’s bridge’s box culvert and noted that the plans need to be re-visited. Director Thayer stated he has submitted a letter to DES to try and expedite the project. Director Thayer noted that all of the Transfer Station’s commodity prices have increased and is still looking for a scrap metal dumpster. Director Thayer stated the DPW would be painting the building at the Transfer Station and Selectman Ober offered to help.  Chair Nickerson asked if the DPW would be doing roadside mowing and Director Thayer replied they would be starting this week but the clutch is broken currently. Director Thayer noted he would like to sell the mower to someone that has shown interest and is discussing a price.  Chair Nickerson suggested bidding the mowing out and Director Thayer agreed.  Chair Nickerson made a motion to approve the DPW’s Operation Manager job description.  Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  TA Veloski provided the BOS with an email and an extended agreement from Jim Marshall for the section of Hunkins Pond Road by the Parker Hill Loop. TA Veloski noted that if the DOT approves the plans then that section could be bid.  Chair Nickerson made a motion to sign and approve the H.L. Turner Group’s proposal for work on Hunkins Pond Road by the Parker Hill Loop. Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. DPW Director Thayer noted the person who cleans at the Transfer Station would no longer be doing the job.  TA Veloski to advertise the position.  






4.0 COLA – TC/TC Goss stated Marla Davis did not receive a 2% cost of living adjustment effective 7/1/09.  Chair Nickerson stated the increase was an oversight and Mrs. Davis is doing an excellent job.  The Finance Officer will be notified of the change.   


 

5.0 Non-Public Session under RSA 91-A: 3,II (c) – The Board of Selectmen went in to non-public session at 7:22 p.m. with Wayne & Dolly Elliott. Chairman Nickerson motioned to go in to non-public session and Selectmen Ober seconded the motion. Roll call vote: Nickerson, yes, Livernois, absent, Ober, yes. The BOS reconvened the public session at 7:42 p.m. Chairman Nickerson announced that while in non-public session the Board voted unanimously to seal the minutes and no decisions were made.



6.0 Smoking Policy – The BOS reviewed the policy that designates certain areas for smoking.  Chair Nickerson made a motion to accept the Smoking Policy changes for the Town. Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.


7.0 Noise Ordinance – The BOS tabled. 









8.0 Review and Approve Draft Minutes 7/08/09 draft - Members of the Board reviewed the draft meeting minutes of Wednesday, July 8, 2009. Selectman Oberg motioned to approve the draft meeting minutes of July 8, 2009 with two minor changes. Chair Nickerson seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.

              11.1 Youth Assistance Program (YAP) – A meeting is scheduled for July 28, 2009 @ 3:45 p.m. at the YAP Office in Tilton.  Selectman Ober requested that a memo be distributed to Department Heads, to ask them to track any community services provided by the YAP for a year.  Chair Nickerson noted that the YAP has requested to attend a Sanbornton Budget Committee meeting.  Selectman Ober stated he had heard the YAP was asked to merge with two other programs and they declined to do so.   





12.0 Town Administrator’s Report






              12.1 Authority to discharge under the National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System – TA Veloski reported that Sanbornton has been deemed not to be a co-permittee but the Towns that have been deemed, will now be required to submit an Annual Report to the EPA.  TA Veloski noted the Town would continue to collect and make sewer payments.
  








            12.2 Town Hall Stewardship – TA Veloski stated a steward is needed due to LCHIP funding that was received.  Selectman Ober offered to be the Town Hall’s Steward.  Chair Nickerson made a motion to appoint Selectman Ober and Selectman Ober seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.  


            12.3 Warrant Article (WA) #8 – DRA has disallowed part of the WA.  The BOS agreed to wait until next May to submit another WA designating the Board as the spending agent.  The funds have been approved but the Town cannot spend them.  
            12.4 NH Retirement System – TA Veloski informed the Board that the Local Government Center is planning to sue the NH Retirement System but has advised Towns to continue to pay.
            





   
            12.5 Prime Insurance contract – Chair Nickerson made a motion to sign Primex’s multi-year contract that reflects a 5% decrease.  Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

   



            12.6 Food Pantry account – The BOS signed documents to open the account.

   12.7 Listing of Town Owned Properties for sale – Chair Nickerson made a motion to approve the letter to all known property owners of those properties to be auctioned. Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. 
            12.8 Town Hall– TA Veloski reported that 24 inquiries have been received for the bathroom bid.  TA Veloski noted that somebody needs to look at some old stuff in the backroom, to determine whether it should be kept or not.
