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SANBORNTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN’S MINUTES

July 29, 2009

The Board of Selectmen convened in regular session Wednesday, July29, 2009 at 6:30 p.m. at the Town Office. Selectmen in attendance were David Nickerson, Andrew Livernois and Steven Ober. TA Veloski was also present.











PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE – All in attendance recited the pledge of allegiance.


1.0 Public Comment









    1.1 Evelyn Auger Re: Policy for Sale of Town Owned Property – Mrs. Auger stated she is not present as a member of the Conservation Commission.  Mrs. Auger noted that the policy for the sale of Town Owned Property is not together.  Mrs. Auger quoted a sentence from TA Veloski in the Board’s meeting minutes dated 4/8/09 and noted that tax deeded properties do not go to the court, the excess income does.  Mrs. Auger referred to RSA 80:88, 80:89 and 80:39.  Mrs. Auger noted that six out of the eight properties were sent redemption letters, which exceeds the 5 years allowed in the statute.  Mrs. Auger stated she is worried because if the taxpayer comes in with the letter sent by the Town then they would have an advantage.  TA Veloski noted that most of the addresses were 19-24 year’s old.  Mrs. Auger stated the Town needs some kind of sub-standard and should notify abutters of the property sales. Mrs. Auger expressed her interest in TML# 11.091.000, a property on Black Brook Road (0.02 acres), which is assessed at $6,500 dollars.  Mrs. Auger noted the value is high but the parcel is big enough to place a tent or motor home on during the summer months.  Selectman Livernois stated if the statute says the property owners didn’t need to be notified then no harm, no foul.  Mrs. Auger expressed concern with the Town following the laws to the letter and feels the process should start earlier than ten years, shortly after five. Mrs. Auger feels the Town needs to come up with a better system, in order to get the properties back on the tax rolls.

Katy Wells Re: 91-A – Ms. Wells informed the BOS that the Town’s web-site does not have the most current meeting minutes available from the majority of the Town’s Committees/Boards and listed the last posted dates.  Ms. Wells stated she had made a 91-A request on 7/24/09 and received two of the three items requested on 7/24 at the Town Office but didn’t receive the third item until 7/29/09 by certified mail.  Ms. Wells feels that sending the third item by certified mail was a waste of the Town’s money because she could have been called.  Ms. Wells noted the certified letter was dated 7/25/09 and asked why it was not received until 7/29/09.  Selectman Livernois stated 91-A requests are usually documented in writing and the request was answered with the 5-day limit.  Ms. Wells noted she received two out of the three items at the Town Office; the other two items were not documented in writing. Ms. Wells stated access to government is not a joke and that is her point.  Ms. Wells provided the Board with a copy of the TA’s job contract dated 8/6/08 and noted that is the date the contract was executed.  Ms. Wells informed the Board that they did not hold a meeting on 8/6 and she cannot find a vote to sign the TA’s contract, which should be reflected in the meeting minutes. 






2.0 Appointment w/ Don Foudriat Re: Black Brook Management Plan – Mr. Foudriat provided the BOS with a Black Brook Management Plan Status Report dated 7/29/09.  The Board reviewed the document. Mr. Foudriat stated DES has been elemental so far in the grant process with support letters from LRPC and the WVA.  Chair Nickerson stated Mr. Foudriat and Bob Ward have been doing a great job but expressed concern with just the two of them handling the grant process.  The Board and Mr. Foudriat briefly discussed forming a Committee or asking the Planning Board to oversee the project.  Mr. Foudriat noted the deadline for pre-proposal submission is 9/4/09 and the Board can wait until approval is received.  Mr. Foudriat provided the Board with a Time Table for Contract Processing.  Selectman Livernois noted that the BOS wants to be sure there is good communication and a committee would be needed by 9/09-10/09 for pre-proposal interviews if selected. Mr. Foudriat noted he is satisfied with the process so far.  











3.0 Review and Approve Draft Minutes 7/22/09 draft - Members of the Board reviewed the draft meeting minutes of Wednesday, July 22, 2009. Selectman Livernois motioned to approve the draft meeting minutes of July 22, 2009 with three changes. Chair Nickerson seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.

               7.2 Letter from Doug Cutillo Re: Location of signs to Steele Hill Resorts – TA Veloski stated most of the roads the signs will be posted on, are State roads and the Town has no authority.  The Board will invite Mr. Cutillo to a meeting to discuss the matter.
  7.3 ARRA Funding – Special Town Meeting – TA Veloski asked if the Town would hold a Special Town Meeting and noted the law has been changed to allow for Public Hearing and the meeting to be held on the same night with a 7-day notice. TA Veloski proposed holding the Special Town Meeting on Tuesday, August 18, 2009.  TA Veloski stated Sheila Dodge would need a 10-day notice for the Checklist.  TA Veloski informed the Board that $918,000 dollars was requested and all of it was granted but the Town does not need all of the funding.  TA Veloski stated Paul Flute has been asked to look at including Shute Hill Bridge in to the project.  Selectman Livernois made a motion to call a Special Town Meeting on Tuesday, August 18, 2009 @ 8:00 p.m., to vote to raise & appropriate ARRA funding with the Public Hearing portion to be held @ 7:00 p.m. on the same night.
