SANBORNTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN’S MINUTES

August 5, 2009 

Town Offices


The Board of Selectmen convened in regular session Wednesday, August 5, 2009 at 6:30 p.m. at the Town Office. Selectmen in attendance were David Nickerson, Andrew Livernois and Steven Ober. TA Veloski was also present.











PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE – All in attendance recited the pledge of allegiance.


1.0 Public Comment

2.0 Acceptance of unanticipated revenues (RSA 31:95-b) for the Conservation Commission – Chairman Nickerson made a motion to accept $688.73 dollars from the Sanbornton Agricultural Land Trust for the Conservation Commission.  Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.





3.0 Paul Fluet Re: Town Projects – Chair Nickerson informed Mr. Fluet that the extra ARRA funding has been approved for the Shute Hill Bridge.  TA Veloski provided the BOS with an agreement for Fluet Engineering to continue to work on the Town’s projects including the Shute Hill portion.  Paul Fluet stated he has the permits for the Maple Circle project but the project still needs to go out for bid.  Paul Fluet noted the Shute Hill permits are being expedited because of the ARRA funding.  Chair Nickerson noted that there are no permits for the Beach section of the project.  Paul Fluet asked if the Beach section should be included or not, if it is then the Association would need to get on board with the project. Chair Nickerson asked TA Veloski and Paul Fluet to contact the Association to inform them that Town has the engineering and the funding for the project.  Paul Fluet noted a letter of permission would be needed to move forward. Selectman Ober asked what would happen to the water and Paul Fluet replied the water would land in the existing swale, which goes along the beach.  Selectman Ober noted the project is time critical.  Paul Fluet provided the BOS with an updated cost sheet for the culvert work, Shute Hill Bridge and an allowance for the Beach work.  The Board reviewed. Chair Nickerson noted the Town is eligible for $912K in ARRA funding and asked TA Veloski if some of the funds could be refunded to the State, if they were not all used for the project.  TA Veloski replied yes, the Town could refund some of the money but the State would like to see all of the funds spent.  Paul Fluet stated the contract prices are conservative but there is only a $15K difference.  Paul Fluet noted the ARRA requires payroll accounting and reporting on the hiring of any new employees for the stimulus funds, so there will be extra administrative costs.  Selectman Livernois noted the BOS would want follow through on the construction phase of the project and Paul Fluet replied those costs are not included.  Selectman Ober made a motion to have a Special Town Meeting to raise & appropriate nine hundred and twelve thousand dollars ($912,000) of ARRA funding.  Selectman Livernois seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  The BOS signed the Fluet Engineering contract and the wetlands application for the Shute Hill Bridge project.  








4.0 Doug Cutillo Re: Resort signs - 
Mr. Cutillo informed the Board that most of the people who have filed complaints, is over them getting lost due to GPS directions.  Mr. Cutillo stated MapQuest has changed their directions after six months of writing letters.  Mr. Cutillo noted that directions to Steele Hill Resort are sent along with a confirmation notice, as well as a request to use MapQuest but that has not helped.  Mr. Cutillo expressed safety concerns for people needing to be rescued out of the woods by Fire or Police and noted that Police Chief Barton has agreed that signs would be a good thing.  Mr. Cutillo requested that the BOS issue a “Letter of Solidarity” in support of the additional signs.  Chair Nickerson stated the Board would send a letter to the State stating they agree with the signs being posted.  Mr. Cutillo provided the Board with a sample of the signs to be posted.  Mr. Cutillo noted vacationers being redirected the wrong way to Steele Hill have also become a nuisance for Sanbornton residents.  Chair Nickerson asked Mr. Cutillo to get together with DPW Director Thayer regarding the location of the signs. DPW Director Thayer noted that the new signs might be able to be posted on existing ones.  Selectman Ober asked Mr. Cutillo to contact the Historic District Commission if any signs were to be placed in that district.  Mr. Cutillo stated he has exhausted all digital efforts but is willing to provide the signs and post them with the State and the Town overseeing the project.  Selectman Livernois made a motion to give preliminary approval to post Steele Hill Resort signs pending final signage plans and State approval.  Chair Nickerson seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.    



5.0 Department of Public Works (DPW) – update - DPW Director Thayer and the BOS briefly discussed the paving budget, which could not fund a shim-coat on Collison Road.  DPW Director Thayer provided the Board with a bid proposal for Hermit Woods Road and noted that he has obtained property owner permission to drain water in to a nearby fire pond. DPW Director Thayer informed the Board that he has interviewed for a Backhoe Operator and recommended that Dave Beasley be hired for the position. DPW Director Thayer noted that Mr. Beasley would only be working on Saturdays for now but through the winter months approximately 9-15 hours. Selectman Livernois made a motion to approve Dave Beasley as the Backhoe Operator at the Transfer Station for $11.50 an hour. Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  DPW Director Thayer noted that Grader Operator training is going very well.

Town Hall Bathroom – The Board reviewed eight bid packages with prices ranging from $27,460 dollars to $59,254 dollars. Selectman Livernois made a motion to tentatively award the Town Hall bathroom bid to BF Construction of Meredith, in the amount of $27,460 dollars. Chair Nickerson seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.


     






  6.2 Telephone Service – The Board reviewed two bid packages. Selectman Livernois made a motion to award the bid to Bay Ring Communications ($846 a month). Chair Nickerson seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.


  6.3 New Copier – The Board reviewed four bid packets to lease a copier.  Selectman Ober suggested that the employees in the Selectmen’s Office review the bids and make a recommendation to the Board.  Tabled until next week.






7.0 Review and Approve Draft Minutes 7/29/09 draft - Members of the Board reviewed the draft meeting minutes of Wednesday, July 29, 2009. Selectman Livernois motioned to approve the draft meeting minutes of July 29, 2009 with changes. Chair Nickerson seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.
