SANBORNTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN’S MINUTES

August 19, 2009 

Town Offices


The Board of Selectmen convened in regular session Wednesday, August 19, 2009 at 6:30 p.m. at the Town Office. Selectmen in attendance were David Nickerson, Andrew Livernois and Steven Ober. TA Veloski was also present.











PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE – All in attendance recited the pledge of allegiance.


1.0 Resignation of Chair position – Chair Nickerson made a motion to resign as Chair of the Board of Selectmen and to nominate Selectman Livernois to be the Chair.  Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  Chair Livernois stated he would accept the position of BOS Chair but it is not something he wanted because he feels Selectman Nickerson is doing a fine job.  Chair Livernois asked Dave Nickerson why he resigned and Selectman Nickerson replied he did not want to provide an explanation at this time.  









          

   








2.0 Public Comment - Kevin Hilbrunner Re: Maple Circle Beach – Mr. Hilbrunner stated New England Environmental has offered to engineer plans for the beach area at a cost of $2,500 - $3,000 dollars.  Mr. Hilbrunner noted the DES permits would cost $2,500 dollars and the total would be $5,000  - $5,500 dollars.  Mr. Hilbrunner stated he tried to contact DES’s Jocelyn Degler but she is out of the office but she may be able to amend the Maple Circle permit and leave the beach’s Association with a minimal cost of $200 dollars. Project’s Timeline – Bid packets out by October 1, 2009, 3 ½ weeks left in September to prepare bids, 30 days standard return of Company’s bids until November 1, 2009 and one week+ for the BOS to review for a contract to be drafted.  Chair Livernois stated the bids packets would need to be out by September 14, 2009 to meet the State’s 11/1/09 deadline.  Mr. Hilbrunner noted that Randall Shuey would be working with DES over the next 2-3 weeks and trying to use DES’s best practices for less impact to the property with possible use of the existing concrete swale.  Chair Livernois inquired what the costs of the new design would be and Mr. Hilbrunner replied there would be excavation work for the basin/man-hole like units but removal of the gravel (for cleaning) is labor intensive.  Mr. Hilbrunner stated if the existing plans were used, the ponds would need to be fenced for safety and there is no mosquito control plan.  Chair Livernois stated he does not feel the Town would be liable for mosquito control [and a prescriptive easement would be in place or the Town could use the existing plan then take the beach section by “eminent domain” and pay the appraised price for the section].  Selectmen Nickerson noted the basin/man-hole like units are new technology and they are expensive to pump with a truck.  Chair Livernois noted there is time pressure for the project but the BOS is willing to fund ($5,500) the engineering to see what the costs are. Mr. Hilbrunner requested that the Board have an Association member present at joint meetings. The Board reviewed the Town’s budget. Chair Livernois made a motion to authorize Randall Shuey to update the engineering work for the Beach project up to $5,500 dollars, to funded through the Executive line item #4130.317 in the amount of $2,100 dollars and the Town Road Improvement line item #4909.900 in the amount of $4,400 dollars.  Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  Randall Shuey will be asked to submit an invoice to the Town.    






   







3.0 Non-Public Session under RSA 91-A: 3,II (e) – The Board of Selectmen went in to non-public session at 7:25 p.m. with TA Veloski, Bruce Bowler and Alan Michaud. Chair Livernois motioned to go in to non-public session and Selectman Ober seconded the motion. Roll call vote: Nickerson, yes, Livernois, yes, Ober, yes. The BOS reconvened the public session at 8:07 p.m. Chairman Nickerson announced that while in non-public session the Board voted unanimously not to seal the minutes and no decisions were made.












4.0 Review and Approve Draft Minutes 8/12/09 draft - Members of the Board reviewed the draft meeting minutes of Wednesday, August 12, 2009. Chair Livernois motioned to approve the draft meeting minutes of August 12, 2009 with two changes. Selectman Ober seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.

Chair Livernois made a motion to award the contract of phase #2 of the “Y” project to John Lyman & Sons, Inc. Selectman Ober seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously. 
 8.3 Memo from the BOS to the Trustees of the Trust Funds – The BOS reviewed the memo requesting the withdrawal of $27,460 dollars for the Town Hall bathroom’s renovations. AUTHORITY TO FILE APPLICATION

WHEREAS, the Town of Sanbornton (the “Applicant”) after thorough consideration of the

 nature of its water pollution problem, hereby determines that the construction of certain works required for the [treatment of municipal sewage] the collection of storm water run-off, generally described as: 

Water quality protection for Lake Winnisquam, Shute Hill Road, Dr. True Road, Grey Road and Maple Circle.   

(the “Project”) is desirable and in the public interest, and to that end it is necessary to apply for assistance from the State Revolving Fund (SRF); and

WHEREAS, the Applicant has examined and duly considered the provisions of RSA 486:14 and the New Hampshire Code of Administrative Rules Chapter Env Wq 500, which relate to loans from the State Revolving Fund for the construction of treatment works, and deems it to be in the public interest to file a loan application and to authorize other actions in connection therewith,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY the Sanbornton Board of Selectmen,                    

the governing body of said Applicant, as follows:

1.
That Andrew Livernois is hereby authorized on behalf of the Applicant to file an application for a loan to be made in accordance with New Hampshire Code of Administrative Rules Chapter Env-Wq 500.

2.
That if such loan be made the Applicant agrees to repay the loan as stipulated in the loan agreement;

3.
That the said Andrew Livernois is hereby authorized to furnish such information and to take such other action as may be necessary to enable the Applicant to qualify for the loan;

4.
That the said Andrew Livernois is hereby designated as the authorized representative of the Applicant for the purpose of furnishing such information, data, and documents pertaining to the applicant for a loan as may be required; and otherwise to act as the authorized representative of the Applicant in connection with this application.

5. That certified copies of this resolution be included as part of the application to be submitted for a loan;

That if such loan be made, the applicant agrees to make provisions for assuming proper and efficient operation and maintenance of the [treatment] road works after completion of the construction thereof.
