The Board of Selectmen convened in regular session Wednesday, September 30, 2009 at 6:30 p.m. at the Town Office. Selectmen in attendance were David Nickerson, Steven Ober and Andrew Livernois. TA Veloski was also present.











PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE – All in attendance recited the pledge of allegiance.


1.0 Public Comment









  1.1
Moderator, Joseph Gray Re: Resignation – Mr. Gray read a letter of resignation to the BOS, stating that he has relocated to the Town of Tilton and no longer qualifies to serve as the Town’s Moderator.  Mr. Gray noted that it has been an honor to serve the Town and work with all of its employees/Board Members.  The BOS regretfully accepted Joseph Gary’s resignation. Mr. Gray informed the Board that the Supervisor of the Checklists has the authority to appoint an interim Moderator until next Town Meeting and offered to help, if needed.  



 










2.0 Opening of bids for the roofs and deck at the Town Park – The Board opened and reviewed six bids.  Chair Livernois made a motion to award the contract for work at the Town Buildings to BF Construction of Meredith, in the amount of $10,725 dollars plus $625 dollars for installation of a new entryway (swing) door.  Selectman Nickerson seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.








 

 

3.0 Recreation: Doantion of Halloween shirts to the Winnisquam Regional Middle School – Chair Livernois noted the Halloween shirts were donated by Wal-Mart.  Chair Livernois made a motion to authorize the Recreation Department to donate Halloween shirts to students. Selectman Nickerson seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.Mrs. Lonergan informed the BOS that the donations would be Halloween costumes as well.  Chair Livernois made a motion to amend the previous motion, to include Halloween costumes. Selectman Nickerson seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  Mrs. Lonergan noted that she would like to hold an event to pass out free costumes.

2011 Budget – Selectman Nickerson made a motion to have a zero percent increase to the operating and salary budget for 2011.  Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Opening of the Food Pantry – The Food Pantry is opening on October 1, 2009 @ 12:00 p.m. Selectman Ober informed the Board that the Food Pantry will serve +/- 17 families in Sanbornton to start.  Selectman Ober noted that the YAP also assisted in the volunteer work to open the pantry and thanked them for doing a great job.

Paint for the Town Hall – Selectman Ober stated Dick LeClerc is willing to paint the trim at the Town Hall with the same color paint, if the Town supplies the paint. Chair Livernois made a motion to authorize Dick LeClerc to paint the trim at the Town Hall and for the Town to purchase the paint. Selectman Nickerson seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  






  4.4 Windows for the Town Hall – Selectman Nickerson stated four of the windows at the Town Hall are falling apart and has requested an estimate for the matching replacement windows (32 x 65) from BF Construction. The BOS asked TA Veloski to check with BF Construction to see if the replacement windows are wood or vinyl.   



5.0 New Business

DPW Re: additional paving plans – DPW Director Thayer provided the BOS with bids for paving, as well as an addendum for striping at the Town Hall plus a one inch overlay for the parking lot. DPW Director Thayer noted the paving would take place on Burleigh Hill Road, Willow Road, Threshing Mill Road, Perley Hill Road and Huber Drive.  Chair Livernois made a motion to award the bid for paving to Pike Industries, to include the work at the Library and the Highway Garage in the amount of $269,947.50 dollars.  Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. The BOS signed the contract. DPW Director Thayer informed the Board that there is enough funding to fix the intersection of the “Y” project, in to a “T” and provided the BOS with plans from H.L. Turner Group. Chair Livernois made a motion to authorize the DPW to move forward with the change order for the “T” intersection at the corner of Hunkins Pond Road and Upper Bay Road, contingent on NH DOT approval. Selectman Nickerson seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.   DPW Director Thayer informed the Board that the Hermit Woods Road project will have a catch basin replaced with a man-hole, which will bring the road up to grade and will cost an additional $4k but the project was under bid, so it is covered. Chair Livernois made a motion to authorize the DPW to move forward with the change order for Hermit Woods Road in the amount of $4,050 dollars for additional pave cutting and drainage removal. Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  
6.0 Review and Approve Draft Minutes - 9/23/09 draft - Members of the Board reviewed the draft meeting minutes of Wednesday, September 23, 2009 with changes. Chair Livernois motioned to approve the draft meeting minutes of September 23, 2009.  Selectman Nickerson seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.












