SANBORNTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN’S MINUTES

November 4, 2009

The Board of Selectmen convened in regular session Wednesday, November 4, 2009 at 6:30 p.m. at the Town Office. Selectmen in attendance were Steve Ober and Andrew Livernois. TA Veloski was also present. Dave Nickerson was absent.











PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE – All in attendance recited the pledge of allegiance.


1.0 Public Comment









  1.1
Elizabeth Merry Re: County Commission – Liz Merry informed the Board that the County Commission would be holding a meeting next Tuesday night, to present a new version of their budget and requested the Board’s input.  The Selectmen will meet with Liz Merry individually to discuss the County budget.     
 










2.0 Bids for the Sale of Town owned property – The BOS reviewed 9 bids by the bid amount only. Chair Livernois made a motion to award the $7,500 dollar bid for Tax, Map & Lot 018.012 located on Bay Road to Mark Robitalle.  Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. Chair Livernois made a motion to award the $1,000 dollar bid for Tax, Map & Lot 011.091 located on Black Brook Road to Susan Porter.  Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. Chair Livernois made a motion to award the $1,111.99 dollar bid for Tax, Map & Lot 002.008 located on Drake Road and Ridge Road to Gary & Nancy Sawicki.  Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. Chair Livernois made a motion to award the $1,820 dollar bid for Tax, Map & Lot 022.025, 026, 27 and 025.030 located on Giles Pond Road to Daniel Downes.  Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. Chair Livernois made a motion to award the $11,500 dollar bid for Tax, Map & Lot 015.075 located on Shute Hill Road to Stanley Bozek.  Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  The Board noted that TML 003.023 located on Birch Road was not sold.  The total for all of the sales is $22,931.99 dollars.  A 10% deposit was collected for all of the bids and a 30-day wire transfer of the remaining balances is now required.    








 

 

3.0 Ian Raymond Re: Municipal Energy Assistance Program (MEAP)
- Steve Whitman, Lisa Baldwin and Ian Raymond were present.  Ms. Baldwin stated the Town was awarded the MEAP Grant to review the Town’s energy costs.  A power point presentation was conducted outlining the grant’s requirements. Ms. Baldwin informed the BOS that there would be four weeks of data gathering, six weeks to draft an inventory report, after two months they would report back to the Board and the audit would begin in two to three months.  Mr. Whitman noted that 48 Towns were selected based on different criteria. Mr. Whitman stated they would need 3-4 PB meetings to review the Town’s Master Plan, Zoning Ordinances and Subdivision Regulations.  Chair Livernois offered to attend the next PB meeting.  








4.0 Kevin & Sara Dupont Re: Timber Tax abatement – Mrs. Dupont informed the Board they purchased the property in November 2008 and the previous owner had logged almost all of the land but did not file a Timber Report.  The BOS reviewed RSA 79:10 III-A (2). Mrs. Dupont noted that they never profited from the timber cut and their title company has nor record of a lien.  Mrs. Dupont stated she has been in contact with the prior owner and she agreed to pay the tax. Chair Livernois stated the Timber Intent should trigger a tax flag and 60 days after completion doomage is fined, which DRA enforces.  Chair Livernois referred to the statute that states the property owner is suppose to file a change of address within 15 days prior to moving or it’s considered a misdemeanor.  Chair Livernois expressed concern with abating the taxes because there would be no way to recuperate the taxes and would rather try to collect with the prior owner.  TA Veloski was asked to check on enforcement.  





5.0 Department Updates   








  5.1
Police Department – Chief Barton stated the construction on Hunkins Pond Road will be complete tomorrow. Chair Livernois asked the Chief what he thought about no center lined painted on Hunkins Pond Road and Chief Barton replied the Police need the double yellow lines as a guiding point for safety purposes and will not go after people who may encroach the line because he understands the width issue (18 feet).  TA Veloski reported that Jim Bouchard is sending a letter of recommendation to have the double lines painted. Chair Livernois made a motion to request that the NH DOT place double yellow lines on Hunkins Pond Road but without fog lines. Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. Chief Barton informed the Board he has had problems with the Decatur security cameras but new ones have been installed at no cost to the department.  Chair Livernois pointed out that the cruiser is over budget a smidge and Chief Barton replied there were electrical problems with the wiring harness but new wires were installed. Chief Barton noted his budget is under due to a department vacancy and will have exact figures at their next meeting. Chief Barton and the Board discussed the swearing-in of the new Chief, which will have an effective date.  Chief Barton noted his Letter of Intention to retire would be in 12/31/09.

Fire Department – Chief DeSilva noted that he is aware that the shower at the Life Safety Building cannot be repaired, due to Primex’s denied claim. Chief DeSilva stated the department would need to be able to commit one fire engine under State Wide Mobilization Participation.  The BOS agreed this would be okay.  Chief DeSilva stated he has not had the air ducts cleaned since the mold issues but has an estimate for cleaning. The Board asked Chief DeSilva to get more estimates.  Chief DeSilva asked the Board to grant him a waiver from the over $500 dollar purchasing rule for protective clothing.  Chair Livernois made a motion to waive the $500 dollar pre-authorization on EMS protective clothing for the Fire Department. Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. Chief DeSilva stated noted the department needs to purchase three swift water suits ($2,800) because the ones they currently have leak and asked if they could be purchased through the Rescue Vehicle and Emergency Equipment line. Chair Livernois made a motion to authorize the purchase of three swift water suits out of the Rescue Vehicle and Emergency Equipment fund. Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. Chief DeSilva informed the Board they have a new hire, Nicholas Jacobcz that is already Fire Fighter #1 certified. 



6.0 Non-Public Session under RSA 91-A: 3,II (c) – The Board of Selectmen went in to non-public session at 8:21 p.m. with Melanie VanTassel. TA Veloski was also present.  Chair Livernois motioned to go in to non-public session and Selectman Ober seconded the motion. Roll call vote: Nickerson, absent, Livernois, yes, Ober, yes. The BOS reconvened the public session at 8:48 p.m. Chair Livernois announced that while in non-public session the Board voted unanimously to seal the minutes of the meeting.
