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SANBORNTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN’S MINUTES

The Board of Selectmen convened in regular session Wednesday, November 18, 2009 at 6:30 p.m. at the Town Office. Selectmen in attendance were Steve Ober and Dave Nickerson. TA Veloski was also present. Andrew Livernois was absent.











PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE – All in attendance recited the pledge of allegiance.


1.0 Public Comment









  1.1
Andy Sanborn Re: Building Inspection – Andy Sanborn suggested the BOS consider raising the building permit fee to one thousand dollars for new homes only, which would be rebated after a third party files a report of inspection before the certificate of occupancy is issued. Mr. Sanborn stated the idea is to give the owners an incentive to keep to the building contract and stick with State building codes. Mr. Sanborn noted the Town would not need to hire a Building Inspector and the proposal would protect the homeowner. Mr. Sanborn stated there are rental properties that are chronic fuel assistance applicants and proposed a third party inspection, to bring those systems up to snuff because currently the Town pays for the fuel assistance while the property owner benefits.  The BOS took under advisement.      
 










2.0 Mark Robitalle Re: Fill purchase from the Town – Selectman Nickerson stated Mr. Robitalle would like to purchase dirt form the Transfer Station but a price needs to be set. Selectman Nickerson noted that if the fill is from the road’s ditches, it is considered contaminated and should not be given away or sold.  The Board asked TA Veloski to check with Town Counsel regarding this matter.  







 

 

3.0 Department Updates








   3.1 Department of Public Works – Director Thayer reported the Grader’s engine has been recalled, which will take 5-6 days to change over. 
Director Thayer stated the new lease trucks would be ready by the end of November or first week of December.  Director Thayer informed the Board he was approached by a logger to cut timber on Shute Hill Road (Bodwell property) and would not give the logger permission to cross the bridge.  Selectman Nickerson noted the Shute Hill Bridge is receiving ARRA funding and would not want something to happen and lose it. Director Thayer stated the recyclables pricing has stabilized and contracts are being renegotiated, paving is done, striping at the Library is done and the Maple Circle project’s bids will be opened on Tuesday.  The BOS and DPW Director Thayer will discuss the Highway Garage’s cold storage plans when Chair Livernois is present.  Selectman Nickerson asked Director Thayer to produce a report showing the number hours of plowing and how the routes are managed.   

  3.2
Recreation Department – Juliana Lonergan informed the Board that basketball has started with 27 sign-ups for the 5th & 6th graders and they attended the Monarchs game.  Mrs. Lonergan stated Andy Sanborn has suggested that an electrical box be placed out side the Town Office, on a timer, for the lights to be run out towards the pond in the amount of one hundred dollars. Selectman Nickerson made a motion to allow Andy Sanborn to install the electrical box at the Town Office, for electricity and lights at the pond.  Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. Mrs. Lonergan stated Hermit Beach has been cleaned up with help from the Boy Scouts and the Smith Family. Mrs. Lonergan stated the Recreation Department’s Budget is fifty-two dollars under last year’s budget figure. Mrs. Lonergan noted that she has received the draft Master Plan of the Town Park from Lepene Engineering, which will be reviewed at the Planning Board’s meeting on 12/17/09.  




 
  3.3 General Assistance – Melanie VanTassel stated everything at the Town’s Food Pantry is running smoothly and the volunteers are becoming Safe Food Certified. Mrs. VanTassel informed the Board she has visited the First Fruits Food Pantry’s new building and they are working together.  Mrs. Vantassel stated she has been helping people with refinancing and 27disconnects. Mrs. Vantassel noted her budget is 46% spent but feels that it is okay by comparison. Mrs. Vantassel informed the Board, Christmas donations have been non-existent but will be placing children’s names on a tree in the Town Office lobby. Mrs. Vantassel noted that she has started to document her hours worked and a draft job description.

4.1 Maple Circle Project – Bids will be opened at the Town Office on November 24, 2009 @ 2:00 p.m.  TA Veloski suggested that Town Counsel review the contract and noted all of the permit documents have been submitted to DES.

The BOS reconvened the public session at 7:51 p.m. Selectman Ober announced that while in non-public session the Board voted unanimously to increase Lieutenant Hankard’s salary up to $55,915 dollars.  The minutes were not sealed.
