SANBORNTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN’S MINUTES

December 16, 2009

The Board of Selectmen convened in regular session Wednesday, December 16, 2009 at 6:30 p.m. at the Town Office. Selectmen in attendance were Andrew Livernois, Steve Ober and Dave Nickerson. TA Veloski was also present.

2.0 Old Business








  
   2.1 Maple Circle Project – Selectman Nickerson stated the contracts were signed last week, trees will be cut soon and some of the smaller culvert will be worked on first.  Shute Hill will be started in the spring.  









3.0 New Business 
3.1 Welfare Budget – Melanie VanTassel stated the Welfare budget is over a little bit. Mrs. VanTassel stated the Town recently offered to pay a foreclosure deficit because the taxpayer recently regained employment and it is more expensive to relocate the person.  Chair Livernois stated a lien should be considered and Mrs. VanTassel replied liens would be discussed in the next couple of weeks. Mrs. VanTassel stated she has increased the part-time line by $200 dollars, in case she needs to take sick leave or vacation. Chair Livernois suggested increasing the general assistance vendor line item to $40K and Mrs. VanTassel noted fuel assistance has been received from the Federal government, so that line could be decreased by $5K and added to the vendor line.  Fuel Assistance was left at $10K.  The BOS agreed. Mrs. VanTassel informed the Board that the Sanbornton Food Pantry would be open the Sunday after Christmas from 3:00 – 6:00 p.m.

Recreation Department – Juliana Lonergan stated the total proposed budget is $106,585 dollars and has been decreased by +/- $80 dollars. Mrs. Lonergan noted she added a one-hour increase to the Assistant’s position, the Recreation Committee voted not to purchase awards but certificates instead and the Lifeguards salaries are down, due to experience. Mrs. Lonergan noted that there is $900 dollars for a new computer, to put a new hard drive on the old computer for the Town Treasurer.  Selectman Ober thanked Mrs. Lonergan for the tree decorating and the get together at Heritage Farm.   

  3.3 Police Department – Chief Barton and Lieutenant Hankard were present. Lieutenant Hankard noted overtime pay is over expended due to court time and sick time. The BOS reviewed the rest of the department’s budget. Lieutenant Hankard stated the telephone line would need to be increased to $7,400 dollars because the landline was not accounted for.  Chair Livernois asked about the $300 dollar photo lab line and Lieutenant Hankard replied he would like to see the line stay at $300 dollars, in case they need develop 35mm film for a case.  Chair Livernois stated the gasoline line item looks like it could be reduced by $2K, to make it $15,000 dollars. Lieutenant Hankard agreed with the suggestion. Lieutenant Hankard noted there is $4,000 dollars in the equipment purchase line for a new server.  Chair Livernois asked if the equipment maintenance line could be reduced, due to the new server and the software maintenance contract line as well. Lieutenant Hankard agreed, the equipment maintenance line was reduced by $400 dollars, to make the new total $3,000 dollars and the software maintenance contract line was reduced to $2,200 dollars.  Selectman Nickerson noted the miscellaneous is $250 dollars and the Budget Committee will want the line reduced to $200. Lieutenant Hankard agreed with the reduction.  The Police Department’s new budget total is $400, 786 dollars that equals a 2% budget increase.  

4.0 Assessing Contracts – The BOS reviewed Assessing Contract bids, ranging from $19,600 dollars to $39,600 dollars and a memo from AA Jutton.  After brief discussion the Board asked TA Veloski to schedule a meeting with Cross Country Appraisal, who was the low bidder.
