Police Department – Police Chief Hankard – The BOS asked Chief Hankard how everything was going and Chief Hankard replied everything is going well.  Chief Hankard stated Officer Benoit is scheduled to start next week and he has met with the Youth Assistance Program (YAP) to discuss what they do, which the Police Department will utilize more often.  Chief Hankard noted that SWAT Training went very well with Selectman Ober attending and participating in the training.  Chief Hankard informed the Board that he has two people interested in the Sergeant’s position and is waiting for the submission of their resumes but will be sure to hire the right person for the job.  Chief Hankard stated the thirty-one (plus) burglaries are going to be handled by the County Attorney’s Office from this point on.  Chair Livernois reported that he has not received any complaints regarding the Police Department.

  3.1 Warrant Articles – The BOS reviewed the proposed Warrant Articles and TA Veloski stated the Board needs to decide the order. TA Veloski stated for every $400K a dollar would be added to the Town’s tax rate.  Chair Livernois stated it would be one dollar per thousand unless the State comes through with funding then that figure would be reduced. The Board changed the F-150 to an F-250 and will ask Chief Hankard to provide them with an explanation of what a “low profile” cruiser is. Selectman Ober noted that he does not want to see another cruiser hanging around and the older cruisers are usually sent to the “White Farm”.  The BOS asked TA Veloski to check with DRA regarding printing of a new ordinance.

Highway Garage – Chair Livernois asked what the general consensus was between TA Veloski, DPW Director Thayer, Selectman Ober and Selectman Nickerson regarding the Highway Garage’s RFQ packages. Selectman Nickerson stated Conneston Construction Inc. (CCI) has the most experience with municipal buildings and steel buildings, whereas the other are experienced with wood structures.  Selectman Nickerson noted that CCI uses Paul Fluet also and the Board is familiar with him. The BOS reviewed the scoring criteria that TA Veloski and Director Thayer used for each company.  The Board will meet with Conneston Construction Inc. and Horne Construction next week.
