March 24, 2010

The Board of Selectmen convened in regular session Wednesday, March 24, 2010 at 6:30 p.m. at the Town Office. Selectmen in attendance were Andrew Livorno’s and Steve Ober. TA Veloski was also present. Dave Nickerson was absent.  











PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE – All in attendance recited the pledge of allegiance.


1.0 Public Comment

2.0 Department Updates








  2.1
Department of Public Works – John Thayer 




2.1a Transfer Station vacancy – Director Thayer stated eight application were received for the vacancy at the Transfer Station but only six of the applicants were interviewed by himself, John VanTassel and TA Veloski.  Director Thayer recommended Andre Ramero be hired as the new part-time (32 hours) employee at $9.50 an hour with his pay to be increased to $10 dollars an hour after certification.  Director Thayer noted that Mr. Ramero seems to be dedicated and the right fit.  The BOS signed the personnel action form.  




 





2.1b Mud Season – Director Thayer informed the Board he is chasing some mud problems but there are only a few spots. 







2.1c Town Garage – Chair Livernois noted the RFQ was awarded to Conneston Construction Inc. (CCI) and a meeting was held with them last Friday on site.  Director Thayer stated CCI realized making the building fit in to the space is going to be more of a challenge than originally thought but it will fit.  Director Thayer noted information has been sent to CCI in preparation of the 3/31/10 Public Hearing.  Director Thayer informed the Board that he has started to work on energy usage figures and noted heating cost would be the same as they are paying now, even with the building being three times the size.  










2.1d Posted weight restrictions – Director Thayer informed the Board that the State would be taking their signs down this week but he would be waiting an additional week before taking the postings down.  








2.2 Welfare Department – Melanie VanTassel    

2.2a Notice of Lien form – Melanie VanTassel and the Board discussed the security deposit policy for the Welfare Department.  The BOS signed the Notice of Lien form.  
2.2b Non-Public Session under RSA 91-A: 3,II (c) – The Board of Selectmen went in to non-public session at 6:49 p.m. with Melanie VanTassel. TA Veloski was also present. Chair Livernois motioned to go in to non-public session and Selectman Ober seconded the motion. Roll call vote: Nickerson, absent, Livernois, yes, Ober, yes. The BOS reconvened the public session at 7:10 p.m. Chair Livernois announced that while in non-public session the Board voted unanimously to seal the minutes, voted unanimously to approve the ambulance abatements for Jane Doe #1 in the amount of $500 dollars, Jane Doe #3 in the amount of $85.54 dollars, Jane Doe #4 in the amount of $1,064.27 dollars and a decision on Jane Doe #2 in the amount of $930 dollars was tabled. 


2.2c Sanbornton Food Pantry – The BOS and Melanie VanTassel discussed the Board’s decision to create a line item in the budget for the food pantry.  Mrs. VanTassel noted the Town’s food pantry numbers are twice as big as the First Fruits Food Pantry’s figures.  



  





              2.3 Zoning Enforcement & Planning – Town Planner, Bob Ward



2.3a Emerson Brook Forest – update – TP Ward informed the BOS that Attorney Waugh has spoken with a contact in Sandwich, which has reported that all of the Emerson Estate’s property is up for sale (460 acres, $1.3 million).  TP Ward noted that he has contacted Doug Brackett, who has confirmed the sale but Mr. Brackett has the property under a purchase & sale agreement (with himself).  TP Ward stated the Estate’s Trustees will not pursue a development in Sandwich but they are looking to develop frontage in Sanbornton on Eastman Hill Rd., Taylor Rd. and Steele Hill Rd., into 67 modular homes, standard 3-acre lots. TP Ward noted the area is zoned Forest Conservation.  










2.3b Master Plan – update – TP Ward stated the PB has compiled a mid-point review and has responded to the Master Plan Advisory Committee, with a schedule set for the end of 2010 that has a comprehensive Zoning amendment package for 2011. 

2.3c 2010 Zoning Amendments – TP Ward and the BOS reviewed the proposed zoning amendments.  TP Ward informed the Board that PB voted against two zoning map changes for Knox Mountain Road and Rufus Colby Road (Class VI).  



2.4d Irving Station – Signage – TP Ward stated he has negotiated for all of the non-conforming signs to be removed and the rest to be redesigned. The BOS reviewed a plan.  
2.5e Request to utilize Attorney Waugh – TP Ward requested permission to utilize Attorney Waugh regarding condo conversion documents and review of statutes in relation to the Hydro Realty Corp.  Chair Livernois made a motion to approve the use of Attorney Waugh and Selectman Ober seconded the motion.  The motion carried.  

2.6f Planning Board vacancy – TP Ward informed the Board that Peter Dascoulias has resigned from the PB and usually the senior alternate, who is Evelyn Auger, would fill the vacancy. The vacancy will be advertised and the Board will wait for the PB’s recommendation.    









2.6g Sign permit & fees – TP Ward stated the sign permit form has been revised and the new language is pending Town Meeting approval but would like to propose a modest permit fee number based on square footage.  Chair Livernois noted that a sliding scale would work fine.  TP ward stated he would propose something as a package for permits & fees.  











2.6h Building permits – TP Ward reported that from 4/09 to 3/10 there have been 7 new residences, 2 cell towers, 11 additions, 11 porches/decks, 21 barns/garages, 1 access apartment and 2 in-ground pools.  TP Ward stated he would compare this year’s permits with prior years and provide the Board with an update.  TP Ward noted he would like to give the Board regular monthly updates.  






2.6i Carbon Monoxide detectors effective 1/1/10 – TP Ward stated most Towns are set-up to deal with these issues because they have building codes but we have Zoning Ordinance requirements.  TP Ward suggested a joint meeting with himself, Fire Chief DeSilva and the BOS, to address the issue with guidance.  The BOS agreed, date to be determined.

  3.1 Budget – TA Veloski informed the BOS that the Budget Committee voted in favor of the Board’s food pantry decisions and the decision to leave holiday pay at $13K.  TA Veloski noted the only differences are the $5K for the milfoil eradication and warrant articles.
