SANBORNTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN’S MINUTES

April 14, 2010

The Board of Selectmen convened in regular session Wednesday, April 14, 2010 at 6:30 p.m. at the Town Office. Selectmen in attendance were Andrew Livernois, Dave Nickerson and Steve Ober. TA Veloski was also present.











PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE – All in attendance recited the pledge of allegiance.


1.0 Public Comment
- None. 









2.0 Library Re: Warrant Article – Cab Vinton was present.  Mr. Vinton provided the Board with a one-page explanation of the reason for the warrant article. Mr. Vinton noted there was a discussion regarding the “Gates Grant that took place in January.  Mr. Vinton stated Shelley Girardeau at the NH DRA has reviewed the warrant article and the language was changed.  Chair Livernois asked if left over funds would be taken from the 08’-09’ budget were to be encumbered.  Mr. Vinton replied all of the money appropriated is given to the Library and is sitting in the Library’s separate account.  Chair Livernois stated he had forgotten the Library has their own dedicated account and the money is not part of the general fund.  Mr. Vinton noted that $450 dollars would be raised through a fundraiser or private donations. The “Gates Grant” would improve the Library’s networking infrastructure i.e. tech support, computers, upgrades…… Chair Livernois made a motion to approve the addition of the Library’s warrant article for expanded computer service and is recommended by the BOS as proposed by the Library.  Selectman Nickerson seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. The Board apologized for the confusion.           





 






3.0 Don Foudriat Re: Black Brook project
 - Don Foudriat stated the Board has copies of the RFQ for the Black Brook project.  Chair Livernois stated he has reviewed the RFQ and has a few typos/amendments that he would like to address.  Mr. Foudriat, the BOS and TA Veloski reviewed changes.  Chair Livernois asked if the RFQ language was a template from the NH DES and Mr. Foudriat replied yes, the DES also edited the scope of work to fit the project.  Chair Livernois asked if supplemental documentation would be provided and Mr. Foudriat replied not yet but eventually would be. TA Veloski offered to make changes to the RFQ.  Mr. Foudriat stated after the changes are made the RFQ can be sent out to qualified people and advertised with a deadline of May 28th then reviewed by the Advisory Committee. Selectman Nickerson stated he is still concerned about the project and has been discussing it with Moultonborough residents.  Chair Livernois noted he would be bringing reports back to the BOS regarding the project’s progress. 



4.0 Police Department update – Chief Hankard  
4.1 Sergeant’s position – Chief Hankard stated everything is going well and the Oral Board will start interviewing candidates that have been given questionnaires, which will be due back in one week. Chief Hankard provided the Board with examples of the types of questions given to candidates.  A swearing-in Ceremony will be scheduled for 4/28.   4.2 Youth Assistance Program (YAP) – Services – Chair Hankard stated after last week’s Department Head meeting, he contacted Brain Lane with Belknap County and he has stated that the county could not provide the same services as the YAP.  Chief Hankard noted diversion program service could be provided but the parental services that are provided through the YAP could not be. Chair Livernois noted that the Franklin District Court is part of Merrimack County.  Chief Hankard replied he would also check with them regarding services.

DWI Checkpoints and Patrols – Chief Hankard informed the Board that the Police Department no longer qualifies to participate due to the elimination of one position, which means that the Police Department could not get reimbursement for overtime.  Chief Hankard noted that he still would send a part-time person to assist, in order to stay involved.  










  4.4 Burglaries – Chief Hankard stated the case has gone to Grand Jury and they have been charged with 31 counts of burglary.  





  4.5 Standard Operating Procedures (SOP) – Chief Hankard informed the Board that he has updated the department’s SOP and given the changes to TA Veloski.

Single Stream Recycling (SSR) – TA Veloski reported that SSR has achieved the tonnage desired to operate and the Board will receive a revised contract in approximately one month.

ARRA Funding – Selectman Nickerson stated Paul Fluet has discussed spending the extra funds at the Maple Circle Beach and will be engineering.  Selectman Nickerson stated he has also proposed pervious pavement for the parking lot at the Town Beach, placing “green” materials to filter water at Doctor True Road to Lower Bay Road.  Selectman Nickerson reported that the railings on the Shute Hill Bridge need to be extended and the area will receive hydro-seed soon. TA Veloski noted there is $500K left to spend through the grant.  Selectman Nickerson asked if the Winnisquam Beach Association is suppose to build the proposed walking path that was engineered and Chair Livernois replied yes. Selectman Nickerson noted the association has been giving Engineer Fluet a hard time.

Highway Garage – TA Veloski stated the address of the Highway Garage will be removed from the warrant article and the following language will be added “for other Town property”, so if there are any site problems the Town will not get stuck for an additional year or need a Special Town Meeting.

Fire Chief DeSilva Re: Ambulance repairs – The BOS reviewed a fax from Chief DeSilva.  Chair Livernois made a motion to authorize Fire Chief DeSilva to spend $4,200 dollars to repair the Ambulance’s head gasket.  Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Chair Livernois made a motion to authorize Bob Ward, as the Zoning Enforcement Officer, to move forward with the DES regarding the enforcement of a potential wetlands violation. Mr. Mikachuck’s property is currently valued at $221,000 dollars and the Town has offered to reduce the value to $199,500 dollars.  Chair Livernois made a motion to instruct the Town’s Assessing Company to not offer anything lower than $199,500 dollars. Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.
