SANBORNTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN’S MINUTES

June 16, 2010 

Town Offices


The Board of Selectmen convened in regular session Wednesday, June 16, 2010 at 6:30 p.m. at the Town Office. Selectmen in attendance were Dave Nickerson, Andrew Livernois and Steve Ober. TA Veloski was also present.











PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE – All in attendance recited the pledge of allegiance.


1.0 Public Comment – None at this time. 









2.0 Matthew Foster, Eagle Scout – Troop #82 – Matthew Foster proposed renovating the snack shack at the Recreation Field, to make the building ADA compliant. Eagle Scout Foster stated he would like to fix the window, add a fire egress door, add a counter with a utility sink and a screen door. Eagle Scout Foster noted that he has volunteers for the plumbing & electrical work.  Director Lonergan informed the Board that the snack shack is without a septic system but it would be fitted for plumbing, so a septic/holding tank can be attached when needed. Eagle Scout Foster noted the project would start in 2 weeks, after some fund raising then finish sometime in November. Selectman Ober stated Eagle Scout Foster’s proposal sounds great to him. Director Lonergan stated the biggest expense for the project is the new door but use of the snack shack will help generate revenue. Selectman Livernois noted that if there was a hang up with the cost of the door, the Board could utilize the Town’s Building Improvement Fund and asked Eagle Scout Foster to come back to the BOS. Selectman Livernois made a motion to authorize Eagle Scout Foster to perform his Eagle Scout project by making improvements to the snack shack at the Town Park.  Chair Nickerson seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. 










 
3.0 Balint Abatement – The BOS reviewed a 2-page timeline of events from 2006 to 2007 provided by Tom & Cindy Balint regarding their property located on Bay Road. The Balints are requesting tax relief from the burden in 2006 and 2007 when the building permit was issued and then revoked, as well as a tax abatement for 2009.  Chair Nickerson referred to Mrs. Balint’s ascertation in her letter of the Zoning Board’s minutes stating that Town Counsel had recommended not revoking the 2006 building permit. Mrs. Balint replied that recommendation was never put in the minutes.  Mrs. Balint stated the modular house was stored with the intention of attaching it to the existing house, on the lakeside. Chair Nickerson asked if there was an Attorney present and Mrs. Balint replied yes.  Selectman Livernois asked if they appealed to the Superior Court and Mrs. Balint replied no, because they would have lost the deposit and the house in the time it took to appeal the decision. Mrs. Balint informed the Board that herself & Mr. Balint did everything they were suppose to do, under a budget and incurred $106K dollars in additional expenses. Mrs. Balint noted that the Fair Lane did pay for some of the damages that occurred while the modular was stored. Selectman Livernois stated this is a difficult case because the ZBA overturned the decision and there was no appeal due to the time constriction on the deposit. Selectman Livernois noted that it is not the Board’s position to tell the ZBA that they were wrong and he has never seen a case like this before, to remedy a past injustice. Selectman Livernois stated the normal process would be to sue the Town. Mrs. Balint stated are they are really asking, is if they were treated fairly. The Board reviewed RSA 76:16 –a.  Selectman Livernois stated the statute says “good cause” and before acting, the BOS should discuss the issue with Town Counsel.  Chair Nickerson noted the Board would check with Town Counsel then put the Balints back on the agenda.     

3.0a Abatement – 2009 – The BOS reviewed the abatement request and the Town’s Assessor’s notes, stating there is a calculation error on the dwelling due to unfinished areas on the home. The request is to reduce the assessment from $325K to $301K. Selectman Livernois made a motion to approve the abatement request based on the Assessor’s recommendation, from $325K to $301K.  Chair Nickerson seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  

