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SANBORNTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN’S MINUTES

June 23, 2010

The Board of Selectmen convened in regular session Wednesday, June 23, 2010 at 6:30 p.m. at the Town Office. Selectmen in attendance were Dave Nickerson and Steve Ober. TA Veloski was also present.
Andrew Livernois was not present. 










PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE – All in attendance recited the pledge of allegiance.


1.0 Public Comment – Representative Dennis Fields informed the BOS that he would be running for election again. Representative Fields noted that he feels that it is good that Selectman Livernois is running for County Commissioner. 









2.0 Jeanie Forrester NH State Senate Candidate – Mrs. Forrester stated she is running for the NH State Senate, District #2 that contains 31 towns.  Mrs. Forrester informed the Board that she is a small business owner from Meredith, has been part of “Main Street” management in Plymouth & Meredith for Economic Development and the Town Administrator in Tuftonboro. Mrs. Forrester stated she moved here 25 years ago and feels it is time to get involved and stop State spending because the way things are going currently is not sustainable. Mrs. Forrester stated changes need to be made and she wants to bring common sense to Concord, lower taxes and make the State more business friendly. Chair Nickerson asked what Mrs. Forrester planned to cut spending, from what sources. Mrs. Forrester replied that State government needs to be streamlined and there is still a lot of fat that can be cut. Mrs. Forrester stated each department within the State has its own Human Resource person or IT person and feels there are people out there working the system.  Chair Nickerson stated there is nothing going in to State roads for small towns. Mrs. Forrester replied the State’s 10-year Plan, is more like a 20-30 year plan and there is not enough focus or funding in the community. Chair Nickerson asked how Mrs. Forrester would cut spending & create revenue. Mrs. Forrester replied she plans to save small business by creating incentives.  Selectman Ober informed Mrs. Forrester that there are people in the community that have had to give up everything and go on welfare, with zero prospects to gain employment. Chair Nickerson stated he has listened to politicians since he was able to vote and asked what Mrs. Forrester’s plan is to get people to listen. Mrs. Forrester stated she is very experienced in economic development and is not a politician but will set out to get things done with persistence, by not insulting people and working together. Mrs. Forrester thanked the Board for their time. 











 
3.0 Department Updates 








  3.1
Fire Department – Chief DeSilva – Chief DeSilva stated there is money to replace the carpet in the Fire Station. Chair Nickerson made a motion to allow the Fire Chief DeSilva to spend $928.80 dollars for carpet, out of the Fire Department’s budget. Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. Chief DeSilva noted that the Ambulance Support Contract for fire software is up for renewal. Chair Nickerson made a motion to approve the contract for the fire software. Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. Chief DeSilva stated $9,600 dollars was approved at Town Meeting to purchase protective clothing and the old ones are considered to be “out of service” after 10 years. Chief DeSilva asked if the department could loan out the clothing to residents, after the Fire Department’s logos are removed.  The Board agreed this would be okay. 




  3.2
Recreation Department – Director Juliana Lonergan and Dolly Elliott were present. Director Lonergan stated basketball is scheduled for July 12th to July 16th, Summer Day Camp has started with 55 children enrolled, summer trips have been booked and the Town beaches are open. Director Lonergan noted that the shed at Hermit Beach has been moved for repairs. Director Lonergan asked to raise Heidi Chapman’s pay to $10.31 dollars from $8.44, as the Water Safety Instructor. Chair Nickerson made a motion to allow Director Lonergan to adjust Heidi Chapman’s pay while she is the Water Safety Instructor. Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  Mrs. Elliott stated the Summer Day Camp children do not have a field to play on, due to reseeding and asked permission to use a portion of the Library’s field, if it is mowed. Chair Nickerson replied Swain would be asked to mow and Mrs. Elliott stated this would be a big help.  Selectman Ober noted the field is needed for Old Home Day as well. Director Lonergan stated people have been driving vehicles on the beach to launch personal watercrafts. Chair Nickerson stated they are working on a plan with Paul Fluet for ARRA funding but the area could be gated with keys supplied to the Fire Department. The Public Works Department will be asked to gate the access area at the beach until a plan is engineered. 
3.3 Zoning Enforcement – Town Planner, Bob Ward stated the 6/22 ZBA Rehearing was held with expert testimony provided and the ZBA voted to reverse its earlier position, Mr. Robitaille was not given a Variance and has 30 days to appeal the reversal with the Superior Court. TP Ward noted Selectman Livernois was present at the ZBA’s Rehearing. Steele Hill Resort’s directional signs – TP Ward updated the BOS on the location of the proposed directional signs, to help guide people to Steele Hill Resort. TP Ward noted the design and locations were approved with the exception of one, a total of 5 signs will posted. Building Permits – TP Ward reported that building permits have been granted for sheds & decks primarily but one application was received for an oversized access apartment, which the property owner is willing to revise. Shute Hill Road – TA Veloski informed the Board that he has been contacted by Gordon Lindsey, who is interested in purchasing two lots on the far end of Shute Hill Road (100 acres) and would like to upgrade the road to access the property.  TA Veloski noted he would be in to meet with the BOS at some point.  Chair Nickerson asked TA Veloski to see what is needed, in order to upgrade the road. Mrs. Griffin informed the Board that there is an open well located on Shute Hill Road, across the street from her house that the Town owns (Cindy Laughy) because it is in the right of way. Mrs. Griffin stated she has placed some ply board over it because there are cats inside the well. The BOS will look in to this issue.  POW WOW – TP Ward noted the annual POW WOW is scheduled to start soon and TA Veloski reported the forms have been sent.   
   




  3.4
State Fire Codes – TP Ward and Fire Chief DeSilva were present. Chief DeSilva stated they would like to start the process of enforcement of the State Building Code; a lot of the Building Codes already apply.  Chief DeSilva noted the Town currently does not enforce things like snow loads for roofs or weight for decks, which would help to protect potential buyers.  Chair Nickerson noted that there may be more resistance and is not sure if the tone of the Town has changed but would like to see something put together for Town Meeting.  Chair Nickerson stated he can see enforcing things like electrical or furnaces and asked that something be brought back to the BOS for review. Selectman Ober stated he supports the life safety aspect of the codes but if fees were associated, he won’t like it.  Chair Nickerson noted that he is more of a “Property Rights” person and has mixed thoughts regarding this issue.  Chief DeSilva and TP Ward to draft State Fire Codes for BOS review. 













4.0 Non-Public Session under RSA 91-A: 3,II (a)

Chair Nickerson made a motion to go into non-public session and Selectman Ober seconded the motion.  Roll Call Vote: Nickerson-present, Ober-present and Livernois-not present. TA Veloski and Fire Chief DeSilva were also present. The BOS entered non-public session at 8:27 p.m. and reconvened at 8:38 p.m. No decision was announced and the BOS voted to seal the minutes.

Chair Nickerson made a motion to go into non-public session and Selectman Ober seconded the motion.  Roll Call Vote: Nickerson-present, Ober-present and Livernois-not present. TA Veloski and Fire Chief DeSilva were also present. The BOS entered non-public session at 8:39 p.m. and reconvened at 8:48 p.m. No decision was announced and the BOS voted to seal the minutes.

5.1 Maple Circle – TA Veloski reported that another set of plans were received from Paul Fluet, totaling $19,297 dollars but Engineer Fluet has been asked to check and see if a culvert could be used.  
5.2 “Y” Project – TA Veloski stated an email was received from Jim Bouchard saying that everything was to be sent to Jim Marshall by tomorrow.  TA Veloski noted the paperwork would be expedited for the project to be bid by the first week of July.
