SANBORNTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN’S MINUTES

June 30, 2010 

Town Offices


The Board of Selectmen convened in regular session Wednesday, June 30, 2010 at 6:30 p.m. at the Town Office. Selectmen in attendance were Dave Nickerson and Steve Ober. TA Veloski was also present.
Andrew Livernois was not present. 










PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE – All in attendance recited the pledge of allegiance.


1.0 Public Comment – Ian Raymond informed the Board that he has been in contact with the Jordan Institute regarding the Life Cycle Cost Analysis for the Town Garage and has a quote for $4,200 dollars ($3,200 + $1,000 for the electrical). Mr. Raymond provided the Board with a copy of the email. Chair Nickerson asked of there was a timeline and Ian Raymond replied he was unsure but would check with CCI. Mr. Raymond noted that CCI should have the electrical plans ready by tomorrow. Chair Nickerson asked Mr. Raymond to go over this matter with DPW Director Thayer.  Vote tabled until next week.  









2.0 Conservation Commission – reappointments – Wayne Elliott and John Earley were present. Chair Nickerson stated the BOS has a new policy of interviewing people that are to be appointed to Boards/Committees. Mr. Earley stated he has been on the Conservation Commission for two years now and it has been a wonderful experience.  Mr. Earley noted he has learned a tremendous amount about the Town and its importance.  Mr. Earley stated communication between Boards is very important. Chair Nickerson stated the Selectman are trying to keep communication open and they are starting to see results. Wayne Elliott stated he has twenty years experience as a Conservation Commission member and feels open space needs to be preserved. Selectman Ober stated he serves on the Conservation Commission with Mr. Earley & Mr. Elliott and there are not two more dedicated people. Selectman Ober noted Mr. Elliott has a vast knowledge of the Town’s history and is needed on the Conservation Commission. Mr. Elliott stated he would like to see more communication between the Conservation Commission and the Planning Board.  Chair Nickerson made a motion to reappoint Wayne Elliott and John Earley to the Conservation Commission, effective 7/1/10 for a term of 3-years.  Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  Selectman Ober swore them both in as members.   











 
3.0 Curt McGee Re: Health Insurance – Finance Officer (FO) McGee provided the BOS with a summary report and stated $282,000 dollars was budgeted for 2011 for twenty-two people.  The Board reviewed the new rates with a renewal date of August 1st. FO McGee informed the BOS that he has met with Bill Bald of Melcher & Prescott, to review the renewal and hospital co-pays could double but everything else would stay the same. FO McGee stated if the Town enrolls in to MVP’s “Health Reimbursement Agreement” the individual would pay $500 dollars for a hospital visit and the Town would pay the other $500 dollars which would save the Town approximately $36,000 dollars.  FO McGee stated the Town would need to sign up for the “HRA” that basically guarantees the $500 dollar payment, so the Insurance Company does not have to chase the money.  FO McGee stated a notification of benefits would be sent to an employee, which would then be submitted to the Town or Melcher & Prescott for payment. FO McGee informed the Board that the Town would see an overall increase of 2% ($265K).  Chair Nickerson made a motion to allow FO McGee to enter into an agreement with MVP Health Care for Health Insurance, to include the “Health Reimbursement Agreement”. Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.     










4.0 Public Hearing to accept funds RSA 31:95-b  - Chair Nickerson opened the Public Hearing at 7:01 p.m., in order to accept funds.  TA Veloski stated the Black Brook Rehabilitation warrant article passed with $18K from the Government and $12K from the Town but the funding went to Governor and Council, which was approved for $25K towards the project ($7K additional).  FO McGee noted there is $41,700 dollars to do the project and Don Foudriat has offered to donate services. TA Veloski stated there is a one thousand dollar donation from the WVA and a one thousand dollar donation from the Lakes Region Clean Water Association ($2K additional). Chair Nickerson noted the funding is only for the study, not the eradication of milfoil.  TA Veloski reported that AE COM will potentially conduct the study of the 2500 acre watershed and determine the amount of phosphorus going in to the lake and how to move forward with recommendations. TA Veloski noted the study is not binding and zoning changes would be recommended as well. Chair Nickerson asked for public comment and none was made. The Public Hearing was suspended until 7:30 p.m. for comment.  Chair Nickerson stated protecting the water is very important and the BOS would need a contract from AE COM before moving forward. Chair Nickerson made a motion to accept two thousand dollars in private donations and seven thousand dollars from the State of New Hampshire to be added to the Black Brook Rehabilitation Study project. Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.








5.0 Cindy Balint Re: Abatement – The BOS and Mrs. Balint reviewed a email from Attorney Boldt dated 6/25/10. Chair Nickerson informed Mrs. Balint that the BOS does not have the authority to grant the abatement she has requested.  Mrs. Balint stated she is disappointed because they have been good stewards. Chair Nickerson stated he understands but there was a 30-day timeline and there is nothing the Board can do for them. Mrs. Balint thanked the BOS for hearing her.  















6.0 Old Business
6.1 Maple Circle – Chair Nickerson reported that the proposed bridge is out but the WDA is willing to accept a gravel or asphalt walkway.
