Ralph Carter – Mr. Carter thanked the Town for their participation with Hale Road and noted loam would be added next month, for seeding. Mr. Carter stated he has seen an advertisement for the “RSMS” program and feels it would be money going out the window.  Mr. Carter suggested the “RSMS” program be run by the school system’s math & science programs because it would be great for the kids. The Board and Mr. Carter discussed utilizing UNH to save money. Chair Nickerson stated he agrees, the Board could modify and lessen the scope. TA Veloski suggested making changes after the bids are received next week. Technical Advisory Committee (TAC), Mr. Carter informed the BOS that he has been very busy and requested that an alternate or full-time member be appointed to replace him on the TAC. Mr. Carter noted they meet every other month in Meredith, usually around 2:00 p.m. and DPW Director Thayer would be the prime replacement.  







  





2.0 Kevin Hilbrunner Re: Maple Circle – Mr. Hilbrunner provided the Board with pictures of Maple Circle Road that were taken in July. Mr. Hilbrunner stated the road is starting to impact the beach again and the project’s Engineer has said the road was not laid out as designed.  Chair Nickerson informed Mr. Hilbrunner that DPW Director Thayer would be meeting with him to discuss the road’s slope tomorrow. Mr. Hilbrunner noted the road should be sloped towards the culverts & catch basins and he is trying stop the problem from reoccurring.  Chair Nickerson stated he wants the road fixed.

Chair Nickerson stated the agreement was given to Town Counsel and he has recommended a few changes. Mr. Goddard reviewed the email from Attorney Boldt and stated he would make the changes then forward an amended agreement to TA Veloski.  TA Veloski asked Mr. Goddard to forward the agreement to Jim Marshall as well. 

  











5.0 Department updates

Fire Department – Chief Desilva informed the BOS that there are some updates that will effect the Town on a State level, everyone will be able to access the E 9-1-1 system for information by the end of 2010, for free. Chief DeSilva stated the ambulance is back in service but has received $11,000 dollars in maintenance this year.  Chief DeSilva noted that the ambulance has been in service since October of 2004.  Chief DeSilva stated there is enough money in the Ambulance Fund, to purchase another one tomorrow if needed but the intent was to replace it at the 8 year mark. Chief DeSilva stated that if the maintenance trend continues, the Town will want to act. Chief DeSilva informed the Board that he has been appointed as the State Of New Hampshire’s Alternate Director to the National Volunteer Fire Council, which he is honored, to serve on. Chief DeSilva stated the Department is running smooth and at pace.  Chief DeSilva reported that there is $40,000 dollars of uncollected revenue in ComStar and a lot of the collection would be out of state (50%). Chief DeSilva noted that someone could be hired to track down information and the Board agreed.

2010 Town Reclamation Schedule – Bids – The BOS opened bids from Suburban Paving Inc., Pike Industries, GMI Asphalt, Busby Construction Co. and Advanced Excavation & Paving.  Pike Industries was the low bid at $378,124 dollars.  The Board will give the bids to DPW Director Thayer to review. 
6.2 Town Beach plans – Chair Nickerson stated he has met with TA Veloski & Engineer Fluet to discuss the extra ARRA funding for the Town Beach.  Chair Nickerson reported the beach would be able to be terraced, gated, add a kayak launch and relocate the handicap parking. The NH DES is reviewing the plans. 

               

     6.3 Highway Garage – Chair Nickerson stated an additional $250K would be needed for electrical and expensive site work. Chair Nickerson stated discussion took place to turn the Cold Storage in to a Pole Barn, pushing the structure back, installing a rain drip edge, cutting some of the parking and putting down a base coat without a top coat.  Chair Nickerson noted that some of the “green” stuff might be cut. Chair Nickerson reported that the suggestions were taken under advisement and they will be going back to the manufacturer to look at the design. 
7.0 Authorize Payroll & Accounts Payable Registers – The BOS reviewed/signed the payroll & accounts payable registers. The accounts payable register was made available for public inspection.
