SANBORNTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN’S MINUTES

August 18, 2010

The Board of Selectmen convened in regular session Wednesday, August 18, 2010 at 6:30 p.m. at the Town Office. Selectmen in attendance were Andrew Livernois, Dave Nickerson and Steve Ober. TA Veloski was also present.











PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE – All in attendance recited the pledge of allegiance.


1.0 Public Comment
- None at this time.









2.0 Belknap County Conservation District Re: Swain Farm Easement – Lisa Rixen, Lisa Morin and Sue Hoey of the Natural Resources Conservation Service were all present. Ms. Rixen stated the Swains are interested in putting some of their farmland into a conservation easement and eventually the entire farm. Ms. Rixen informed the Board that she has met with the Forest Society’s Matt Young and the Swain’s Farm was one of two properties being considered for funding but due to the economy, the other property was chosen. Ms. Rixen stated Sue Hoey is present to educate the BOS regarding the Farm & Land Ranch Protection Program. Ms. Hoey stated the program is federal and their intent is to protect the sustainable use of the best agricultural land based on Federal eligibility criteria before being accepted into the program.  Ms. Hoey explained the Land & Owner criteria, noting that 66% of the land can be forested with the other 33% being any kind of crops maintained over time. Ms. Hoey stated the homeowner fills out the application, gets funding from an outside agency, a contractual agreement is drafted with the sponsoring entity then two workbooks are filled out. Selectman Ober asked if the Conservation Commission could be a sponsoring agency and Ms. Hoey replied yes, as long as staff, funds and materials can be supplied to monitor the easement.  Ms. Hoey informed the Board that the Federal Government pays 50% of the agreed purchase price (no appraisal needed) with the other 50% of the funding being sponsored & authorized (Town Meeting) upon application.  Ms. Hoey noted that the Federal Government is the fiduciary agent ONLY.  Ms. Hoey stated a deed is drafted after the cooperative agreement is signed (templates available) then a boundary survey would need to be completed but would not be accepted if it were more than 12 months old. Chair Nickerson asked if the landowner would still pay taxes and Ms. Hoey replied yes, 2% of the area could be pervious. Ms. Hoey noted the landowner can post the land private or public access and stated that a baseline reference would be taken with the land needing to stay in the same shape or better.
