SANBORNTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN’S MINUTES

August 25, 2010

The Board of Selectmen convened in regular session Wednesday, August 25, 2010 at 6:30 p.m. at the Town Office. Selectmen in attendance were Andrew Livernois, Dave Nickerson and Steve Ober. TA Veloski was also present.











PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE – All in attendance recited the pledge of allegiance.


1.0 Public Comment

2.0 Department Updates




 



  2.1
Zoning – Town Planner (TP) Ward requested that the BOS sign the letter to Chris Knox of Knox Mountain Road regarding the clean up of demolition debris. TP Ward informed the Board that clean up is moving forward but there is only one more week for completion and if not, then he will need the direction of the Selectmen & Attorney Boldt. TP Ward stated two letters of complaint were received regarding a property located on Route #132 concerning a junkyard and noted that he has tried to make contact with the property owner through certified mail but it came back not received. TP Ward reported that a building permit was applied for by Mr. & Mrs. Baluska (residents of Ohio) in the Cawley Pond area but the area was rezoned at Town Meeting and only manufactured single family is allowed. TP Ward noted the Baluskas have been building over a long timeline. Selectman Livernois stated the zoning would need to be changed a.s.a.p. TP Ward replied it is a strange provision and the PB agrees. TP Ward stated the Zoning Ordinance is on the 2011 “to do list” and the Buluskas were granted a manufactured housing building permit. The Historic District Commission has approved the directional signs for Steele Hill Resort. 



    



  2.2 Planning – TP Ward informed the Board that the Master Plan is on schedule and the last two sections are being worked on with a Public Hearing to be scheduled.  TP Ward noted that an Energy Committee Representative has been appointed to the Master Plan Advisory Committee for an Energy section to be completed in the Master Plan. TP Ward stated the Lakes Region Planning Commission has ARRA funds available through a Conservation Block Grant Program and the funding could be used for a follow up energy study for the Town Garage.  TP Ward noted it is a 2-year program with no cost to the Town but it is a first come first serve basis and requested the Board’s authorization to proceed.  Selectman Livernois made a motion to authorize TP Ward to contact the ETAP Coordinator and sign the Town up for the ETAP planning process.  Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Melanie VanTassel, Welfare – Mrs., VanTassel stated there has been a trend in housing assistance and 15 calls were received last week, things are not getting better. Mrs. VanTassel stated the Town’s Food Pantry is being utilized but it is costing $800-$900 dollars a month to run the Food Pantry and she is unsure of where to get the funding.  Mrs. VanTassel informed the Board that the Food Pantry would be able to operate for the next 3-4 months.  Selectman Livernois stated the Board could look to take $5K out of the Town’s budget. Mrs. VanTassel noted that the obligation to supply residents does not go away, she could start writing vouchers instead but there would be no control over what is purchased. Mrs. VanTassel asked the BOS to wait to find the funding because she has a couple of ideas. Selectman Livernois stated they should not wait until the last minute.  Mrs. VanTassel informed the Board that her computer has been freezing and shutting down.  Mrs. VanTassel asked for permission to get it fixed.  Selectman Livernois made a motion to authorize Mrs. VanTassel to engage Dave Switaj work on her computer. Chair Nickerson seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Chair Nickerson seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. Chair Nickerson made a motion to authorize $2,100 dollars contract for Auger Siteworks to extend the Recreation Parking Lot. Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.
