SANBORNTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN’S MINUTES

September 1, 2010

The Board of Selectmen convened in regular session Wednesday, September 1, 2010 at 6:30 p.m. at the Town Office. Selectmen in attendance were Andrew Livernois and Dave Nickerson. TA Veloski was also present. Steve Ober was absent. 











PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE – All in attendance recited the pledge of allegiance.


1.0 Public Comment

2.0 Bill Cutillo Re: “Y” Project – Mr. Cutillo informed the Board that he has spoken with TA Veloski and anyone who will listen in Concord because he can not go through another winter without the road being fixed. Mr. Cutillo proposed placing a topcoat on the section from Collieson Road to Steele Hill Road and asked why it is taking so long. Chair Nickerson replied the contract with Hoyle & Tanner is being signed tonight. Selectman Livernois stated the BOS have hired Hoyle & Tanner because they have agreed to work with the Town but there are various hurdles with DOT/DES and the installation of drainage has been discussed for this fall. TA Veloski informed Mr. Cutillo that he calls Jim Marshall of the DOT at least once a week regarding three different Town projects. Chair Nickerson noted drainage work may not start until late November or they may decide to grind the road for the winter. Mr. Cutillo noted that he is losing money due to the road’s condition and something has to be done.  Mr. Cutillo offered to split the cost of a topcoat ($30K-$40K) with the Town. Steve Goddard (Hoyle & Tanner) stated putting down a topcoat would be like throwing money out the window. Chair Nickerson stated the Town may not have the money but the BOS would look at the budget and the State would need to approve grinding (approx. $21K) the road. Mr. Cutillo noted he would need to find the money in his budget as well, but he would be okay with the road being ground with signage. The BOS will ask DPW Director Thayer to check with Pike Industries on a price to grind the section from Collieson Road to Steele Hill Road and report back to Mr. Cutillo.

Police Department – Chief Hankard – Chief Hankard reported that the 2010 Cruiser is up & running but the radio is outdated, so he will be looking for a possible grant to purchase new radios or budget for one every year.  Chief Hankard stated the Ford Interceptor will be replacing the Crown Victoria, the department’s new server has been received and the Part-time Applicant is in background check currently.  Chief Hankard informed the Board that Officer Benoit has failed his “PT” test, so he will be riding with another Officer until he passes the next one. Chief Hankard noted that Public Safety Day is on September 25th from 11-3 p.m. @ Meadowbrook and the “Idle Right” system is usually showcased.  The Sanbornton Police Department will be commended by the US Marshall’s Office for assisting in the arrest of a fugitive. The BOS informed Chief Hankard that they have only been hearing great things regarding the P.D.
