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SANBORNTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN’S MINUTES

The Board of Selectmen convened in regular session Wednesday, September 29, 2010 at 6:30 p.m. at the Town Office. Selectmen in attendance were Andrew Livernois, Steve Ober and Dave Nickerson. TA Veloski was also present. 











PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE – All in attendance recited the pledge of allegiance.


1.0 Public Comment – None at this time. 




 





2.0 R.G. Tombs Doors – Highway Garage –  Richard Tombs and John Thayer was present. Mr. Tombs provided the Board with a sample of the solar overhead door and stated the highway garage's net gain should be  ¾ of a gallon of heat per door. Mr. Tombs informed the BOS that 77% will transmit through the doors, weigh 2.3lbs per q. ft., the heat will reduce dampness and the doors will need to be re-coated every 7-8 years, to restore. The Selectman reviewed the specification sheet. Ian Raymond asked what would happen if a panel were broken and Mr. Tombs replied one panel could be replaced through their maintenance department. Mr. Tombs noted the doors are used in a lot of highway garages (Loudon Safety Complex), airports and marinas. Mr. Tombs stated a three inch track is recommended but  two inch tracks are in the job specifications and noted the springs should never be greased.  Ian Raymond asked if there was a 3rd party report on the door's efficiency and Mr. Tombs replied Cowell is a world wide company, the figures have never been proven wrong. The door's “U” and “R” rating was briefly discussed. DPW Director Thayer stated he would like to go over the door's pricing with Bryant Lehr of CCI then vote next week. The Board thanked Richard Tombs for his time.      





 







3.0 Fairpoint Communications Re: Fiber Optic  – Marc Abatiell was present. Chair Nickerson informed Mr. Abatiell that he has been invited to meet with them to discuss what Fairpoint can do for the Town because there are “slick” cabinets in some locations. The Board and Mr. Abatiell reviewed seven cabinet locations and Mr. Abatiell noted that every network has its own Control Office located in Laconia, Tilton and Franklin. Mr. Abatiell stated DSL is copper access technology and fiber is the other access but if the Town had some local businesses that need service, he could help. Selectman Ober stated ninety percent of the Town's businesses are home based and they are the ones who need it.  Mr. Abatiell informed the Board that Fairpoint has plans (late in the year) to upgrade the cabinets located at Burleigh Hill Road and Perley Hill Road.  Chair Nickerson asked if the build out order could be changed around, to include Knox Mountain Road. Mr. Abatiell replied he could try and noted a letter clarifying each site from the BOS would help. Chair Nickerson asked if Fairpoint is involved in the build out funding at UNH.  Mr. Abatiell replied it has been discussed with the government and a Request For Proposal will be coming out soon.
