SANBORNTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN’S MINUTES

October 27, 2010

The Board of Selectmen convened in regular session Wednesday, October 27, 2010 at 6:30 p.m. at the Town Office. Selectmen in attendance were Andrew Livernois,Steve Ober and Dave Nickerson. TA Veloski was also present.   











PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE – All in attendance recited the pledge of allegiance.


1.0 Public Comment 
- None at this time. 










2.0  Historic District Commission – Liz Merry stated in 2008 a consultant looked at the Town's Ordinances and determined they were not up to the RSAs.  Mrs. Merry informed the Board that the Planning Board will review the changes and sync with the Master Plan but the HDC is waiting for the Selectman's input with a Public Hearing to be scheduled. The Board was provided a draft of the HDC Guidelines.  Mrs. Merry noted that the sections regarding fences & signs may be controversial.  Mrs. Merry stated she would forward the Planning Board's discussion regarding the guidelines to the BOS. Mrs. Merry  informed the Board that a new sign is to be placed at the Route #132 entry and will be repositioned in the Spring. Chair Nickerson stated a survey of the Historic District has been discussed.  Mrs. Merry noted they have supporting documents and know where the signs are supposed to be placed, a survey would be expensive. Selectman Ober suggested burying the signs in concrete. The BOS reviewed the HDC's proposed budget, which is $250 dollars and level funded.        














 
  





3.0 Town Budget 








              3.1
Town Clerk / Tax Collector – Jane Goss informed the Board that Deputy, Marla Davis will go to 35 hours a week but keep her benefits and she will cover on Wednesdays in order to keep the same hours for residents. TC Goss stated she would be giving up her benefits but keep Dental Insurance, if she is reelected and start to take the State's retirement. TC Goss noted that the Board can renegotiate with a new person if she is not re-elected and her vacation time would need to be paid out.  The BOS and TC Goss reviewed the Town Clerk/Tax Collector budget.  TC Goss noted that most of the items in her budget are State mandated. There is an increase to Equipment Purchase(new tower), increase for postage, increase for the Software Maintenance contract, decrease for Registry of Deeds and printing.  TC Goss noted that Marla Davis would be sent to workshops & conventions under the Training line because it takes four years to get certified. Chair Nickerson stated the Board really appreciates the services the TC/TC's Office has provided to residents.  The TC/TC's total proposed budget is $102,233 dollars, zero percent increase.  


  




              3.2 Planning Board – Bob Ward and Don Bormes were present.  The Board  reviewed the Planning Board budget. Postage decreased, printing decreased, general supplies decreased, Master Plan update decreased and PB training was increased  due to new memberships. Chair Nickerson asked TP Ward if he was utilizing the Town's vehicle and TP Ward replied yes, for some mapping and meetings but not for areas needing four wheel drive. TP Ward informed the Board that a consultant is need to implement a Workforce Housing Ordinance for FY 2012. TP Ward stated he hopes to hire Ben Mayberry for a contract amount of $1500 dollars. The BOS, TP Ward and Don Bormes discussed the Black Brook Project and the proposal for a $25K Warrant Article this year. Mr. Bormes asked for the Board's guidance and noted that he does not want to see the project die out because there is a quality standard for the lake. Chair Nickerson stated the Welfare Department has seen a substantial increase with the Food Pantry, which currently has no money and the BOS is faced with people problems not lake problems. Selectman Livernois stated he is not ready to support the proposed warrant article because he is unsure what the subsequent stages are and the funding source. TP Ward suggested the Town hold a joint meeting with all of the parties involved.  The total proposed Planning Board budget is $41,427 dollars.                                         

  3.3 Zoning Board of Adjustment – The Board reviewed an email from the Zoning Board Chair.  The total proposed ZBA budget is $2,607 dollars (PB & ZBA total $44,034 dollars).    





3.3a Zoning Enforcement Re: Junkyard at Bishop property – TP Ward stated the complaint was received in December of 2008 from Robert Wescott Jr. concerning Gordon & Margaret Bishop's property being a potential junkyard. TP Ward noted letters have been mailed and delivered by the Police Department with no response.  TP Ward stated the Town Attorney has been consulted & recommends either a “Notice of Violation” be sent or a “Cease & Desist” be issued. The BOS asked if both could be issued and if not then the “Cease & Desist”.

Cemeteries – Millie Shaw and Guy Giunta were present.  The BOS agreed the new access road looks great! The total proposed Cemeteries budget is $5,000 dollars (level funded). 



3.5 Budget Committee – The total proposed Budget Committee budget is $1,113 dollars, which is a decrease from last year.
