The Board of Selectmen convened in regular session Wednesday, November 3, 2010 at 6:30 p.m. at the Town Office. Selectmen in attendance were Andrew Livernois, Steve Ober and Dave Nickerson. TA Veloski was also present.

2.0  Town Budget 








              2.1
Police Department – Chief Hankard Police Chief Hankard informed the Board that 2% raises were given and to counter act the increase he has looked to cut the equipment line but leave funds in the equipment purchase line for a new Administrative computer in the amount of  $800 dollars without a monitor with the price to include  set-up. Chief Hankard stated he has decreased the Photo Lab. line due to mostly digital use, increased the Telephone line because the in-house phones were never included and increased Office Supplies for evidence related items.  Chief Hankard noted that “pagers” have been eliminated from the budget and they will continue to use the 3 paid for cell phones (one for the Chief and one each for the two cruisers). Chief Hankard stated he is budgeting for a cruiser but does not plan to purchase one unless needed. After brief discussion the Board & Chief Hankard agreed to reduce the Uniform Purchase/Clean line to $5,000 dollars and reduce the Vehicle Repairs line to $11,000 dollars. The Police Department's total proposed budget is $401,024 dollars. Chief Hankard expressed coverage concerns over the current police detail rate and offered to provide the BOS with comparable rates.  2.2 Solid Waste Committee – The total proposed Solid waste Committee budget is $5 dollars. TA Veloski noted the Board needs to decide at a later date whether to disband the committee. Under Advisement.

  3.1 Highway Garage – Chair Nickerson reported that all of the material is on location, base blocks will start to be placed and everything is progressing.  Selectman Livernois referred to the Town Garage meeting minute's Change Order Summary dated 11/2/10.  Selectman Livernois noted the minutes show a $30K overage for the project but believes the money is there because the Cold Storage portion was removed.  TA Veloski to verify with Bryant Lehr. Selectman Livernois stated the wrong color windows were delivered but if the windows look good, to keep them. The Board agreed. 


  3.2 Hunkins Pond Road – The road is ready for paving and the line of sight around the   
corner has been improved.  TA Veloski stated pictures on the Town's website.

4.0 New Business









  4.1
Tax Rate Setting  – TA Veloski stated the Town's Tax rate is to be set tomorrow with the NH DRA and he was hoping to keep the budget flat but there is $140K not be given to the Town from the State and the School's portion has increased significantly ($8.54 to $8.93 per thousand).  TA Veloski noted $140,000 dollars would need to be taken from the unreserved fund balance to try & level fund the Town's Budget and keep the tax rate low ($19.00 per thousand, nine cent increase from last year). Selectman Livernois made a motion to authorize Chair Nickerson to represent the Town at the Tax Rate Setting with authority to release up to $140K of the unreserved fund balance. Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  




4.2 DPW Re: Replacement of posts & signs – Chair Nickerson made a motion to authorize DPW Director Thayer to spend $1,881.50 dollars on 15 stop sign, 6 road name signs, 2 warning signs, 20 twelve foot posts and 20 delineator posts. Selectman Livernois seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.   



  4.3
DPW Re: Fuel Containment Storage Tank – Chair Nickerson made a motion to authorize DPW Director Thayer to purchase a fuel containment storage tank from Phoenix Precast in the amount of $880 dollars. Selectman Livernois seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.




  

  4.4
Town Office – Boilers – TA Veloski reported that the boilers were serviced and one of them is no good. TA Veloski noted the front boiler would need to be moved to replace the back.  TA Veloski stated the company that serviced them will replace both but one for half the price ($4,900 + $2,450). A brief discussion took place regarding the replacement of the air conditioning units as well. The replacement of the Town Office's boilers, only, will be bid.  













5.0 Authorize Payroll & Accounts Payable Registers – The BOS reviewed/signed the payroll & accounts payable registers. The accounts payable register was made available for public inspection.

Non-Public Session – RSA 91-A:3II(c) – Chair Nickerson made a motion to go into non-public session at 8:29 p.m. to discuss an issue with the Overseer of the Public Welfare. Selectman Livernois seconded the motion. Roll call vote: Nickerson; present, Livernois; present and Ober; present. The BOS reconvened the public session at 8:37 p.m. and voted unanimously to seal the minutes of the non-public session. No decisions were made.

7.0 Accept cash donations under RSA 31:95(a) – Food Pantry – Chair Nickerson made a motion to accept $200 dollars from Millie Shaw for the Food Pantry. Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  Selectman Livernois made a motion to accept the 1400 canned/dried food from the Sanbornton Central School. Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. Selectman Ober reported that the Town's Food Pantry has been approved to receive Federal food deliveries.
