The Board of Selectmen convened in special session Monday November 8, 2010, at 8:12 a.m. at The Sanbornton Town Office. Selectmen in attendance were Dave Nickerson, Steve Ober, and Andrew Livernois. Also present Bob Veloski, Town Administrator, and Jane Goss the Town Clerk/Tax Collector.
1.0 2010 Second Half Tax Warrant –  

The Board met and reviewed the second half tax warrant for the Town of Sanbornton.  There was a brief discussion over setting the tax rate of $18.99.  The rate is up $.08 from last year, the Town portion is down from last year, the County portion is down from last year, however, the State School Rate and the Local School Rate were both up.  This would have made the 2010 Tax Rate 19.33, in order to keep the rate under $19.00; the BOS used $140,000 from the Town’s unreserved fund balance.  Motion to sign the tax warrant by Andrew Livernois, seconded by Dave Nickerson; the motion passed 3 Aye, 0 Nay.
2.0 Franklin Payment In Lieu of Taxes (PILT)-
The BOS received a PILT from Jane Goss for the City of Franklin for property owned by Franklin in the Town of Sanbornton and is used to supply water to Franklin.  Dave Nickerson made a motion to sign the PILT, seconded by Andrew Livernois.  The vote passed 3 Aye, 0 Nay.
 

3.0 Certificates for Sanbornton Central School-
The BOS signed certificates for the students and teachers of the Sanbornton Central School for their “Harvest Hustle” which raised over 1,000 cans of food for the Sanbornton Food Pantry.  The BOS thanks the school for its efforts on behalf of needy residents.

4.0 Door Bid Opening-
The BOS opened and rejected the only bid for the door ($10.00) at the old Town Hall that had been advertised in the newspaper.


5.0 TA update -
The TA advised the BOS that DES has accepted Change Orders 5 and 6 for the Maple Circle project.
The TA advised the BOS that Nancy Mayville of DOT has accepted the engineering contract for the Plummer Hill Bridge Project.

6.0 Adjournment - 
Chairman Nickerson made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Selectman Ober.  The motion passed 3 Aye, 0 Nay.  The Meeting adjourned at 8:38 a.m.
