  3.1
Highway Garage – Chair Nickerson reported he attended the Tuesday meeting, some temporary doors have been put up, painting has started and tile floors will start next week. Chair Nickerson noted a decision needs to be made regarding ceiling fans, Giguere Electrical has recommended five 56” heavy duty commercial fans but five additional  fans may be something to install in the future. Selectman Livernois made a motion to agree to install five 56” heavy duty ceiling fans at the new Highway Garage in the amount of $3,420 dollars.  Chair Nickerson seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. Chair Nickerson stated the project is ahead of budget and on time. TA Veloski noted pictures of the Highway Garage's progress are on the Town's web site.    3.2 Hunkins Pond Road – TA Veloski provided the Board with a $6,712 dollar Change Order for reclamation of an additional five inches of pavement and noted the project is still under budget. Selectman Livernois made a motion to approve the $6,712 dollar Change Order for reclamation on Hunkins Pond Road. Chair Nickerson seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.
