SANBORNTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN’S MINUTES

March 2, 2011

The Board of Selectmen convened in regular session Wednesday, March 2, 2011 at 6:30 p.m. at the Town Office. Selectmen in attendance were Andrew Livernois and Dave Nickerson. TA Veloski was also present. Guy Giunta was not present.

2.0  Police Department Update – Chief Hankard reported that Officer Benoit is doing great at the Police Academy. The BOS was thanked for the sympathy card they sent. Chief Hankard reported
that Officer Kim McSweeney is on light duty with physical therapy but has made great progress with the evidence locker. Chief Hankard reported that the over time line is over spent but usually it is way over and Officer Benard's part-time hours have been a big help. Chief Hankard provided the Board with a report of arrests, accidents, motor vehicle etc. for the past two months. Chief Hankard noted that an email has been sent to his department recommending “no idle” and use of the Expedition only as needed due to gas prices.  Chair Nickerson asked Chief Hankard what he thought about bringing a Disorderly Action Ordinance warrant article to Town Meeting this year. Chief Hankard replied last year's ordinance was a good one and it did not pass but 75% of the proposed ordinance is State law.  Selectman Livernois noted he feels the Fireworks Ordinance is problematic with the time limits as a concern and the time should be pushed to 11 p.m. Chief Hankard replied he could see pushing the time limit to 11 p.m. and they have been using the same procedures, handled under disorderly conduct. Chair Nickerson stated he would like to wait a year or two before trying to propose the Disorderly Action Ordinance again this year. Selectman Livernois noted that what he is hearing from the Chief is that he already has tools in place for most cases. Police Chief Hankard noted he agrees with the Chair, to wait a year or two. TA Veloski stated the Disorderly Action Ordinance could be petitioned but the Board should fix the Firework Ordinance in the interim. The BOS agreed and the issue will be placed on next week's agenda.  Selectman Livernois noted the ordinance was adopted incorrectly, it was adopted by the BOS not at Town Meeting.

Bay & Upper Bay Road – TA Veloski informed the Board that he has spoken with Bill Cutillo (Steele Hill Resort), who has signs up at Steele Hill Resort to inform clients that construction is to start this year. Chair Nickerson stated the pre-qualification meeting was held with contractors and seven of them qualified. Chair Nickerson informed the BOS of the criteria that was applied in the process and noted that those who qualified will receive notification. Selectman Livernois made a motion to pre-qulaify Audley Siteworks, Busby Construction, Continental Paving, Jeremy Hiltz, Pike Industries, RM Piper and Weaver Bros.for the Bay & Upper Bay Road project. Chair Nickerson seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Library – Chair Nickerson stated a couple of citizens have spoken to him regarding the Sanbornton Public Library Trustee's meeting minutes of 12/18/07, 1/13/09 and 12/15/09 that all reflect a motion to give the Sanbornton Library staff after-tax end of year bonuses with all of the motions passing (varied amounts each year $50-$200). Chair Nickerson noted the Budget Committee will be asking to meet with the Library Trustees again. Chair Nickerson stated the Town gives the Library money each year but there are other employees who could really use a bonus.  
    




  4.2 Life Safety Building floors – TA  Veloski provided the BOS with three bids to carpet and re-tile the Life Safety Building. TA Veloski noted the Town has the money and he would also like the awarded contractor to look at the Town Office bathroom. Selectman Livernois made a motion to award the bid to Decorative Interiors in the amount of $5,595 dollars to do the floors at the Life Safety Building with a contract to follow. Chair Nickerson seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.               4.3 Custodial Services – TA Veloski stated he would like to interview applicants to clean the Town Office, Life Safety Building and the Library. The Board agreed. 
  4.4 DPW Re: Transfer Tanker – Chair Nickerson made a motion to authorize Director Thayer to purchase a 17 gallon transfer tanker for $599.99 dollars, in order to do oil changes. Selectman Livernois seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. 









    4.5 Shooting Range – TA Veloski stated Horizon's original report was rejected by the NH DES, so additional testing will be needed and they would like to know if the Town wants to keep the project moving for another $1,800 dollars. Selectman Livernois made a motion to authorize Horizon to do the additional testing at the shooting range. Chair Nickerson seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.


     4.6 Winnipesaukee River Basin Program – TA Veloski informed the BOS that State is trying to change the WRBP from an advisory board to one of power. Selectman Livernois to review the material and make comments.
