              2.1 Bay & Upper Bay Road – Chair Nickerson reported that DOT wants the driveway easements, temporary easements and a letter from DES regarding wetlands permits & the alteration of terrain permit, prior to putting project to bid.

Town Hall Rental – Policy – The BOS reviewed the policy and briefly discussed whether or not elected officials should be included. No changes were made to the policy. Selectman Livernois made a motion to refund Bill & Faith Tobin their $50 dollar rental fee for the Town Hall. Selectman Giunta seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Transfer Station – Chair Nickerson stated the Board needs to decide what they are going to do down there and had discussed, at one point in time, of cutting people & time. Selectman Livernois noted the budget shows a decrease in salaries which snuck threw the budget process. Chair Nickerson stated the Town can do Single Stream Recycling now or when the Co-op opens and takes it over. Chair Nickerson suggested keeping the money in the budget to keep people working ($10K total). The BOS discussed the Transfer Station's hours of operation, two days versus three days. Selectman Livernois noted the budget should stay the way it is, in case the funds are needed the Town does not want to be locked in. Karen Ober suggested the Board consider having “Attendants” at the Ttransfer Station to monitor what is going on. Chair Nickerson made a motion to place $10K dollars back in the Transfer Station's budget. Selectman Livernois seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.   
    
     



  3.2 Fireworks Ordinance – Selectman Livernois informed the Board that the Town's Attorney has stated there is nothing wrong with how the ordinance was adopted and the ordinance is enforceable. Police Chief Hankard has been notified.

  3.4 Highway Garage – Cold Storage – TA Veloski informed the BOS that an estimate was received from Conneston Construction Inc. in  the amount of $75K dollars but the project only has $43K dollars in funding left. Selectman Livernois pointed out that the estimate has things like supervision, engineering, port-o-potty etc. included in the estimate. The BOS will ask DPW Director Thayer to get bids from local contractors.      3.5 State Budget – The BOS discussed cuts to State services through the proposed budget cuts, for things like water sampling (the Town will do the testing) at the Town Beaches, Timber Tax and Excavation Tax.

Petition Warrant Article – Nemetz – The BOS reviewed the article and Selectman Livernois offered to do some further research regarding 15% fee (RSA 80:80).

Fire Department – The Board reviewed a memo from Interim Chief Suroweic. Chair Nickerson stated the fire truck inspections should be left open ended and approved once the inspections are complete.  Selectman Livernois made a motion to approve $1,500 dollars for testing on the breathing apparatus and $518 dollars in repairs to the Expidition. Chair Nickerson seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.    3.8 Police Department Re: cubicles – The BOS agreed it would be okay for the P.D. To transfer funds, in order to purchase cubicles. TA Veloski noted the floor repairs are to start on Monday.
