SANBORNTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN’S MINUTES

April 6, 2011 

Town Office


The Board of Selectmen convened in regular session Wednesday, April 6, 2011 at 6:30 p.m. at the Town Office. Selectmen in attendance were Guy Giunta and Dave Nickerson. TA Veloski was also present. Andrew Livernois was not present.    











PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE – All in attendance recited the pledge of allegiance.

2.0  Department Updates




 



  2.1 Police Department – Chief Hankard informed the Board that Officer Benoit would be graduating from the Police Academy on Friday and back to work on Sunday. Officer Kim McSweeney is still on light duty but has made a lot of progress with the evidence locker. The department's floors look good with the carpets and desks to be done next week. Chief Hankard stated the changes in the office area have been good and is making things more efficient.  Chief Hankard reported that arrests have increased over last year by three (41 total). Chief Hankard noted he would be hosting a taser course in August, attending a Police Media Relations course hosted by the Attorney General's Office and Firearms training would be held at the end of April. Chair Nickerson made a motion to allow Chief Hankard to go over $500 dollars to purchase ammunition. Selectman Giunta seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. Chair Nickerson asked if the department has been conserving gasoline and Chief Hankard replied they have been using the “Idle Right” but not only for special details. Selectman Giunta made a motion to increase Officer Benoit's hourly pay to $18.73 dollars from $18.24 dollars for becoming a certified Officer, effective 4/10/11. Chair Nickerson seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. Chair Nickerson made a motion to allow Joyce Janitorial to seal, polish and buff the floors of the Life Safety Building & the Highway Garage ($600 dollars). Selectman Giunta seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  2.2
Fire Department – Interim Fire Chief Surowiec reported everything is going well, call volume is the same as last year, no bill has been received for the vehicle repairs & inspections and the truck airbags are in service. Chief Surowiec stated three people passed the “Fire Fighter II” training and four people passed the “Pump Operators” class (5 attended). Chief Surowiec notd the Comstar account is carrying $40-$50K of uncollected revenue and the ultilization of a collections agency has been recommneded. Chief Surowiec asked what would happen with hardship cases and TA Veloski replied  only residents would be referred to Melanie VanTassel with a letter sent out to the rest for a repsonse within so many days or the matter would be referred to a collections agency. Chief Surowiec  stated $9,600 dollars was appropriated at Town Meeting for protective clothing which has not been purchased and the price has increased to include safety harnesses (+$400 dollars). Chief Surowiec noted that $900 dollars was spent out of the account and he will be checking with Curt Mcgee regarding when & for what. Selectman Giunta made a motion to authorize Chief Surowiec to purchase six sets of personnel protective equipment in the amount of $12,112,92 dollars with $3,436.92 dollars to be supplemented from the firefighting supplies (4220.629) line. Chair Nickerson seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. Chair Nickerson made a motion to allow Chief Surowiec to pay Industrial Protective Services $1,510.60 dollars for service on hydraulics, pumps, etc. Selectman Giunta seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. Chair Nickerson made a motion to increase the pay of Linda Surowiec, Gary Schaffer, Guy Giunta III and Ben Burlingame by .53 cents for their Pump Operator certification. Selectman Giunta seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. TA Veloski noted he would check with Selectman Livernois regarding a date to review Fire Chief applicants.

TA Veloski proposed cutting the YAP's line item in the Town's budget to zero, so the issue is only discussed once.  Chair Nickerson made a motion to change the YAP's line itme to zero. Selectman Giunta seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  The YAP petition warrant article will be moved before the operating budget is voted.

AA Rollins recommended the Neo-post (IS 330) with a 2lb. Weight scale for 3 years @ $46.95 dollars a month, excluding supplies & ink.  Selectman Giunta made a motion to contract with Neo-post for 3 years @ $46.95 a month for a postage meter. Chair Nickerson seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.
