SANBORNTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN’S MINUTES

April 20, 2011

The Board of Selectmen convened in regular session Wednesday, April 20, 2011 at 6:30 pm. at the Town Office. Selectmen in attendance were Andrew Livernois, Guy Giunta and Dave Nickerson. TA Veloski was also present.     











PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE – All in attendance recited the pledge of allegiance.


1.0 Public Comment

2.0  Jane Goss Re: SB 156, Electronic Voter Registration (EVR) – TC Goss informed the Board that auto dealerships want the ability to do motor vehicle registrations but they would have to hire & train agents to transfer and do new registrations. TC Goss stated the cost of the bill would be $890K, she has been fighting against the bill's passage and has spoken with Bill Tobin, Dennis Fields & Jeannie Forrester. TC Goss noted the EVR system would be mandated so the Town would have no choice TC Goss stated the advantage would be customer service on the weekends but mistakes will be an issue and checking for residency. TC Goss requested the BOS write a letter in support of her position. Selectman Livernois asked if the Town would still receive money from EVR and TC Goss replied yes but they can hold the money for up to 20 days or the dealership could go bankrupt. The BOS will draft a letter to not support SB 156. 






3.0  Department Updates 




 



   3.1 Department of Public Works – Director Thayer requested permission to return to summer hours, Monday through Thursday 6 – 4 pm and Friday 6 – 10:30 am. Director Thayer noted the half day would be to check equipment and clean the Highway Garage but if the schedule doesn't work out, it can be changed back. Selectman Livernois made a motion to authorize the DPW to go to a summer schedule effective 5/1. Chair Nickerson seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. 




3.1a Floor sweeper – Chair Nickerson stated the DPW needs some kind of floor sweeper, there is not enough time in the day. Director Thayer informed the Board he has looked at a new sweeper ($10K) which worked well but was expensive. He also looked at a used sweeper with a spray vacuum system which was new to him and worked as well. DPW Director Thayer noted he would be doing further research and then proposing something for the Board's approval. 






 
3.1b Bay & Upper Bay Road – DPW Director Thayer reported they are slowly getting back drainage easements and TA Veloski noted a list for driveway easements was received today, to be mailed tomorrow. TA Veloski noted everything should be done on the Town's end. 









3.1c Dirt roads – Director Thayer stated Eastman Hill Road has been the biggest problem area but some gravel has been put down. 





3.1d Transfer Station – Over Head Doors – The BOS reviewed a quote from Over Head Doors. Selectman Livernois made a motion to authorize the Transfer Station to enter in to a 1-year contract for maintenance (rollers, springs & cable ends) of 10 doors in the amount of $1,212 dollars. Chair Nickerson seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.
