2.0  Interview Franz Vail for the Historic District Commission – Mr. Vail talked of his background and his thoughts for the Historic District Commission (HDC).  The Board asked about his history on the Planning Board.  Chairman Nickerson made a motion to appoint Mr. Vail to the Historic District Commission, seconded by Selectman Giunta and the motion passed unanimously.  Selectman Livernois swore Mr. Vail into the HDC.


3.0 Liz Merry re the Election and Town Meeting – Liz Merry talked about the schedule she had developed for the Election, the Board will be at the elections.  Liz Merry talked about the order of the warrant articles, there is no plan to change the order at this time.  There was a discussion over who would present each warrant article. Dick Gardner will be the time keeper on discussions and limit discussion to 3 minutes per individual.


4.0 Welfare Update – Melanie VanTassel said that things were busy but running well, she has instituted some changes in the food pantry that will take some time to settle in.  She plans to have the newly formed Welfare Reform Committee meet after Town Meeting to review the current Town Welfare Policy.  Do to the rising temperatures she has stopped fuel assistance for the summer.  The DPW has moved out of the Recreation Building and she has her space back.  Ms. VanTassel stated that her budget is over, but she is trying to control costs.  Ms. VanTassel questioned a letter that she had received form the insurance provider regarding cancelation of coverage.  TA Veloski explained that the Town had just received notice and was working with the insurance company.  Apparently, there may be an increase in the deductibles and the company needs to cancel the old policy and institute a new coverage policy.  Finance Director Curt McGee is talking to our agent about this change.

 6.4 Telephone Pole Licenses – Chairman Nickerson and DPW Director Thayer went and looked at the poles requested and recommend signing the licenses. The BOS agreed and signed the licenses.
6.5 Primex letters of Coverage – Selectman Livernois reviewed the letters and said that the TA should sign for the Town.
6.6 Compensation for classes –
Chairman Nickerson discussed the number and types of raises that
are given to our Firefighters and suggested that if the Firefighters receive compensation for taking classes that the other departments should also receive compensation for taking classes.  The Fire Department per diem lines in the budget are over at this time.  Selectman Livernois said there are two issues to address, 1 does the BOS set a cap on salaries and 2 paying volunteers and per diem the same rate. The BOS instructed the TA to talk with the Finance Director and surrounding communities and propose a salary structure.
6.7 Meeting with Hoyle Tanner – Chairman Nickerson cannot meet this Friday with the engineers and Selectman Livernois will go to the meeting.
