SANBORNTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN’S MINUTES

May 4, 2011

The Board of Selectmen convened in regular session Wednesday, May 4, 2011 at 6:30 pm. at the Town Office. Selectmen in attendance were Andrew Livernois, Guy Giunta and Dave Nickerson. TA Veloski was also present.     











PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE – All in attendance recited the pledge of allegiance.


1.0 Public Comment

2.0  Jeff Jenkins Re: TIP Committee –  Mr. Jenkins referred to Warrant Article #20 (Road Revitalization CRF) that was addressed at the Budget Hearing. Mr. Jenkins stated member's of the TIP Committee wanted a planned approach for the maintenance of the Town's roads but the project's scope got widened and no firm signed up for the project. Mr. Jenkins noted that he understands the funds would be brought back in to the Town's tax rolls but has worries about the Town's image by not spending the $100K because the need has not gone away. Mr. Jenkins asked if some of the funds could be used for the Huse Bridge project and if the BOS are in favor of the project. Chair Nickerson stated he thought the road revitalization scope was good but there was no interest. Chair Nickerson  noted that he has spoken with Director Thayer and he has engineers that will look at the Town's roads for nothing with a program to use. Chair Nickerson stated the Board put Huse Bridge on the warrant, in order to let the Town's people vote on it but his vote could go either way. Mr. Jenkins noted Highway Block Grant funding could cut in to the Town's budget as well. Chair Nickerson stated the Board has not forgotten about the roads and they have priorities on the front burner. Selectman Livernois stated he understood what the money was for but the project got bogged down in articulating what the Town wanted and under the current budget pressure, he could support giving back the funds. Selectman Livernois noted Director Thayer has a vision and a plan. Mr. Jenkins stated it is still a good idea, just not at the moment. Mr. Jenkins stated the Highway Block Grant would cut the Highway Department's budget and asked if a floor amendment for $30-$40K to be kept could be made. TA Veloski noted the funds are in a Capital Reserve Fund but the Highway Department's budget could be increased with the explanation that the $100K is being put back in. Chair Nickerson stated the TIP Committee should be kept but a plan is needed, some of the roads are really bad. Mr. Jenkins stated as long as John Thayer is the key player.... but if help is needed for a plan then the committee could help.   






3.0  Department Updates 




 



   3.1 Police Department – Chief Hankard informed the BOS that the Police Department is back to being fully operational as of midnight tonight. Chief Hankard stated everyone is happy with the building improvements which has made operations more effective. The BOS reviewed a Press Release regarding the sale of cars overseas. Chief Hankard stated the case has been handed over to Homeland Security and TC/TC Goss provided all of the  information needed for the investigation. The BOS reviewed a statistics sheet. Chief Hankard noted the department is tracking almost the same as prior years. Chief Hankard informed the Board that due to all of the recent absences, part-time Officer John Bedard has worked a ton of hours which has saved the department $4K in overtime pay and it is greatly appreciated! Selectman Livernois noted that 80% of the budget has been spent which is right on track. Jeff Jenkins noted that $25K for special details is rolled up in the budget figure.  Selectman Livernois thanked Chief Hankard for attending the Highway Garage's Open House.

Fire Department – Interim Chief Suroweic reported that calls have been average with nothing out of the ordinary and no equipment problems. Chief Suroweic noted a repair invoice for the boat's motor will need BOS approval next month because it was clipped on a rock. The Board approved the repairs. Chief Suroweic stated he has been working with Sant Bani on remodeling of a building and life safety/building code requirements. A Retirement Party will be held for Fire Chief John DeSilva at the Carriage House with dinner @ 6:30 pm, please contact the Fire Station for tickets ($35 dollars each). The BOS thanked Fire Chiefs Brad Smith, Steve Yannuzi and David Parenti for their participation in the interview process of a new Fire Chief. Selectman Livernois stated they knew exactly what to ask and really ran the interview process. The BOS thanked Interim Chief Suroweic for arranging for the surrounding Chiefs to be here.
