4.0  Fire Department  - Fees for Reports – Fire Chief, Paul Dexter stated a gentleman called last week for an accident report and was unsure of what to charge him because each department is charging different amounts. Chief Dexter suggested each Department Head get together and come up with a schedule for everyone to go by. TA Veloski was asked by the BOS to arrange a work session to draft a schedule. Chief Dexter informed the Board that it is his second week on the job and everyone has made him feel at home. 
  







  






5.0  Single Stream Recycling (SSR)  –  Chair Nickerson stated last week the Board discussed SSR and returning Johnny VanTassel back to the DPW. Selectman Ober noted she had concerns with people who stay for the weekend would have to hold on to their trash for almost a week. Mr. VanTassel stated the schedule proposed could be changed to Monday, Friday and Saturday. Selectman Ober asked what happens on Mondays now and Mr. VanTassel replied they operate from 12-5, there is not a lot of traffic but some people do come in to the Transfer Station. Mr. VanTassel and Director Thayer both agreed they would prefer not have the Transfer Station open on Sundays. Chair Nickerson asked if operations would be easier once the Town went to SSR. Mr. VanTassel replied yes, he feels he would be able to return to the DPW with time. Mr. VanTassel noted he may still have to do the deposits and Andre would have to operate the backhoe but has the capability. Chair Nickerson asked what would have to happen to make the switch. Mr. VanTassel stated residents would have to come through the big door and place single stream items on a table with an attendant to sort through the items, for things that may not be recyclables. Mr. VanTassel informed the Board that he toured a SSR facility and they did not want items bagged because then extra equipment would be needed to open the bags. Boxes or clear bags are typically used. Mr. VanTassel stated the glass & cardboard dumpsters could be removed and replaced with a SSR dumpster. DPW Director Thayer noted all of the details regarding operations can be worked out with whoever they contract with. Mr. VanTassel noted a thirty day notice gets sent to the State informing them of the change to SSR, as well as notice to residents. DPW Director Thayer noted trucking prices would need to be checked on but Bestway has been great to work with. Mr. VanTassel feels switching to SSR will be an optimal opportunity to see what is needed before the Town starts using the NH Co-op and will have actual numbers. Mr. VanTassel noted there would be no baling and the schedule would be the schedule, no more winter hours. DPW Director Thayer stated they would draft a survey for the people who use the Trasnfer Station the most but ultimately they want to keep the hours reasonable. Director Thayer, Mr. VanTassel and the BOS briefly discussed placing a concrete pad under the metal pile for better prices. Director Thayer to follow-up. Tenative start date for SSR is 8/1/11. The Board will discuss further next week, to allow time for survey responses. 











6.0  Non-Public Session – RSA 91-A:3II(a) – Chair Nickerson made a motion to go into non-public session at 7:10 pm. with Director Thayer and Mr. VanTassel. Selectman Ober seconded the motion. Roll call vote: Nickerson; present, Ober; present and Giunta; present. After brief discussion the BOS reconvened the public session at 7:33 pm. The Board voted unanimously to seal the minutes of the non-public. No decisions were made.
