2.0  Phil Bodwell Re: Release of discretionary easement – Chair Nickerson stated he has spoken with Assessing Assistant Jutton and he has recommended release of the discretionary easement to Phil Bodwell with payment of the penalty ($2,798 dollars). TA Veloski noted the easement was never registered but Mr. Bodwell supplied the Town with a copy and the easements usually have a 5, 10 or 15 year requirement. Selectman Giunta made a motion to release the Bodwell discretionary easement, upon payment of the penalty. Chair Nickerson seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. 3.0  Tom Salatiello – Alternate Library Trustee  - Mr. Salatiello stated he was asked to be an alternate because they could not find anyone else, so he was needed to reach a quorum. Mr. Salatiello stated the library is now finished and should be used as a community resource, as well as meetings. Chair Nickerson made a motion to appoint Tom Salatiello as a Library Trustee alternate. Selectman Giunta seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. 4.0  Single Stream Recycling (SSR) – Director Thayer provided the BOS with the Transfer Station's survey results. Director Thayer noted the results turned out to be what they thought....Thursday (91), Friday (98) and Saturday (being a given). Selectman Ober expressed concern with residents holding on to their trash over the weekend. TA Veloski noted a half day on Mondays and a half day on Thursday, could be an option. Selectman Giunta stated the Town should try Thursday, Friday and Saturday, if people complain then the hours could be looked at again. Selectman Ober suggested the Transfer Station switch to summer hours and let residents know of the change to SSR on 8/1/11. Director Thayer replied that would give him 3 weeks of time. Selectman Giunta asked about a new sign and Director Thayer replied they would be getting one as soon as they can but the operating portion of the permit needs to be changed first. Chair Nickerson made a motion to have Director Thayer to make out the paper work to go to SSR with Thursday, Friday  and Saturday as the hours of operation. Roll call vote: Nickerson; present, Ober; present and Giunta; present. After brief discussion the BOS reconvened the public session at 7:29 pm. The Board voted unanimously to seal the minutes of the non-public. A decision was made to abate $1,007.96 dollars for ambulance services.
