SANBORNTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN’S MINUTES

July 13, 2011 

Town Office


The Board of Selectmen meet at the Town Hall on Wednesday, July 13, 2011 at 6:00 p.m., to conduct a site review of the Cormier's property and then reconvened at 6:30 p.m. at the Town Office. Selectmen in attendance were Karen Ober, Guy Giunta and Dave Nickerson. TA Veloski was also present.     











PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE – All in attendance recited the pledge of allegiance.


1.0 Cormier's Property – Review of Right-of-Way – the BOS, Kip & Sally Cormier, Doug & Karen Rollins, Robert Ward, Patsy Wells, Andy Sanborn, Priscilla Bodwell, Mark Bodwell, DPW Director Thayer and TA Veloski were all present. Mr. Cormier explained that he plans to come in on the old right-of-way (10 feet) next to the wetlands and cut through the trees. The entire driveway would be on Town owned property to the Cormier's property with slope easements for potential drainage. Chair Nickerson noted the original idea was to use the Town Hall's pathway to enter the field for a new Town Complex. Doug Rollins (Cormier's Realtor) stated keeping the right-of-way is important to access the property. Chair Nickerson noted there are a lot of legal issues and the Town's Attorney has advised the BOS, that they can give the Cormiers permission. Patsy Wells noted the easement was never excluded from the deed because it was important to the Bodwells to be able to access the property. Kip Cormier stated the home to be built would be a barn style and they might also try to restore an existing vineyard. Chair Nickerson stated he never thought the driveway easement would be for a private residence on Town owned property and he does not want to set a precedent.

5.0  Public Hearing – POW WOW (9/3 – 9/4)& Learner's Weekend (7/30)– The Public hearing was opened at 7:03 p.m. Andy Sanborn and Paul Burke were present, as members of the Dulac Land Trust. Mr. Sanborn informed the Board that they are requesting a waiver on the advanced time notice for permitting for 7/23. TA Veloski noted it is a 3rd event and would need 21 days notice but but there is not enough time for the notice, only the BOS can approve. Mr. Sanborn informed the Board that the 7/23 event would be like a mini POW WOW with approx. 150 guests, no vendors and controlled.  The Fire & Police Departments will still be inspecting the event. Police Chief Hankard stated as long as the “PA” system is not used after 10:00 p.m. Selectman Giunta made a motion to waive the normal time period allowed for the event on 7/23, pending an application and Fire Chief & Police Chief approval. Chair Nickerson seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. The BOS suspended closing the Public Hearing until 7:30 p.m. for additional public comment. Chair Nickerson made a motion to approve the applications for the POW WOW and Learner's Weekend. Selectman Giunta seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. 6.0  Department Updates 








  6.1 Police Department – Chief Hankard – Chief Hankard provided the BOS with a chart graph comparing the few past years of police statistics. The Board reviewed. Chief Hankard reported that the department has been busy, they are watching the Laconia burglaries by placing Officers in key areas and getting organized for Old Home Day. Chief Hankard stated he will be reviewing the department's Policy Manual and has obtained a few samples from the LGC. Chief Hankard stated the police vehicles are back to normal and his cruiser was utilized while he was out on vacation. Chief Hankard informed the BOS that he would be looking to purchase ammunition, in the amount of approx. $1,000 dollars and requested approval to move forward with the purchase. Chair Nickerson asked how the department's budget looks and Chief Hankard replied has under on some line items and over on some others but it looks good. Chair Nickerson made a motion to authorize Chief Hankard to purchase up to $1,000 dollars in ammunition for the Police Department. Selectman Giunta seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. 