     
7.0 Authorize Payroll & Accounts Payable Registers – The BOS reviewed/signed the payroll & accounts payable registers. The accounts payable register was made available for public inspection.

Chair Livernois made a motion provide approval for both of the above Timber Intents, so long as AA Jutton conforms that all requirements have been met.  Selectmen Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  






9.0 Non-Public Session under RSA 91-A: 3,II (c) – The Board of Selectmen went in to non-public session at 7:40 p.m. TA Veloski was also present.  Chair Livernois motioned to go in to non-public session and Selectman Ober seconded the motion. Roll call vote: Nickerson, yes, Livernois, yes, Ober, yes. The BOS reconvened the public session at 7:57 p.m. Chair Livernois announced that while in non-public session the Board voted unanimously to seal the minutes. No decisions were made. 





10.0 Correspondence










10.1 Jeff Jenkins letter Re: Highway Garage – The Board reviewed the letter regarding the Highway Garage.  Jeff Jenkins stated the replacement value is $130K.  Chair Livernois stated the question is the Highway Garage’s fix cost vs. the replacement cost.  Mr. Jenkins stated the Highway Garage being replaced could be at least 5-10 years out with employees operating out of it and noted the Building Committee is looking at “cold storage” for the department’s equipment where the old salt storage is currently.  Selectman Nickerson noted that Jim VanValkenburgh is working on new estimates. Mr. Jenkins suggested moving the garage’s pillars 4-feet over, in order to install 16-foot bay doors (+/-$6K). Selectman Nickerson stated the DPW has three new trucks and if the new 16-foot doors are installed the plows will not hit the pillars.  Selectman Ober noted that there is water in the bays that the DPW employees work in. Mr. Jenkins stated each bay could be paved individually with the water running out the bays doors but the water could freeze the doors shut.  The BOS will wait for a Building Committee recommendation and discuss the issue with John Thayer.  Chair Livernois stated the Board would eventually need a cost comparison of the Highway Garage before making a decision.    





          




11.0 Town Administrator’s Report





            11.1 Town Planner – The BOS reviewed a request from the Town Planner to utilize Attorney Waugh. Chair Livernois made a motion to approve the use of Attorney Waugh. Selectman Nickerson seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.       11.2 Sale of Town owned properties – TA Veloski informed the BOS that 28 abutters will be notified of the sale.

            11.4 Primex Re: Workmen’s Compensation - 
TA Veloski informed the Board that Primex has offered a 5% discount on a 2-year coverage package.  Chair Livernois asked TA Veloski to get a quote from LGC.   



             
             11.5 Fire Chief DeSilva Re: Purchase of two multi-gas detectors – The current multi-gas detectors are 7-years old, the new ones cost $568 dollars each. Chair Livernois made a motion to authorize the Fire Department to purchase two multi-gas detectors. Selectman Nickerson seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  The BOS asked TA Veloski to check with Chief DeSilva regarding a proposal to fix the shower at the Life Safety Building.  The BOS agreed they should be able to have a working shower.  





     


            11.6 Appointment to Conservation Commission – Chair Livernois made a motion to appoint Brain Moeckler as a full-time member to the Conservation Commission member. Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.
            11.7 Discretionary Barn Preservation Easement – Hersom – Attroney Boldt has approved the easement.  The BOS requested that the easement be sent to the Hersoms, so then the Board can sign.  












12.0 Selectmen’s Reports









12.1 BF Construction – Selectman Nickerson stated BF Construction has looked at the water leak at the Life Safety Building and they have already, free of charge.   

12.2 Town Hall water and sewer pipe – Selectman Nickerson reported that the water pipe is not hooked to the valve and runs to the old well, so will be an extra plumbing bill.  Selectman Ober noted the Town may need to fall back on Victor Virgin to fix the problem for the sewer line.   






12.3 Fire Department – State Awards – Selectman Ober stated he would be attending the ceremony next Wednesday, so he would be absent from the Board’s meeting.