4.0 Appointment with Nick Orgettas Re: Planning Board Alternate Membership – Chair Nickerson stated the Board would like to interview the applicant, so we feel comfortable and understand his knowledge because the BOS wants every Board to perform in the best manner possible. Mr. Orgettas informed the Board that he went to MIT, worked for the Airlines, work for Space Tech in Research & Development and then started his own Research & Development Company, which has been in business for 34 years. Mr. Orgettas noted that he has done a lot of property management contracts, mostly commercial and industrial. Mr. Orgettas informed the BOS that he is currently the Building Inspector/Health Officer for the Town of Brookline. Mr. Orgettas stated he has a Master License in Electrical Contracting and an Executive Officer in the National Guard for 8 years.  Selectman Ober asked what his intentions are. Mr. Orgettas replied that he would like to see some growth and have people stay in the community but keep the growth rural, keep with the 1800’s representation to enhance the décor. Mr. Orgettas stated he has been a permanent resident in Sanbornton for one year now.  Selectman Livernois asked Mr. Orgettas if he was comfy subdivision approval, site plan review, the Master Plan and making changes to the Town’s Zoning Ordinances. Mr. Orgettas replied yes, he is comfortable with all of these things. Chair Nickerson made a motion to appoint Nick Orgettas to the Planning Board as an alternate. Selectman Livernois seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. The BOS signed Mr. Orgettas’ appointment form and Selectman Livernois swore him in.  







5.0 Department Updates 
5.1 Police Department – Chief Hankard – Chief Hankard reported that everything is going well at the Police Department, they have had a couple of “DUI” case in the past couple of weeks, they are getting ready for Bike Week and the part-timers are really helping out. Chief Hankard stated a Supervisor would be scheduled to be out on patrol during the times of 8:00 a.m. to 4:00 a.m. Chief Hankard informed the Board that Sergeant Howe is doing great and has been attending some Supervisory training classes. Chair Nickerson stated that after the Board’s visit to Birch Hill Kennels and the Meredith Humane Society, they agree that the Town would be better served with the Meredith Humane Society. Chief Hankard replied yes, the Humane Society’s service is better and noted that Don Carpenter has served the Town well for along time but would recommend the Humane Society.  Chair Nickerson thanked the Police Department for all that they are currently doing and noted that he has not heard anything negative. Selectman Ober requested that members of the Police Department stop & talk to residents when they get a chance.  The BOS reviewed the Dog Warrant from TC Goss dated 6/15/2010. Chair Nickerson made a motion to accept the Dog Warrant.  Selectman Livernois seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  Chief Hankard was provided the warrant.  
5.2 Department of Public Works – Director Thayer – Director Thayer provided the Board with a contract from MA Bean for work on Meeting House Hill Road and the BOS reviewed.  Chair Nickerson made a motion to sign the contract with MA Bean of 229 Morrison Road for roadwork on Meeting House Hill Road. Selectman Livernois seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. Lower Smith Road – Director Thayer stated Lower Smith Road needs 600 ft. of under drain and he would like to use an “invitation” bid process to local contractors. After brief discussion, the BOS agreed this would be okay.  Gray Road – Director Thayer stated 3-4 inches of gravel will be added to the road then it will be ditched before paving. Seasonal employee – Director Thayer informed the Board that he would like to hire a seasonal employee to operate the mower but wants to discuss the matter with Bruce McLaughlin first then come back to the Board. Flaggers (cross training) – Chair Nickerson asked Director Thayer to discuss cross training to be Flaggers with Transfer Station employees because they know a reduction in hours is coming as early as next year.  Chair Nickerson noted he has discussed the reduction with Transfer Station employees.  Selectman Ober asked if there was a schedule for the Flagger training classes and Director Thayer replied he would get them. County Prisoner – Services – TA Veloski reported that State Prisoners would be able to paint the Town Offices, Library & the Town Hall for free, he is checking on the details and the RFQ has not been advertised.  TA Veloski noted that Cemetery clean-up/maintenance might be included as well. CCI – Director Thayer reported that CCI has hired an Electrical Engineer this week that would be able to do a Cost Analysis of the Town Garage and Ian Raymond has contacted the Jordan Institute, who will review the blue prints.