 

  6.2 Fire Department – Chief Dexter – Chief Dexter stated they have been busy and has made some changes to the department's Policies & Procedures, a “Spotter” is now required behind apparatus when backing in to the Life Safety Building as a new policy. Chief Dexter noted some educational instruction has also been given and DPW Director Thayer is helping them fix the door. Chief Dexter reported that they do not have a lot of Standard Operating Guidelines (S.O.G), so a committee has been created to establish some new ones because he is passionate about the safety of the Fire Department's personnel & equipment. Chief Dexter informed the Board that they will be tracking seasonal burn permits, if they were inspected and location. Chief Dexter recommended that the section of Tower Hill Road that turns in to Range Road remain 170 Tower Hill Road, due to E 9-1-1 concerns. Chief Dexter noted the driveway is on the left hand side of the road  and is not visible. Fire Chief Dexter & Assessing Assistant Jutton are working on the issue. Chief Dexter stated there will be no change of address but there needs to be a number on the road. Chief Dexter noted that he will have some numbering issues in a couple of months. Selectman Giunta made a motion to leave the address at 170 Tower Hill Road . Chair Nickerson seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  Selectman Giunta made a motion to authorize Chief Dexter to purchase 5 pagers with extended warranties, in the amount of $1,980 dollars. Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. Chair Nickerson made a motion to give Chief Dexter permission to purchase turn-out gear. Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. 




6.2a Expenditure for “Car 1” – Chief Dexter provided the BOS with quotes from Irwin Ford ($25,300 dollars), Belknap Communications ($1,967.50 dollars) and Ian Graphics ($850 dollars). Chief Dexter noted the price is a little over the expenditure but the funds could be pulled from another line in the budget. Chair Nickerson made a motion to authorize Fire Chief Dexter to spend $28,147.50 dollars on a Ford Expedition and to look at trade-in value. Selectman Giunta seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.









 6.2b Ambulance – Selectman Ober stated she does not like that the ambulance was ordered without approval first. Chair Nickerson stated the department can not spend the funds but did order, due to manufacturer deadlines and if the BOS doesn't like what was order, it can be sent back. Chief Dexter informed the Board that he would prefer a GMC but can not beat the Irwin Ford bid price and looked at a Dodge but it was sold at the show he attended. Chief Dexter noted he is looking at chassis information & specifications but there is plenty of time to discuss purchase of the ambulance.  Chair Nickerson made a motion to authorize Chief Dexter to renew the firehouse software support contract. Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. 






  


  6.3 Department of Public Works – Road weight limits – Chair Nickerson stated the limits on neighboring Town are posted “12,000 lbs., GBW, No thru Trucks” and for a logging operation to be bonded ($10K-$15K) the roads will need to be posted, to make compatible with other roads & exempt logging trucks of the weight limits. RSA 231:191, section I and section VII was reviewed. Director Thayer recommended the road signs be made compatible with the signs of “12,000 lbs., GBW, No thru Trucks”. Chair Nickerson made a motion to authorize Director Thayer to post “12,000 lbs., GBW, No thru Trucks” on Oak Hill Road, New Road and Roxbury Road. Selectman Giunta seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. Director Thayer noted he is working with the logging company regarding the bond. 2012 Town Road Paving Project – The BOS briefly reviewed a list. Chair Nickerson made a motion to allow Director Thayer to pave portions of Huber Drive, Lower Bay Road, Lower Smith Road, Taylor Road & Warrens Barn Road, in the amount of $299,600 dollars. Selectman Giunta seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. Black Brook – Director Thayer stated Don Foudriat & DES are working on the project and have advised him to do whatever he needs to, to the road but there may be possible grant funding. Director Thayer noted that suggested changes to the road may come from DES regarding the watershed project, so he does not want to do too much. Bids, Huse Hill Bridge – The BOS reviewed a bid from M.A. Bean in the amount of $33,000 dollars and a bid from The Nelson Companies in the amount of $69,000 dollars. Chair Nickerson made a motion to have Director Thayer contact M.A. Bean to draft a contract for Huse Hill Bridge. Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. Director Thayer stated he is currently rewriting the operation plan for the Transfer Station and should have it ready for the BOS to review at their next meeting (7/27). The Board will meet with the Highway Crew on Friday @ 8:00 p.m., to discuss time management concerns.
